On the second day of the President's visit to Uttar Pradesh,
the state's first AYUSH University, named after Mahayogi Guru
Gorakhnath, will be inaugurated in Gorakhpur. It will be an

important center for both education and treatment in traditional
systems of medicine, including Ayurveda, Unani and Homeopathy.
More than an academic institution, the university will open new
avenues of employment and promote commercial cultivation of
medicinal _plants in the region. The foundation stone of this
university was laid on Auqust 28, 2021 by the then President Ram

Nath Kovind. Spread over 52 acres, the university has been
developed with a sanctioned budget of more than Rs 267 crore.

After inauguration of the university, the President will also visit
the Gorakhnath temple. Apart from that President Murmu will
inaugurate the academic block, auditorium, and Panchkarma

Center and lay the foundation stone of the girl’s hostel at the
Arogyadham campus of Mahayogi Gorakhnath University in

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a five-nation visit to
Ghana, Trinidad and Tobago, Argentina, Brazil, and Namibia beginning
Wednesday. Addressing a special media briefing in New Delhi, Secretary,
Economic Relations in the External Affairs Ministry, Dammu Ravi said, the
Prime Minister will undertake a visit to Ghana from 2nd to 3rd of next
month on the first leg of his five-nation tour. He said, this will be his first
ever bilateral visit to Ghana and the Prime Minister will hold talks with the
President of Ghana. He said, both the nations will review the strong



bilateral partnership and discuss further avenues to enhance economic,
energy, and defence collaboration, and development cooperation
partnership.

On Prime Minister Narendra Modi's upcoming visit to Brazil, Mr.
Ravi said, the 17th BRICS Summit will be held on 6th to 7th July in Rio de
Janeiro. He said, the theme of the Rio Summit is Strengthening Global
South Cooperation for Inclusive and Sustainable Governance. During the
Summit, Mr. Modi will exchange views on key global issues including
reform of global governance, peace and security, strengthening
multilateralism, responsible use of artificial intelligence, climate action,
global health, economic and financial matters. He is also likely to hold
several bilateral meetings on the sidelines of the Summit. Mr. Modi will
travel to Brasilia where he will hold bilateral discussions with President Lula
on the broadening of the Strategic Partnership between the two countries
in areas of mutual interest, including trade, defence, energy, space,
technology, agriculture, health and people to people linkages.

RAILWAY FARE

Ministry of Railways has rationalised the basic fare of passenger train
services to be effective from today. The train fares will be increased
marginally for non-AC Mail and Express trains by one paisa per kilometer
and for AC classes by two paisa per kilometer. The Ministry has said that
there will be no increase in suburban single journey fares and monthly
season tickets. The Ministry said that reservation fees, superfast



surcharges and other charges will remain unchanged. It highlighted that
the move is aimed at streamlining fare structures and enhancing financial
sustainability of passenger services. More from our correspondent:

The passenger fare for second class travel will remain unchanged

upto 500 kilometers and for distances beyond that, there is an
increase by half a paisa per kilometer. Passengers will now have
to pay five rupees more for distances ranging from 501 to 1500
kilometers, 10 rupees extra for distances between 1501 to 2500
kilometers and 15 rupees extra for distances between 2501 and
3000 kilometers. The passengers for ordinary sleeper class and
first class will also have to pay half a paisa more per kilometer.
This fare revision also applies to premier and special train services
such as Rajdhani, Shatabdi, Duronto, Vande Bharat and Tejas. The
revised fares will come in effect for tickets booked on or after 1st
of July, while tickets issued before this date will remain valid at
the existing fare without any fare adjustment. With Anand Kumar,
