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BJP - PM

BJP has termed the five-nation tour to Ghana, Trinidad and Tobago, Argentina, Brazil,
and Namibia as very successful, in which India has made important achievements.
Addressing media in New Delhi, party Spokesperson Sudhanshu Trivedi said that a
global acceptance on the issue of terrorism was established by the Prime Minister on
international fora during the BRICS Summit. He said, at the Summit, there was not
only an unanimous endorsement of India’s stance on the issue of terrorism, the Prime
Minister also clearly stated that the victims of terrorism and the sponsors of terrorism
cannot be weighed on the same scale. He said, India also entered into an agreement
with Ghana and Namibia, which are rich in minerals and rare earth materials. He added
thatr before the NDA government came to power, the BRICS was considered the
weakest spot but now India has become the brightest spot. Mr Trivedi said that India is
the only country which is a member of the BRICS and QUAD. Mr Trivedi also said that
it proves that the foreign policy of India has entered into a new era.

VP-JNU CONFERENCE

Vice President Jagdeep Dhankhar today inaugurated a Conference on Indian Knowledge
Systems at Jawaharlal Nehru University in New Delhi. Addressing the event, the Vice
President highlighted that long before the Universities of Europe came into being,
India’s universities had already established themselves as thriving centres of learning.
He added that ancient India was home to luminous centres of intellectual life. These
include Takshashila, Nalanda, Vikramashila, Vallabhi and Odantapuri. Calling the
institutions the towering citadels of knowledge, the Vice President mentioned that the
libraries of these centres were vast oceans of wisdom, housing tens of thousands of
manuscripts. Union Minister Sarbananda Sonowal also addressed the gathering.

Vice Chancellor of JNU, Prof. Santishree Dhulipudi Pandit, informed that the three-day
conference is being organised in collaboration with the Ministry of AYUSH and aims to
take the Indian Knowledge System to a global level.

KOLKATA-SIT

The Special Investigation Team (SIT) submitted its report to the High Court of
Calcutta today in connection with the alleged gang rape case of a student inside the
South Calcutta Law College, Kolkata. The court ordered to give a copy of the report to
the lawyer of the victim also.

The division bench of Justices Soumen Sen and Smita Das has urged not to
release the investigation report to the media. The court ordered to submit next report
after four weeks. .

After the gang rape of a college student last month, SIT was formed by the
West Bengal government for investigation under the Kolkata Police. Later, the case



was transferred for investigation to the detective department of the Kolkata Police. SIT
and the detective department are collaborating in the case.

DAY MP-WEATHER

The spell of rain continues in Madhya Pradesh. The Meteorological Department
has issued a warning of very heavy rain in 14 districts and heavy rain in 22 districts
today. Flood-like conditions have arisen in many districts of Jabalpur, Rewa, Shahdol,
Mandla, Narsinghpur, Umaria, Shivpuri, Sagar as well as Gwalior division. The MeT
Department has also predicted sudden floods in some areas of eastern Madhya Pradesh
during the next 24 hours in the state. These include Anuppur, Balaghat, Chhatarpur,
Chhindwara, Damoh, Dindori, Jabalpur, Katni, Mandla, Narsinghpur and Umaria
districts.

GUJARAT GAMBHIRA BRIDGE

The death toll in the Gambhira bridge collapse incident on the Mahi river in
Gujarat's Vadodara district has risen to 15. Vadodara Collector Anil Dhamelia said that
three more bodies have been found today while four people are still missing. NDRF and
SDRF are conducting search and rescue operations up to 4 km from the river.

Meanwhile, the preliminary report of the incident will be submitted to the state
government by this evening. The bridge accident was discussed in a meeting held at
the residence of Chief Minister Bhupendra Patel. Instructions were given in this meeting
to determine the responsibility of the responsible officials.

MAHA-CARNAK BRIDGE

Maharashtra Chief Minister Devendra Fadnavis today inaugurated the
reconstructed Carnak Bridge flyover in South Mumbai. The historic Carnak Bridge, which
was named after British Governor Carnak, has been officially renamed Sindoor Bridge in
honour of Operation Sindoor. The 342-meter-long bridge, including 70 meters within
railway limits, is expected to greatly ease East-West traffic congestion in South Mumbai.
Located near Masjid Bunder railway station and connecting to P. D'Mello Road, the
newly rebuilt flyover will help reduce traffic bottlenecks at key intersections like
Walchand Hirachand Road and Shaheed Bhagat Singh Road. It also eases traffic
pressure on Yusuf Meher Ali Road, Mohammed Ali Road, Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel Road,
and Qazi Syed Street.

The inaugural event was attended by Maharashtra Legislative Assembly Speaker
Rahul Narwekar, Minister Mangal Prabhat Lodha and other senior officials.

BANGLADESH-ELECTIONS

In Bangladesh, Chief Adviser Professor Muhammad Yunus on Wednesday
directed the law enforcing agencies to complete all preparations by December next for
the upcoming parliamentary elections.

The Chief Adviser made the directive in @ meeting that lasted for around two
hours at the State Guest House Jamuna in the capital. Home Adviser Jahangir Alam
Chowdhury, chiefs and high officials of different law enforcement agencies and other



concerned departments were present in the meeting.

Chief Adviser's Press Secretary Shafiqul Alam briefed reporters at the Foreign
Service Academy in the capital.

There were discussions over the deployment of law enforcement members for
seven days to maintain law and order during the election period - before, during and
after the polls, he said.

Around 8 lakh law enforcement members will be engaged, and they will further
be trained before the election, reports United News of Bangladesh (UNB).

The Chief Adviser instructed to take preparation for bringing some 16,000
vulnerable polling stations throughout the country under CCTV monitoring network to
ensure peaceful balloting in the upcoming national election.

“It has been said that there will be around 47,000 polling stations in the
upcoming elections and according to their (intelligence) assessment, some 16,000
polling stations may be vulnerable. So, the Chief Adviser has given instructions on how
to conduct elections peacefully in these risky polling stations,” said Shafiqul Alam.

The measures that are being considered also include installation of cameras on
the body of police members in the vulnerable polling stations, he added. Besides, this
time the members of police and other forces will be deployed for seven days instead of
the tradition of five days during the election in a bid to resist any sort of violence ahead
of the vote and prevent the deterioration of law and order after the vote, said the press
secretary.

Deputy Commissioners (DCs), Superintendents of Police (SPs), Upazila Nirbahi
Officers (UNOs) and Officers-in-Charge (OCs) will be reshuffled on a random basis
ahead of the election, he said.

He said both executive magistrates and judicial magistrates are deployed during
the election. But it was observed that judicial magistrates often lack sufficient training
on electoral duties. So, a directive was made so that they will be prepared for the
election duty through extensive training, said the Press Secretary.

Earlier in June, after meeting with the acting Chairperson of Bangladesh
Nationalist Party Tariq Rahman in London, Yunus hinted at holding the next
parliamentary election in the first half of February, 2026.

Yunus became the chief adviser of the interim government of Bangladesh on
August 08, last year after the fall of former Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina's government
following student-led protests in July-August last year.

EVE INDIA- ENGLAND TEST

In Test Cricket, the third test match of Anderson-Tendulkar Trophy is underway
between India and England at the Lord's, London. England skipper Ben Stokes won the
toss and opted to bat first. Hosts England were for , when reports
last came in. The five-match series is currently level at 1-1, following England’s five-
wicket victory at Headingley and India’s commanding 336-run win at Edgbaston.
England pacer Jofra Archer returns to Test cricket after a four-year hiatus due to back
and elbow injuries. For India, Jasprit Bumrah re-enters the playing XI, replacing Prasidh
Krishna.
