In a significant move ‘the Leaders declaration’ at the ongoing BRICS 
Summit in Rio de Janeiro in Brazil has condemned in the strongest terms 
the terrorist attack in Jammu and Kashmir of April 22, which killed 26 
people. The BRICS leaders have reaffirmed their commitment to combat 
terrorism in all its forms and manifestations, including the cross border 
movement of terrorists, terrorism financing and safe havens. It has urged 
to ensure zero tolerance for terrorism and reject double standards in 
countering terrorism. The issue of the menace of terrorism was 
raised by Prime Minister during the BRICS summit when the 
session on Peace and Security came up. He thanked the member 
countries for strongly condemning the Pahalgam terror attack and 
who  expressed solidarity for India. He termed it as a direct attack 
on the soul, identity and dignity of India. He added that it was a 
blow not only to India but to the entire humanity. He urged for 
zero tolerance for terrorism and further added that there should 
be no hesitation in imposing sanctions against terrorists. He also 
reaffirmed that India stands for dialogue and diplomacy to resolve 
conflicts and achieve global peace. He invited the BRICS leader to 
India for the next summit to be held under its Chairmanship next 
year.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi participated in the Outreach Session on 
‘Strengthening Multilateralism, Economic-Financial Affairs and Artificial 
Intelligence’, along with BRICS members, partners and outreach invitees, 
at the 17th BRICS Summit. In his address, Mr Modi emphasized BRICS as a 
catalyst for global cooperation and a multipolar world. He urged for 
demand driven approach and long term financial sustainability in NDB led 
projects. The Prime Minister highlighted India’s initiatives in agri-biotech, 
digital education access, and called for a BRICS Science and Research 
Repository. On AI, he stressed on responsible governance and invited the 
BRICS partners for the “AI Impact Summit” that India will be hosting next 
year.

Ibrahim on the sidelines of the 17th BRICS Summit in Rio de Janeiro, 
Brazil. Both leaders reviewed progress in various areas of India-Malaysia 
‘Comprehensive Strategic Partnership’, including defence, counter 
terrorism, education, trade and investment and pharma. The two leaders 
also discussed India-ASEAN partnership. Mr Modi thanked Mr Ibrahim for 
his strong condemnation of the terrorist attack in Pahalgam. Mr Modi also 
met President of Cuba Miguel Diaz-Canel Bermudez on the sidelines of the 
Summit. 
 
JAISHANKAR-IRAN MEXICO: External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar 
met his Iranian counterpart Seyed Abbas Araghchi in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. 
In a social media post, Dr Jaishankar said, the conversation focused on 
recent regional developments. The External Affairs Minister also met 
Secretary of Foreign Affairs of Mexico Juan Ramón de la Fuente. They 
discussed further advancement of India-Mexico partnership focusing on 
health, digital, technology and space.  
 

REV. NADDA - APPOINTMENT LETTERS 

Union Health Minister Jagat Prakash Nadda today distributed appointment 
letters to over 1200 nursing officers in the National Capital, along with 
Delhi Chief Minister Rekha Gupta. Addressing the event, Mr Nadda said 
that India’s health policy today has moved on from curative treatment to 
preventive treatment.

He will also lay the 
foundation for an underpass at a level crossing near the station, costing 14 
crore rupees. The event will be attended by Union Minister of State for 
Agriculture Ramnath Thakur, other dignitaries and officials of the East 
Central Railway. 
 
AMARNATH YATRA: Under strict security arrangements another batch of 
8605  pilgrims, that is the 6th batch from Jammu, left Bhagwati Nagar  
Yatri Niwas base camp  for the Kashmir valley to perform pilgrimage to 
Amarnath Cave Shrine. The pilgrims left the base camp in a cavalcade of 
372 vehicles early this morning. The batch included 6486 Men, 1826 
Women, 42 Children, 216 Sadhus & 35 Sadhvies. Of these, 3486 pilgrims 
left for  Baltal base camp  and 5119 for Pahalgam base camp from where 
they will proceed for their further journey to the holy cave.  
 
IMD WEATHER: Rainfall today hit parts of Delhi NCR earlier this morning 
leading to densely clouded skies. India Meteorological Department (IMD) 
has forecast very heavy to extremely heavy rainfall over Chhattisgarh, East 
Madhya Pradesh, Madhya Maharashtra and Vidarbha today. The Met 
Department also predicted heavy rainfall accompanied by thunderstorms, 
gusty winds and lightning over parts of Northwest India including 
Uttarakhand, Gujarat, Konkan, Goa, Odisha, Madhya Pradesh, Coastal 
Karnataka and Uttar Pradesh today. The IMD said, rainfall with 
thunderstorms, gusty winds and lightning is likely to prevail over 
Northwest, West, Northeast, East, Central and Southern Peninsular India 
over the next seven days. 
 
ISRAEL-HAMAS TALKS: Delegations from Israel and Hamas have started 
indirect ceasefire talks in Qatar.  The proposed deal reportedly includes a 
60-day ceasefire, the release of 10 Israeli hostages in five stages, the 
handover of 18 deceased hostages, and the release of Palestinian prisoners 
from Israeli jails. Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu is now heading 
to Washington for talks with US President Donald Trump.  Netanyahu said 
he thinks his meeting with the US president today should help progress 
efforts to reach a deal for the release of more hostages and a ceasefire in 
Gaza. He said he had given his negotiators clear instructions to achieve a 



ceasefire agreement under conditions Israel has accepted.  Netanyahu 
emphasized his commitment to the return of all hostages, the destruction 
of Hamas's military capabilities, and ensuring Gaza no longer poses a 
threat to Israel. Hamas has responded positively to the ceasefire proposal, 
but significant gaps remain. The group continues to insist on an end to 
hostilities and the withdrawal of Israeli troops, conditions that Netanyahu’s 
government has previously rejected.  
 

WIMBLEDON: In Wimbledon Tennis, India’s Yuki Bhambri, alongside 
American partner Robert Galloway, will play in the third round of the men’s 
doubles today. However, in the mixed doubles event yesterday, Bhambri, 
partnering Jiang Xinyu of China, was defeated by the second-seeded 
Salvadoran-Chinese duo of Marcelo Arevalo and Shuai Zhang, 7-6, 6-3. 
Bhambri is the only Indian player still in contention. Meanwhile, Defending 
Champion Carlos Alcaraz and Aryna Sabalenka Reach Quarterfinals.  

 
CRICKET-IND ENG: India registered a historic 336-run victory over hosts 
England in the second cricket Test of the Anderson-Tendulkar Trophy at 
Edgbaston, Birmingham last night, leveling the series 1-1. This victory 
marked India’s first-ever Test win at the venue, breaking a 58-year winless 
streak at the ground. Despite rain delaying Day 5’s start by 100 minutes, 
India’s bowlers managed to take the remaining seven wickets of the hosts.  
 

In United States, the death toll from devastating flash floods in Texas has 
risen to 80, including 28 children. Search efforts continue for 11 missing 
girls and a counselor from Camp Mystic, a summer camp near the 
Guadalupe River, where torrential rains caused the river to overflow.
