The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to
very heavy rainfall at isolated places over Coastal Karnataka, Himachal
Pradesh, Telangana, and Uttarakhand today. Places over Delhi, Haryana,
Punjab, Chandigarh, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Kerala, Mahe, Konkan, Goa,
Maharashtra, and the northeastern states are also expected to witness
heavy rainfall during the next 2-3 days. IMD further predicted
thunderstorms and lightning conditions over Andaman and Nicobar Islands,
Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, and Sikkim today. Thunder squalls over the
Andaman and Nicobar Islands are likely to continue till the 26th of this
month.
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
