India and the United Kingdom today signed Free Trade Agreement
(FTA) in London, paving the way for shared prosperity of India and UK in
various sectors including trade and defence.

After the signing of the FTA, Prime Minister Narendra Modi in his
press statement said that today marks a historic day in India-UK bilateral
relations. He expressed happiness that after many years of hard work,



comprehensive Economic and Trade Agreement between the two nations
has been concluded. He noted that this agreement paves the way for
shared prosperity of India and UK. He stated that Indian textiles, footwear,
gems and jewellery, seafood, and engineering goods will get better
marketing access in the UK. He added that processed food industry will
find new opportunities in UK's market. He said this agreement will prove
especially beneficial for India's youth, farmers, fishermen and MSME
sectors.

Similarly, in his statement, UK Prime Minister Keir Starmer said the
FTA is the biggest and most economically significant trade deal that the UK
has made since leaving EU.

Thanking Prime Minister Modi for his
leadership and pragmatism, Mr Starmer said that the deal will bring huge
benefits to both the countries. The UK Prime Minister added that it will add
about 4.8 billion pounds to the UK economy every year and 2.2 billion
pounds to wages.

EVE LS-RS ADJOURN

Both the Houses of Parliament have been adjourned for the day
following opposition uproar over various issues. The Lok Sabha was first
adjourned till 2 PM and then finally for the day when it reassembled post
lunch.

When the Lok Sabha re-assembled, BJP MP Nishikant Dubey tabled
the reports of the Standing Committee on Communications and
Information Technology. Janardan Mishra of BJP also tabled the reports of
the standing committee on rural development. Later, Law and Justice
Minister Arjun Ram Meghwal moved the Readjustment of Representation of
Scheduled Tribes in Assembly Constituencies of the State of Goa Bill, 2024
for consideration and Passing but the opposition started sloganeering over
their demand. Mr Meghwal said that it is an important Bill related to the
interest of Schedule Tribes but the opposition member is disrupting the
proceedings. He appealed to them to participate in the discussion but the
opposition continued with their protest forcing the chair to adjourn the
House for the day.

Earlier, when the Lok Sabha met at 11 AM, Lok Sabha speaker Om
Birla took up Question Hour but the opposition members started
sloganeering and trooped into the well of the House demanding discussion
on Special Intensive Revision in Bihar and other issues. Mr Birla appealed
to the opposition to allow Question Hour saying that their conduct is not in
accordance with the dignity of the House. He expressed concern for
creating disruption and displaying placards inside the House and urged the
protesting members to go back to their seats and allow the House to
function. Mr Birla said, after completion of the Question Hour, he will allow
members to speak on the issues under rules they want to raise. But the
opposition members did not pay heed to his appeal and continued with
their protest. As the pandemonium continued, the Speaker adjourned the
House till 2PM. However, Amid the noisy scene, Union Minister of
Petroleum and Natural Gas Hardeep Singh Puri replied to a question related
to CNG coverage across the country.



However, the Rajya Sabha transacted a few listed businesses, when it
assembled at 11 AM. The Rajya Sabha bid farewell to the six retiring
members representing Tamil Nadu, who have completed their tenure
today. They are M Mohamed Abdulla, M Shanmugam and P Wilson of DMK,
N Chandrasegharan of AIADMK, Vaiko of MDMK and Anbumani Ramadoss
of PMK. However, Mr Wilson has been re-elected to the Rajya Sabha and
his tenure will commence from tomorrow.

In his speech, Harivansh said that each of these members has
contributed meaningfully to the deliberations of the House bringing with
them diverse experiences, perspective and deep sense of commitment to
public service and democratic values. On behalf of the House, the Deputy
Chairman expressed gratitude to the retiring members for their service to
the nation. On the occasion, Union Minister and Leader of the House ] P
Nadda appreciated their valuable contribution inside and outside the
House. He said, the House has greatly enriched with their experiences and
contributions. Other members including Pramod Tiwari of Congress, Derek
O’ Brien of TMC, Dr John Brittas of CPI (M), Tiruchi Siva of DMK, Sanjay
Kumar Jha of JD(U) and Union Minister Ramdas Athawale also spoke on
the occasion. Deputy Chairman Rajya Sabha Harivansh administered oath
to newly nominated member Ujjawal Nikam. After completing this
business, Harivansh took up Question Hour but the opposition members
started sloganeering over their issues. The Deputy Chairman appealed to
the protesting members to allow the House to function but in vain. Amidst
din, he adjourned the House till 2 P M. When the House re-assembled at
2:00 PM, the scene was no different as the opposition members started
sloganeering. Amidst the noisy scene, the Rajya Sabha took up the
Carriage of Goods by Sea Bill, 2025 for consideration and passing. The Bill
seeks to provide for the responsibilities, liabilities, rights and immunities
attached to carriers with respect to the carriage of goods by sea. M
Thambidurai of AIADMK and Ayodhya Rami Reddy of YSRCP participated in
the discussion. However due to continued sloganeering, the Chair
adjourned the House for the day.

JAL SHAKTI - RIVERS

Jal Shakti Minister CR Patil held a comprehensive meeting focused
on the environmental flow (e-flow) of the Ganga River and its tributaries in
New Delhi. Mr Patil stressed that a robust and holistic action plan must be



developed to enhance water flow in rivers to preserve river ecosystems and
ensure balanced use of water resources. The Minister emphasised the need
to assess whether the current e-flow framework needs improvement or
augmentation to better safeguard the Yamuna River’s ecosystem. He called
for concrete strategies and comprehensive plans to improve the water flow
in Yamuna, especially in regions facing excessive water usage and pollution
challenges. The discussions emphasized the need for coordinated efforts to
ensure uninterrupted e-flow and enhance the overall health of the river eco
systems.

EC-SIR BIHAR

The Election Commission has said that over 99 percent electors have been
covered in Bihar under the Special Intensive Revision (SIR) initiative. EC
said in a statement that according to local BLOs, one lakh electors are
untraceable. The Poll body said, 21.6 lakh electors have been found
deceased, over 31.5 lakh permanently migrated and 7 lakh electors found
enrolled at more than one place. Despite door-to-door visits by local BLOs,
forms of around 7 lakh electors have still not been received. The Draft
Electoral Roll will be published on 1st of next month. The Election
Commission has reiterated that any elector or political party can file a claim
in case of missing names or raise an objection in case of wrong inclusion
till 1st of September this year.

In Cricket, England were 225 for 2 in their first innings against India
at Stumps on Day 2 of 4th Test of Anderson-Tendulkar Trophy at Old
Trafford in Manchester.

Hosts England are
currently trailing by 133 runs as Indian innings ended at 358 runs. After
sensible innings by India's top order batters, injured Rishabh Pant's 54 and
Shardul Thakur's 41 gave major boost to scoreboard.

Duckett's wicket. Indian bowlers will now aim to restrict England's innings
on Day 3.

IMD WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued red alert over
Odisha, West Bengal, Chhatisgarh and parts of Maharashtra for extremely
heavy rainfall today. The IMD has forecast heavy to very heavy rainfall to
continue over Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha, Chhattisgarh, Odisha, Gangetic
West Bengal and Jharkhand till the 28™ of this month. These conditions will
also prevail over Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, East Rajasthan, Uttar
Pradesh, Konkan and Goa till the end of this month.

EVE. RUSSIAN PLANE CRASH

A Russian An-24 aircraft operated by Angara Airlines crashed today
in the mountainous Amur region, killing all 49 people on board, including
five children and six crew members. The plane was en route from
Blagoveshchensk to Tynda, near the Russia-China border, when it lost
contact with air traffic controllers shortly before landing. The aircraft
reportedly caught fire midair and disappeared from radar. Rescue
helicopters later found the wreckage on a remote slope about 10 miles
from Tynda. Authorities confirmed there were no survivors. The crash site’s
steep terrain and dense forests have hampered recovery efforts.
Preliminary reports suggest the plane may have been attempting a second
approach to land. No distress signal was sent.
