NT. UTTARAKHAND-TEMPLE STAMPEDE  
 In Uttarakhand, at least EIGHT people lost their lives and 30 others 
were injured in a stampede on the pedestrian route leading to Mansa Devi 
Temple in Haridwar today morning. Senior Superintendent of Police, 
Pramendra Singh Dobhal said, stampede occurred after chaos broke out 
following a rumor about an electric current spreading in the area. 

 According to the information received from Haridwar District 
Administration, the deceased include minors and elderly pilgrims from Uttar 
Pradesh, Bihar, and Uttarakhand. Among them are: Aarush (12), Bareilly, 
UP; Vikki (18), Rampur, UP; Vishal (19), Rampur, UP; Vipin Saini (18), 
Kashipur, Uttarakhand; Vakeel (43), Barabanki, UP; Ram Bharose (65) and 
Shanti Devi (60), Budaun, UP; and Shakaldev (18), Araria, Bihar. 

 The incident occurred due to overcrowding in the temple premises as 
thousands of devotees thronged the sacred site during the ongoing holy 
month of Shravan.

Dhami have expressed deep sorrow over the incident and wished a speedy 
recovery for the injured. 
 Chief Minister Dhami has ordered a magisterial inquiry into the 
incident and stated that strict action will be taken against anyone found 
responsible.

₹2 lakh each for the next of kin of the deceased and ₹50,000 for those 
injured.

LOK SABHA - OPERATION SINDOOR  

The discussion on Operation Sindoor is expected to begin in Lok 
Sabha today. Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju had earlier informed 
that a special discussion on the terrorist attack in Pahalgam and India’s

Mr Rijiju 
added that opposition parties were demanding discussion on Operation 
Sindoor and the government agreed to it from day one.

COVID VACCINE       

 Vaccines have prevented more than 2.5 million deaths caused by 
SARS-CoV-2, the virus behind COVID-19, according to a new study. Led by 
researchers from the Catholic University of the Sacred Heart in Italy, the 
study found that one COVID-related death was avoided for every 5,400 
vaccine doses administered. About 82% of the lives saved involved people 
who were vaccinated before contracting the virus. Additionally, 57% of the 
total lives saved were during the Omicron period, and 90% of the deaths 
prevented were among individuals aged 60 and above. Overall, the study 
estimated that vaccines saved 14.8 million years of life globally—equivalent 
to one year of life saved for every 900 doses administered. The findings 
were published in the JAMA Health Forum journal. While previous studies 
attempted to estimate lives saved by vaccines using different models, 
timeframes, or regional data, this study is the most comprehensive to date. 
It uses global data, including the Omicron period, quantifies life years 
saved, and is based on fewer assumptions regarding pandemic trends.

ALLAHABAD HC-REGISTERING MARRIAGE  

 The Allahabad High Court has directed the Uttar Pradesh government 



to launch an investigation into "fake" Arya Samaj societies engaging in 
registering marriages in the state. The order, meant for the Secretary, 
Home, claimed that the societies were engaged in solemnising these 
marriages with mala fide intentions, and at times without even verifying 
the age of the groom and the bride. 

 Justice Prasant Kumar said that the investigation has to be done by 
an officer not below the rank of deputy commissioner of police. The judge 
then posted the matter to August 29.

 In cricket, India pulled off a great fightback to hold England to a 
draw in the fourth Test of the Anderson-Tendulkar Trophy at Old Trafford, 
keeping the series alive. The Men in Blue batted for more than five 
sessions in their second innings to reach 425 for 4 when the draw was 
agreed upon. Washington Sundar, with an unbeaten 101, and Ravindra 
Jadeja, not out on 107, batted together for over two sessions to help India 
avoid a decisive defeat and secure one of the most resilient draws in recent 
Test history. 
 Earlier, after conceding a 311-run lead and losing both openers for 
ducks in the second innings, India showed tremendous determination to 
achieve a favourable result. Skipper Shubman Gill scored a century, and 
opening batsman K. L. Rahul played a crucial knock of 90 runs, laying the 
foundation for India’s fightback. Building on their efforts, Ravindra Jadeja 
and Washington Sundar put together a resolute, unbeaten partnership that 
ultimately ensured the match ended in a hard-fought draw. 
 Ben Stokes was adjudged 'Player of the Match' for his five-wicket 
haul and a brilliant knock of 141 runs. England remain 2-1 up in the series.

THAILAND - CAMBODIA TALKS 
 The leaders of Thailand and Cambodia will meet in Malaysia today for 
talks aimed at resolving a deadly border dispute. Thai acting Prime Minister 
Phumtham Wechayachai will lead Bangkok’s delegation on in the mediation 
effort. Cambodian Prime Minister Hun Manet is also expected to attend the 
talks. Death toll in Thailand-Cambodia border clashes has risen to 32, and 
more than 130 people have been injured. Cambodians are fleeing the 
border with Thailand as clashes continue for the fourth day yesterday. 
Thailand had declared martial law in border areas amid fighting with 
Cambodia. Tensions escalated after both nations exchanged fire along the 



disputed stretch of their shared border, prompting international concern. 
Speaking to reporters in Scotland last night, US President Donald Trump 
said he warned both countries that future trade agreements with 
Washington would be suspended if hostilities continue. He added he 
believed the talks in Malaysia marked a step toward de-escalation. 
Cambodia and Thailand have traded accusations of artillery attacks in the 
hours since Trump said both countries have agreed to thrash out a 
ceasefire.

SC- BIHAR SIR 

 The Supreme Court will tomorrow hear a group of petitions 
challenging the Election  Commission’s decision to carry out a special 
intensive revision (SIR) of electoral rolls in Bihar. A bench of Justices Surya 
Kant and Joymalya Bagchi is expected to take up the case. The Election 
Commission says the revision is aimed at ensuring clean voter rolls by 
removing ineligible names. It claims the process involved major political 
parties and over 1.5 lakh booth-level agents. However, the petitioners 
argue the move could lead to large-scale voter disenfranchisement just 
ahead of the 2025 Bihar Assembly elections.  They say, there was no 
reason for the ECI to resort to “drastic exercise” of electoral rolls revision in 
a poll-bound state in such a short period. In an earlier hearing, the court 
asked the poll body to consider accepting documents like Aadhaar, Voter 
ID, and Ration Cards for verification. On July 10, the court framed three 
key issues: the EC's power to order SIR, the legality of its process, and the 
timing of the revision before elections.
