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REV.MORN. LS - OPERATION SINDOOR

The special discussion on Operation Sindoor will resume in the Lok
Sabha today. The discussion on India’s strong, successful and decisive
Operation in response to the terrorist attack in Pahalgam was initiated by
Defence Minister Rajnath Singh in the House yesterday.

Participating in the discussion, External Affairs Minister S. Jaishankar
said, India’s military response to the Pahalgam attack signaled a “new
normal” in countering cross-border terrorism. He outlined a five-point
approach that now defines India's stance, which is, terrorists will not be
treated as proxies, cross-border terrorism will face appropriate response,
terror and talks cannot go hand in hand—only talks on terror are possible,
India will not succumb to nuclear blackmail, and terrorism cannot coexist
with good neighbourly relations.

Dr. Jaishankar emphasized that Operation Sindoor marked a new phase in
tackling the persistent threat of cross-border terrorism from Pakistan. He
said, following the April 22 Pahalgam attack, India initiated several punitive
steps against Pakistan, including suspension of the Indus Waters Treaty,
reaffirming that “blood and water cannot flow together.”

The External Affairs Minister strongly denied any external mediation
in ending the India-Pakistan conflict in May, asserting that the U.S. had no
role. He also said, no link existed between ongoing trade discussions and
military actions.

Dr. Jaishankar criticized previous governments over their handling of
terrorism and foreign policy, referencing incidents such as the 26/11
Mumbai attacks. He stressed the importance of national unity in
confronting terrorism, praising the bipartisan solidarity displayed by
parliamentary delegations abroad and urging similar unity within



Parliament. He noted the success of Indian diplomacy in getting ‘The
Resistance Front’-which claimed responsibility for the attack-designated as
a global terror group by the U.S. He added that out of 193 UN member
nations, only three, besides Pakistan, opposed Operation Sindoor.

Earlier, initiating the discussion in the house, Defence Minister
Rajnath Singh said, India carried out a calibrated and non-escalatory
operation, targeting terrorist infrastructure in Pakistan in response to the
cowardly attack on tourists in Pahalgam. He said, over 100 terrorists were
neutralized and nine hideouts destroyed.

Lauding the bravery of the Armed Forces during Operation Sindoor,
the Defence Minister said India effectively countered Pakistan's attack
using advanced air defence systems like the high end S-400 and Akash
missiles. He emphasized that none of the key Indian assets were damaged.

The Defence Minister called Pakistan a nursery for global terrorism
and accused its army and ISI of waging a proxy war to destabilize India.
He asserted that under Prime Minister Modi’s leadership, India will go to
any extent to combat terrorism. Criticizing the Opposition, he said some
members questioning how many Indian aircraft were shot down do not
reflect the true spirit of national sentiment.

Taking part in the discussion, Congress leader Gaurav Gogoi raised
questions over the security apparatus in Jammu and Kashmir saying that
the government was unable to apprehend the terrorists who were
responsible for the cowardly terrorist act in Pahalgam. He also questioned
the government for the announcement of a ceasefire during Operation
Sindoor. He said, Pakistan was given financial aid by the International
Organization which shows the failure of Indian diplomacy.

Participating in the discussion, Ramashankar Rajbhar of Samajwadi
Party also echoed the same view saying that the terrorists responsible for
the Pahalgam terrorist attack are still absconding. He also questioned the
security situation in Jammu and Kashmir. Union Minister Rajiv Ranjan Singh
questioned the opposition for not praising the bravery of armed forces. He
also questioned the Leader of Opposition, Rahul Gandhi, questioning the
Indian Armed Forces capabilities and the country’s indigenous
technologies. He further said that Operation Mahadev is underway in



Jammu and Kashmir, and a terrorist associated with the Pahalgam terrorist
attack has been killed during the operation. Shambhavi of Lok Janshakti
Party (Ramvilas) said that the terrorist attack in Pahalgam was not only an
attack on the citizens but also an attack on the entire humanity.

Other members including Trinamool Congress MP Kalyan Banerjee,
Lavu Sri Krishna of TDP, YS Avinash Reddy of YSRCP, Deepender Singh
Hooda of Congress, Mian Altaf Ahmad of J&KNC, Tejasvi Surya of BIP,
Supriya Sule of NCP (Sharad Pawar), Anurag Thakur of BJP, S Vekatesan of
CPI(M), Dileshwar Kamait of JDU, Asaduddim Owaisi of AIMIM,
Chandrashekhar of Azad Samaj Party (Kanshi Ram), Dilip Saikia of BIP,
Kamaljeet Sehrawat of BJP, Lovely Anand of JDU also spoke on Operation
Sindoor.

Divya Deshmukh won the FIDE Women's World Cup title after
defeating fellow Indian Koneru Humpy in the final, in Batumi, Georgia. The
match lasted for three days and was decided through tiebreaks, with Divya
emerging victorious with a score of 2.5 -1.5. The final had two drawn
games on Saturday and Sunday, and the first tiebreak game also ended in
a draw. However, in the second rapid game of the tiebreak, playing with
the black pieces, prevailed, ultimately winning the match. 19 years old
Divya was visibly emotional after her victory against an opponent twice her
age.



With this achievement, Divya joins Koneru Humpy, Dronavalli Harika,
and R Vaishali as the fourth Indian woman to become a Grandmaster. This
victory also made her the 88th person overall to reach this milestone.

In addition to winning the World Cup, Divya's performance earned
her a spot in the 2026 Candidates Tournament, where players will
compete for the chance to challenge the Women's World Champion, Ju
Wenjun of China.

Divya's success adds to the recent achievements of Indian chess
players, with notable performances from players like world champion D
Gukesh, R Praggnanandhaa, and Arjun Erigaisi.

UN Secretary-General Antonio Guterres has warned that the Israeli-
Palestinian conflict has reached a breaking point. Speaking at a peace
conference in New York yesterday, he called for urgent and decisive action.
Mr. Guterres said the path to a two-state solution is collapsing and must be
reversed. He praised France and Saudi Arabia for organizing the High-Level
International Conference for the Peaceful Settlement of the Question of
Palestine. He described the event as a rare and vital chance to move from
words to action. The UN chief urged world leaders not to let the conference
become just another talk shop.

He said it must be a turning point that brings real and lasting progress.

Mr. Guterres reaffirmed support for two independent and sovereign
states — Israel and Palestine — living side by side in peace. He said both
states must have secure borders based on the pre-1967 lines, with
Jerusalem as the capital of both.

Canadian Minister of Foreign Affairs Anita Anand today reconfirmed that
she will attend the United Nations High-Level International Conference for the
Peaceful Settlement of the Question of Palestine and the Implementation of the
Two-State Solution as announced by Prime Minister Mark Carney last week. The
conference will be co-chaired by Saudi Arabia and France, in New York, United
States, from July 28 to 30, 2025. The goal of the conference is to advance a two-
state solution, as well as global efforts to end the war in Gaza, and achieve a just
and lasting solution to the Israeli-Palestinian conflict.

The Minister will engage with her counterparts on the most pressing issue
facing Gaza-the rapidly deteriorating humanitarian disaster-which needs early
resolution. She will reiterate Canada’s call for the safe, unhindered, and sustained
delivery of humanitarian assistance at scale. The Minister will address the UN
plenary session to underscore the urgent need for an immediate and sustainable



ceasefire that protects civilians, including aid workers, and the unconditional
release of all hostages. The Minister will also engage her counterparts on matters
of relevance to the Narrative for Peace Working Group, which Canada co-chairs
alongside Qatar and Mexico-with the aim of fostering positive dialogue, mutual
understanding, and a shared commitment to peace. The Minister will highlight
Canada’s readiness to help advance prospects for a two-state solution that
guarantees peace and security for Israelis and Palestinians.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to
very heavy rainfall at isolated places over East Rajasthan, Bihar, Himachal
Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, and West Uttar Pradesh today. Parts of Delhi,
Haryana, Chandigarh, Gujarat, Karnataka, Odisha, Gangetic West Bengal,
Jharkhand, Kerala, Mahe, and northeastern states are also expected to
witness moderate to heavy rainfall throughout the day. The weather
department further predicted thunderstorms accompanied by lightning and
gusty winds today over parts of Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Bihar,
Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, West Bengal, Jharkhand, Sikkim, and Odisha.

Last night, several parts of the national capital, including Vasant
Vihar, witnessed waterlogging after heavy rains.
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
