REV. TRUMP-TARIFF

US President Donald Trump today said he would impose a 25 per
cent tariff on goods from Japan and South Korea starting on August 1.The
latest tariff announcement comes as Trump said he would be posting
letters to the leaders of a dozen countries today. The US president
announced the decision on his social media platform Truth Social, where he
posted copies of letters that he sent to the leaders of each country.The
letters to the South-East Asian countries warned them not to retaliate by
increasing their own import taxes or else the US administration would
increase import taxes which could adversely affect the auto and electronics



sectors of Japan and South Korea. Trump imposed steep tariffs on five
additional countries -- Myanmar, Laos, South Africa, Kazakhstan, and
Malaysia -- as part of his ongoing effort to correct trade imbalances. He
said that the US is ready to continue trade despite having a significant
Trade Deficit with them, but it will be "more fair and balanced" trade.

Petroleum and Natural Gas Minister Hardeep Singh Puri has said,
India is exploring various projects in Norway to leverage its expertise to
upgrade and expand India’s energy capabilities. He visited the Northern
Lights CO2 Terminal in Bergen, Norway and held discussions on
technologies covering the entire gamut of hydrocarbons exploration,
particularly deep sea exploration by the Norwegian energy professionals.

In a series of posts on Social Media, Mr Puri said, India plans to
explore over 2.5 lakh sq kms in Open Acreage Licensing Policy Round 10 in
one of the largest offshore exploration bidding rounds globally. He added
that government is trying to develop a full E&P deepwater technology
ecosystem in India, under the visionary leadership of PM Modi. Mr Puri
said, Norway’s expertise in deepwater exploration, seismic oil surveys,
offshore wind, and carbon capture and storage technologies aligns well
with India’s ambitious energy transition agenda. The Open Acreage
Licensing Programme provides potential investors with the freedom to
select blocks of their choice by submitting an Expression of Interest.

TEXAS FLOOD

In the United States, the death toll from a devastating flood in
Central Texas rose past 100, as the chance of finding more survivors faded
on the fourth day of searching. The majority of those killed were in Kerr
County, where 28 children have died at the Camp Mystic Camp a Christian
all-girls' summer camp.

Texas Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick said lives might have been saved if flood
warning sirens had been installed along the Guadalupe River, calling for
such systems to be in place by next summer.His comments come as local



officials face questions about whether officials could have done more to
avert the tragedy. Meanwhile, the White House rejected suggestions that
budget cuts at the National Weather Service (NWS) could have inhibited
the disaster response.

NEPAL FLOOD

Nine people stranded in different parts of Rasuwa district in Nepal
have been rescued safely. They were trapped after the Lhende stream
flooded near the Nepal-China border.Out of 37 people who had gone out of
contact, 22 are now safe in a shelter. Efforts are on to trace the remaining
15 people. Nepal’s Home Minister’s office said that bad weather is stopping
helicopters from flying in Rasuwa for rescue work.The highway in Rasuwa
has also been damaged. This is affecting the transport of rescue teams and
equipment.The Lhende stream has also swept away the Miteripul bridge
that connects Nepal and China in the Rasuwa district.
Heavy rainfall on the Chinese side caused the Lhende stream to flood. The
Rasuwagadhi Hydropower Dam in Nepal has also been damaged by the
flood. In another incident, two people trapped on an island in the flooded
Trishuli River in Nuwakot district of Nepal have been rescued. They were
airlifted by a Nepali Army helicopter.Officials said the river was swollen due
to heavy rain upstream.

In Archery, Former world No.1 Deepika Kumari and Asian Games
gold medallist Jyothi Surekha Vennam will spearhead India’s challenge at
the Archery World Cup 2025 Stage 4, which gets underway in Madrid,
Spain, tomorrow.The final leg of this year’s World Cup series will see 336
archers from 49 nations vie for top honours and the last remaining berths
for the prestigious World Cup Final in Nanjing later this year. The
competition will run until July 13. India, fielding a 16-member squad, is
aiming for a strong comeback after drawing a blank at the previous stage
in Antalya. They had earlier bagged four medals, including a gold, in the



opening leg in Auburndale and followed it up with a seven-medal haul in
Shanghai. Deepika Kumari, a four-time Olympian with 37 World Cup
medals, returns to action after a bronze in Shanghai in the individual
recurve. Veteran Tarundeep Rai rejoins the men’s recurve lineup, while
young talents Gatha Khadake and Sharvari Shende, both 15, have earned
spots in the women’s recurve team after impressive showings in the Pune
trials. Jyothi Surekha Vennam will lead the women’s compound team,
joined by Parneet Kaur and 16- year-old debutant Prithika Pradeep. The
recurve men’s squad features Dhiraj Bommadevara, Neeraj Chauhan,
Rahul, and Tarundeep Rai. The recurve women’s team includes Ankita
Bhakat, Gatha Khadake, Deepika Kumari, and Sharvari Shende. The
compound men’s line-up has Prathamesh Fuge, Priyansh, Aman Saini, and
Rishabh Yadav, while Jyothi, Parneet, Prithika, and Chikitha Taniparthi form
the women’s compound squad.
