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DAY PM-ROZGAR MELA 
        Prime Minister Narendra Modi today said that the Rozgar Mela reflects 
the government’s commitment to empowering the youth and making them 
catalysts in building a Viksit Bharat. He said that the world acknowledges 
today that India possesses two boundless strengths, one is its demography 
and the other is its democracy. The Prime Minister was speaking at the 
Rozgar Mela after distributing over 51 thousand appointment letters to 
newly appointed youth in various government departments through video 
conferencing today. Congratulating the new recruits, Mr. Modi said that 
with the government’s Rozgar Mela initiative, lakhs of youth have already 
secured permanent jobs in the Central government. He added that these 
young individuals are now playing a major role in nation-building. He also 
mentioned the growing ecosystem of startups, innovation, and research 
being developed in the country, which is enhancing the capabilities of the 
nation's youth.

DAY AMIT SHAH-KERALA VISIT: Union Home Minister and senior BJP 
leader Amit Shah inaugurated the new state office building of BJP in 
Thiruvananthapuram today.

SITHARAMAN-MEGHALAYA: Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman 
laid foundation stones and inaugurated several transformative projects 
worth 1,087.81 crore rupees in Meghalaya yesterday. Speaking during an 
Integrated Public Programme at the LARITI - International Centre for 
Performing Arts and Culture in Shillong, she lauded Meghalaya's steady 
growth and bold vision under the leadership of the Chief Minister Conrad K. 
Sangma. The finance minister said Meghalaya has made full use of the 
5,400 crore rupees allocated under the Special Assistance to States for 
Capital Investment. She said that several states have struggled to make full 
use of their sanctioned amounts, while Meghalaya stands out for using its 
entire share efficiently. Sitharaman said that the Central Government looks 
at the Northeast as a region to empower, act, strengthen and transform. 
She highlighted the construction of over 540 km of roads in Meghalaya, a 
five-fold increase in optical fibre coverage since 2014. She also lauded the 
state for its performance in schemes like Jal Jeevan Mission, PM Awas 
Yojana, PM Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana, Swachh Bharat Mission and others. 
Chief Minister Conrad K. Sangma, in his address, said the Finance Minister's 
visit is important, not only for official programmes but also to connect with 
the citizens of the state, to understand their problems , and to provide 
necessary guidance and solutions for the way forward.  

           



PM-UNESCO HERITAGE: Prime Minister Narendra Modi has lauded the 
inclusion of the Maratha Military Landscapes  in the prestigious UNESCO 
World Heritage List. In a social media post, Mr Modi said that every Indian 
is elated with this recognition. He said that these Maratha Military 
Landscapes include twelve majestic forts, eleven of which are in 
Maharashtra and one is in Tamil Nadu. He said that the Maratha Empire is 
associated with good governance, military strength, cultural pride and 
social welfare.

          The Aircraft Accident Investigation Bureau (AAIB) last night released 
its 15-page preliminary report of the investigation into the fatal Air India 
plane crash that claimed 260 lives in Ahmedabad on 12th of last month. 
The report which examined the sequence of events and engine behaviour 
leading up to the crash of Air India flight AI 171 involving a Boeing 787-8 
aircraft, revealed that the fuel to the engines of the plane was cut off. The 
AAIB in its report said, within seconds of lift off, both engine fuel control 
switches of the aircraft transitioned from ‘RUN’ to ‘CUTOFF’ position one 
after another with a time gap of 01 seconds and turned off, resulting in 
devastating air tragedy. The Boeing 787-8 Dreamliner crashed into the 
hostel premises of BJ Medical College on the outskirts of the airport at 
Ahmedabad in Gujarat, killing 241 of the 242 people onboard. One 
passenger survived, while 19 people on the ground also lost their lives. The 
plane was en route to London Gatwick from Ahmedabad.          Meanwhile, 
Air India today said it is working closely with regulators and other 
stakeholders, and will continue to cooperate with the authorities in the 
ongoing probe into the Ahmedabad plane crash.
