The Indian Army has carried out a successful trials of the indigenously developed
Air Defence System "Akash Prime" in Ladakh. The trial was conducted at an altitude of
over 15,000 feet in eastern Ladakh. The two-day trial was carried out by the Army Air
Defence along with senior officials of the Defence Research and Development
Organisation . The Akash Prime system would form the third and fourth regiments of
the Akash air Defence Systems in the Indian Army. Akash Prime comparatively is
equipped with an indigenous active Radio Frequency seeker for improved accuracy. The
missile can be deployed at heights up to 4,500 metres and can take down targets at a
distance of around 25-30 km.

Bihar Government has announced free electricity up to 125 units from 1st of
August. This will start reflecting in the bill from July itself. In a social media post, Chief
Minister Nitish Kumar said that it will benefit a total of 1 crore 67 lakh families in the
state.

The state government has also decided to install solar power plants on rooftops
of domestic consumers with their consent or at nearby public places in next 3 years to
provide benefits. Moreover, under the Kutir Jyoti Yojana, the state government will bear
the entire cost and provide appropriate support in installing solar power plants for
extremely poor families.

PM BIHAR-WB VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will visit Bihar and West Bengal
tomorrow. During his visit to Bihar, the Prime Minister will lay the
foundation stone, inaugurate and dedicate to the nation multiple
development projects worth over seven thousand crore rupees in Motihari.
These projects pertain to the Railways, Roads, Rural Development,
Fisheries, Electronics, and Information Technology sectors. Mr. Modi will
inaugurate a new Software Technology Parks of India (STPI) facility in
Darbhanga and a state-of-the-art incubation facility of STPI in Patna. He
will also flag off four new Amrit Bharat trains. Mr Modi will also release 400
crore rupees to around 61 thousand 500 Self-Help Groups in Bihar under
the Deendayal Antyodaya Yojana-National Rural Livelihoods Mission.

On the same day, Prime Minister Modi will visit West Bengal, where
he will lay the foundation stone, inaugurate, and dedicate to the nation
multiple development projects worth over five thousand crore rupees,
covering the Oil and Gas, Power, Road, and Rail sectors.
