Launched in 2016 by the National Payments Corporation of India,
UPI has revolutionised the country's payment ecosystem by
enabling users to link multiple bank accounts to a single mobile
app and make instant transactions with ease, IMF said. It has not
only simplified peer-to-peer payments but also enabled millions of
small businesses to accept digital payments at minimal cost.
According to government data, UPI now processes over 18 billion
transactions every month, accounting for 85 per cent of India’s
total digital payments. In June alone, the platform recorded 18.39
billion transactions worth 24.03 lakh crore rupees, a 32 per cent
increase from June last year. With 491 million users and 65

million merchants onboard, UPI connects 675 banks through a
single digital framework. This shift has taken India away from
cash and card-based payments and pushed it towards a digital-
first economy. Millions of individuals and small businesses now
rely on UPI for safe and low-cost transactions.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to
very heavy rainfall at isolated places over Coastal Karnataka, Himachal
Pradesh, Telangana, and Uttarakhand today. Places over Delhi, Haryana,
Punjab, Chandigarh, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Kerala, Mahe, Konkan, Goa,
Maharashtra, and the northeastern states are also expected to witness
heavy rainfall during the next 2-3 days.

IRAN - NUCLEAR TALKS
Iran has reached an agreement in principle to hold nuclear talks with



the UK, France, and Germany, according to Iranian media. The talks are
expected on Friday at the deputy foreign minister level and will be separate
from Iran's indirect negotiations with the US. These countries were part of
the original 2015 nuclear deal, which the US left in 2018 under President
Trump. Efforts to revive the deal stalled after Israel attacked Iran on June
13, just days before a planned round of talks between Iran and the US.
Iran and the US remain at a standstill, with Iran demanding guarantees
against future attacks by the US and Israel, who recently targeted Iranian
nuclear sites.
