P.K. MISHRA-ATOMIC ENERGY SECTOR

Principal Secretary to the Prime Minister P K Mishra has said that the
Government is planning to open up the atomic energy sector like the space
sector. Mr Mishra was addressing the 68th batch of scientific officers at the
Bhabha Atomic Research Centre Training School in Mumbai yesterday. He
said, timely completion, access to low-cost finance, and leveraging private
sector capabilities are key to lowering tariffs and improving feasibility of
nuclear projects. Mr. Mishra encouraged researchers to innovate in cost
reduction strategies to make nuclear energy India's preferred power
source.

Citing the successful opening of the space sector, Mr. Mishra said
similar initiatives are envisaged for atomic energy, which is essential for



clean energy and national security. He highlighted the societal impact of
nuclear energy and cited the use of radioisotopes for cancer care, and
radiation technologies for wastewater treatment and agriculture storage.
Mr. Mishra noted that the government had sanctioned 50 multi-product
food irradiation units for the MSME sector under the 2024-25 Union
Budget. He also highlighted the key announcements from the Budget
2024-25 such as Research and Development support for Bharat Small
Modular Reactors and advanced nuclear technologies and a targeted
expansion to 100 GW of nuclear capacity by 2047, with proposed
amendments to relevant legislations enabling private sector participation.

IMD-WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued a red alert for
extremely heavy rainfall over Chhattisgarh, Madhya Maharashtra, Madhya
Pradesh, Vidarbha, Konkan, and Goa till tomorrow. The IMD has also
forecast heavy to very heavy rainfall at isolated places over Arunachal
Pradesh, Assam, Meghalaya, Coastal Karnataka, East Rajasthan,
Jharkhand, Kerala, Mahe, Marathwada, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram and
Tripura, Odisha, South Interior Karnataka, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, and
Karaikal today. Parts of Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Jammu and
Kashmir, Haryana, and Himachal Pradesh are also expected to experience
moderate to heavy rainfall accompanied by thunderstorms and lightning till
the 29th of this month. Meanwhile, Delhi woke up to a light drizzle today,

CAMBODIA-THAILAND CLASHES

Cambodia has called for an immediate ceasefire with Thailand, after two
days of cross-border fighting between the two South East Asian neighbours.
Cambodia's ambassador to the UN, Chhea Keo, said his country asked for a
truce unconditionally, adding that Phnom Penh also wanted a peaceful
solution of the dispute. Thailand has not yet responded to the proposal. It
earlier declared martial law in eight districts bordering Cambodia. At least 16
people have been killed and tens of thousands displaced in both countries,
who accuse each other of firing the first shots on Thursday.

Thailand's acting Prime Minister Phumtham Wechayachai yesterday
warned that the clashes could move towards war. He said the fighting now
included heavy weapons and had spread to 12 locations along the border.
Thailand also accused Cambodia of firing into civilian areas and evacuated all
vilages deemed to be within the radius of its rockets.

Cambodia, for its part, accused Thailand of using cluster munitions.
Cluster munitions are banned in much of the world because of their
indiscriminate effect on civilian populations. Thailand has not responded to the
allegations.
