After concluding his successful visit to Trinidad & Tobago, Prime
Minister Narendra Modi reached Argentina's capital Buenos Aires this
morning on the third leg of his five-nation tour that aims to reinforce
India’s engagements with Global South.

Prime Minister Modi was given a warm welcome from the
Indian community upon his arrival in the Argentinian capital with
a special classical dance performance.

Mr Modi will begin his visit by paying respects at the statue of
General José de San Martin, Argentina's revered freedom fighter and
national hero. After a ceremonial welcome, the Prime Minister will hold
delegation-level talks to further strengthen the strategic partnership and
open new avenues of cooperation between two countries.

The visit is expected to further strengthen the strategic partnership
and open new avenues of cooperation. Key areas include trade and
investment, health and pharmaceuticals, defense and security,
infrastructure, mining and mineral resources, agriculture and food security,
green energy, ICT and digital innovation, disaster management, science
and technology, education, and people-to-people linkages.

The last meeting between Prime Minister Modi and
Argentinian President Javier Milei took place in November last
year on the sidelines of the G20 Summit in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil.
While the Prime Minister visited Argentina in 2018 to attend the
G20 Summit, this is the first bilateral visit to the country by an
Indian Prime Minister in 57 years - making it a historic occasion.
In his departure statement before embarking on the five-nation tour, Prime



Minister Modi described Argentina as a key economic partner in Latin
America and a close collaborator within the G20 grouping.

Following his visit to Argentina, Prime Minister Modi will travel to
Brazil to participate in the BRICS Summit in Rio de Janeiro, before
proceeding to Namibia - the final stop on his tour. In the first leg of the
five-nation tour, Prime Minister visited Ghana's Accra which was marked a
significant milestone in elevation of ties between two countries to a level of
comprehensive partnership.<><><>

KERALA-NIPAH VIRUS

Kerala has reported two new Nipah virus cases, an 18-year-old girl
died of acute encephalitis syndrome in Kozhikode and a 38-year-old
woman is undergoing treatment in Malappuram.

Following the confirmation, health authorities in Kozhikode,
Malappuram, and Palakkad districts are on high alert. Contact tracing,
quarantine protocols, and surveillance activities have been intensified.

Meanwhile, State Health Minister Veena George stated that Nipah
protocols has already been implemented. Helplines and district-level
containment zones are being established to control the spread.Authorities
are also investigating any unnatural deaths reported in the last week in
these districts. <><><>
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TRUMP-ZELENSKY TALKS

Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelensky discussed his country's air
defence capabilities during a phone conversation with US President Donald
Trump. In a social media post, President Zelensky said, the two leaders
agreed to work together to strengthen protecting the skies of Ukraine. He
said, they discussed Russian air strikes and air defence options. They also
discussed defence industry capabilities and the possibilities of joint
production. The conversation also covered mutual procurement and
investment, diplomatic situation, and Ukraine's cooperation with the US
and other international partners. The call came as Russia escalated its



aerial campaign across Ukraine, including an overnight attack yesterday
that struck Kyiv and several other regions. Earlier, the Trump
administration had halted part of military aid to Ukraine following a review
of US own stockpiles. <><><>

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DAY- BAHUDA YATRA-PURI

In Odisha, the world-famous 'Bahuda Yatra' of Lord Jagannath, Lord
Balabhadra and Devi Subhadra is being held in the holy city of Puri today.
In this Yatra, the deities will return to the 12th-century shrine Sri
Jagannath Temple in their chariots after spending a week at Sri Gundicha
temple, considered their birthplace. The 'pahandi' or procession of the
deities is scheduled to begin at 12 noon after performing a number of
rituals.

King of Puri Gajapati Maharaja Divya Singha Deb will perform
ceremonial sweeping of the chariots, known as ‘Chhera Pahanra’ between
2.30 to 3.30 this afternoon which will be followed by fitting horses on the
three chariots. The chariot pulling will be held at 4 in the afternoon.
Thousands of devotees witnessed the deities at the Sri Gundicha temple



last evening during the 'Sandhya darshan' ritual. Stringent security
arrangements have been made for the Yatra as three people were killed
and several others injured in a stampede near the Sri Gundicha Temple on
29th of last month amid the festivities.
