 Prime Minister Narendra Modi has returned to New Delhi today after 
his five-nation visit to Ghana, Trinidad and Tobago, Argentina, Brazil, and 
Namibia. Prime Minister interacted with the head of the states of these 
nations to discuss further strengthening of ties with India during his visit. 
Mr Modi also attended the BRICS Summit in Rio de Janeiro. These visits 
were aimed at reinforcing India’s bonds across the Global South, 
strengthen partnerships on both sides of the Atlantic, and deepen 
engagements in the multilateral platforms such as BRICS, the African 

Union, ECOWAS and the CARICOM.

 Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said that Africa must not be 
viewed merely as a source of raw materials, but as a continent that must 
lead in value creation and sustainable growth. Addressing the Namibian 
Parliament, Mr Modi reiterated India’s strong support for the African 
Union’s Agenda 2063, particularly its industrialization goals. He reaffirmed 
India’s commitment to deepening collaboration in key sectors such as 
defence and security.

 Calling for collective action, the Prime Minister urged African nations 
to build a future not through power, but through partnership, while 
preserving their indigenous identities. He said India is deeply concerned 
about the Global South and believes in growing together with the world, 
not just individually.

DAY SITHARAMAN-NBFC 
Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has highlighted that the loan 
recovery practices of Non-Banking Financial Companies (NBFCs) must be 
conducted in a fair, empathetic and respectful manner, as well as strictly 
aligning with the RBI's Fair Practices Code. She stated this while addressing 
the NBFC Symposium 2025 in New Delhi.  The Minister said that financial 
inclusion cannot be used as a pretext for financial exploitation. She added 
that lending should be based on the genuine needs and repayment 
capacity of customers. Ms Sitharaman noted that loans should not be 
aggressively marketed and pushed onto individuals, and interest rates 
should be reasonable.

The Minister also underscored the need for NBFCs to integrate governance, 
risk management, and customer protection as part of their core beliefs and 
ethics.

 India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued orange alert for 
heavy rainfall accompanied by thunderstorms over Madhya Pradesh, 
Chhattisgarh and Vidarbha for the next two days. The weather agency has 



forecast heavy to moderate rainfall over Northern and Eastern parts of the 
country. These include Jammu-Kashmir, Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh, 
Himachal Pradesh and East Uttar Pradesh today while East Rajasthan and  
Uttarakhand till the 15th of this month. Over Northeast India, Assam, 
Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram and Tripura are likely to witness 
similar weather conditions during the next 6 days. The IMD has forecast 
heavy rainfall conditions over Kerala and Coastal Karnataka today. 
Monsoon showers lashed Delhi yesterday evening, providing relief from the 
humidity. Waterlogging and traffic disruptions were reported in several 
localities as a result of the heavy downpour.
