REV. DAY. RUSSIA - EARTHQUAKE

A powerful 8.8-magnitude earthquake struck off the Pacific coast of
Russia's Kamchatka Peninsula in the early hours today. According to United
States Geological Survey, the quake, initially recorded as an 8.7 magnitude
tremor which later upgraded, making it one of the strongest earthquakes in
recent years surpassing all since Japan's 2011 megaquake.

According to the russian state news agency, three tsunami waves have hit
the Russian port town of Severo-Kurilsk. The last of the three earthquakes
damaged port infrastructure and pulled several moored ships out into the straits.
The epicenter was located approximately 136 kilometers offshore at a depth of
19 kilometers, along the Pacific Ring of Fire, a region notorious for intense
seismic and volcanic activity.

The Pacific Tsunami Warning Center issued widespread alerts following the
earthquake. Tsunami warnings have been issued for Russia, Japan, and island
nations across the Pacific. Waves as high as 3 to 4 meters were reported in parts
of Russia’s Kamchatka Peninsula, prompting urgent evacuations and official
advisories to stay away from the coastline. Tsunami alerts of varying levels
have also been issued in parts of China, the Philippines, Indonesia,
Guam, Peru and the Galapagos Islands off Ecuador.

Japan has reported tsunami waves of 30 to 40 centimeters hitting northern
coastal areas, with authorities warning of potentially larger waves to come. Along
Japan’s Pacific coast, waves up to 1 meter are expected. Japanese Chief Cabinet
Secretary Yoshimasa Hayashi stated that no casualties or damage have been
reported so far.



In Hawaii, officials ordered an immediate evacuation of large parts of
Oahu, including Honolulu. Sirens sounded across the island, and the Honolulu
Department of Emergency Management issued alerts.

The U.S. National Weather Service has issued tsunami advisories for parts
of South Alaska and the Aleutian Islands.

Hawaii Governor Josh Green has asked people to heed evacuation
orders and stay calm while US President Donald Trump advised
Americans to be on alert for tsunami warnings.

FUR. REV ISRO - NISAR

Indian Space Research Organisation will launch the NASA-ISRO Synthetic
Aperture Radar (NISAR), an earth observation satellite, today. It will be launched
from Satish Dhawan Space Centre, Sriharikota at 5:40 pm using the GSLV-F16
rocket. The countdown for the launch began yesterday at 2:10 pm. More from
our correspondent:

The NISAR satellite is capable of mapping the Earth; day and
night round-the-clock under any weather condition. Once in every 12
days the satellite will scan the entire globe to provide very detailed
images of the Earth’s surface capturing minute changes which are
smaller than a centimetre. The much-anticipated launch of NISAR into
the Sun Synchronous Polar Orbit is being carried out by GSLV instead
of the usual PSLV as the satellite is heavier. NISAR is a unique Earth
observation satellite and the mission marks the first hardware
collaboration between the Indian and the US space agencies, with each
providing a different radar system for the satellite. Henry, Akashvani
News, Vijayawada.

IMF - INDIA

International Monetary Fund (IMF) has revised its forecast for India’s
economic growth to 6.4 percent for both 2025 and 2026. Earlier in its April 2025
World Economic Outlook, IMF had projected India's GDP growth at 6.2 percent
for 2025 and 6.3 percent for 2026. Reaffirming India's position as the world's



fastest-growing major economy, IMF attributed the upward revision to a more
benign external environment than anticipated in its April forecast. For India,
projections are based on the calendar year, with the agency noting that India’s
growth projections are 6.7 percent for 2025 and 6.4 percent for 2026 based on
financial year data.

RS - MANIPUR PREZ RULE

The Business Advisory Committee has allotted two hours for consideration
of resolution for extension of President rule in Manipur for a further period of six
month with effect from 13th August 2025. Deputy Chairman of Rajya Sabha
Harivansh announced this in Rajya Sabha today. Home Minister Amit Shah will
move a statutory resolution in the Upper House in the ongoing Monsoon Session
of Parliament to extend President’s Rule in the state. Manipur was placed under
President’s Rule on 13th February this year following the resignation of Chief
Minister N. Biren Singh.

LS - EXPORT

Government has said that it has introduced various policy measures and
initiatives to strengthen India's export ecosystem and enhance the global
competitiveness of Indian products. In a written reply in Lok Sabha today,
Minister of State for Commerce and Industry Jitin Prasada said that the
government has identified 20 countries of significance and six focus sectors each
in goods and services to prioritise export promotion. He said, a meeting with
officers of Indian Missions in these countries was held in January this year to
discuss strategies for expanding exports. These countries include Australia,
Bangladesh, Brazil, China, France, Germany, Japan, Russia and Singapore. The
Minister said, India is actively engaged in negotiating and concluding
comprehensive and balanced Free Trade Agreements with key global partners to
enhance market access, strengthen supply chains, and boost export
competitiveness. Mr Prasada noted that through these regular and strategic
trade agreements, India is emerging as a reliable and resilient partner in the
evolving global trade architecture.
