Prime Minister Narendra Modi has reached Windhoek in Namibia on
the final leg of his five-nation tour. He was received by Selma
Ashipala-Musavyi, Minister of International Relations and Trade of
Namibia, at the airport. On his arrival, Mr Modi was accorded a
ceremonial welcome. Traditional garba dance was performed at
his welcome.

In a social media post, Mr Modi said, Namibia is a valued and
trusted African partner with whom India seeks to boost bilateral
cooperation. He said he is looking forward to meeting President
Dr. Netumbo Nandi-Ndaitwah and addressing the Namibian



Parliament today.

Prime Minister Modi reached Namibia on the invitation of Namibian
President Dr. Netumbo Nandi-Ndaitwah. This is the first visit of Prime
Minister Modi to the Country, and the third-ever Prime Ministerial visit from
India to Namibia, which is coming after nearly three decades.

During his visit, Prime Minister Modi will hold bilateral talks with
President Nandi-Ndaitwah. He will also pay homage to the Founding Father
and first President of Namibia, the Late Dr Sam Nujoma. He is also
expected to deliver an address at the Parliament of Namibia this evening.
The visit of the Prime Minister is a reiteration of India’s multi-faceted and
deep-rooted historical ties with Namibia.

BIHAR BANDH

In Bihar, mixed response has been evoked due to the Bihar Bandh
and Chakka Jam called by the RID-Congress led Grand Alliance today. The
RID, Congress, Vikasheel Insaan Party (VIP), and Left parties called for a



statewide shutdown in protest of the special intensive revision campaign
for voter lists currently underway in the state. Since morning, less number
of vehicles are plying on the road compared to usual days. Bandh
supporters blocked roads and disrupted train services at several locations.
However, the government and other establishments remained open as
normal. The reduced number of vehicles is causing inconvenience to the
passengers travelling by train, public transport buses, and those heading to
the airport. Protesters disrupted train services across several districts,
including Madhubani, Munger, Jehanabad, and Arwa, blocking railway
tracks. In Madhubani, attempts were made to disrupt the operation of the
Gangasagar Express and Saryu Yamuna Express.

In Katihar, protestors are demonstrating on National Highway 31 at
various points. In Samastipur, vehicular movement was disrupted on
National Highway 28 in Samastipur and Tajpur. Bandh supporters also
burnt tyres to block traffic on the roads in Vaishali district. Meanwhile, the
Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) has accused the main opposition Grand
Alliance of insulting constitutional institutions. Bihar BJP's media in-charge,
Danish Egbal, alleged that common people are being harassed under the
guise of the shutdown. He stated that the special intensive revision
campaign for voter lists is being carried out according to constitutional
provisions by the Election Commission of India.

Supporters of various trade unions and labour federations are
observing Bharat bandh today in West Bengal. Supporters are picketing
and marching in procession for a 17-point demand charter submitted last
year to Union Labour Minister Mansukh Mandaviya. It includes the opening
of closed tea gardens and mills, employment for youth, resuming the Old
Pension Scheme, stopping contractual recruitment in permanent posts and
others. Government buses are operating in all the districts, including
Kolkata, but private bus services are closed today. Reports of obstruction
of rail services have come from some places.

GUJARAT-BRIDGE COLLAPSED

A tragic bridge collapse incident near Padra in Gujarat's Vadodara
district early this morning resulted in three fatalities and left five others
injured. A portion of the Gambhira bridge, which connects Anand and
Vadodara districts, gave way, plunging five vehicles into the Mahisagar
river. Local authorities, including the Vadodara district administration,
immediately launched a large-scale rescue effort. Locals and swimmers
joined the operations, while three fire brigade teams from Anand rushed to
the scene with boats to assist in the search and rescue.

Vadodara Collector Anil Dhamelia confirmed that the incident

occurred in the early hours, washing away multiple vehicles. "Rescue and
relief operations are being carried out on a war footing," he said.
A team from the National Disaster Response Force (NDRF) has been
deployed with specialised equipment, including inflatable rescue boats
(IRB), outboard motors (OBM), and deep divers to aid in the operation.
Meanwhile, vehicles submerged in the river are being retrieved.

The Gujarat government has dispatched a team of technical experts
to investigate the cause of the bridge collapse and submit a detailed
report. As rescue efforts continue, officials are assessing the structural
integrity of the remaining bridge sections to prevent further mishaps. The
exact cause of the collapse remains under investigation.
