In Cricket, India has surged into a commanding position in the
second Test of the Anderson-Tendulkar Trophy at Edgbaston,
Birmingham. The Day 5 match scheduled to resume at 3:30 PM
Indian Standard Time has been delayed due to rain. As play
resumes, England trails by a massive 536 runs as the hosts ended
Day 4 on 72 for 3.

Earlier on Day 4, Indian skipper Shubhman Gill delivered one of the
greatest individual performances in Test history. Gill amassed 430 runs
across both innings, 269 in the first and 161 in the second. Gill logged the
second-highest aggregate in a Test match, behind only Graham Gooch'’s
456 against India in 1990 at Lord’s. India set a mammoth lead of 608 runs
before declaring the second inning. This left England facing the second-
highest fourth-innings target ever set against them in Test history.

Billionaire entrepreneur Elon Musk has announced the launch of a new
political party in the United States called the America Party, aiming to
challenge the two-party system dominated by Republicans and Democrats.
Musk made the announcement yesterday on his social media platform X,
accusing both major parties of unchecked government spending and
corruption, and claiming that the US no longer functions as a democracy
but as a unified political machine driven by waste and self-interest. The
move follows a dramatic fallout between Musk and former ally US President
Donald Trump.

Although Musk was born outside the US and is ineligible to run for
president, he has not disclosed who will lead the new party. It remains
unclear whether the America Party has been formally registered with US
election authorities.

REV. DAY TEXAS-FLOODS
In United States, the number of victims in a devastating flash flood in
Central Texas has reached at least 51 so far, including 15 children, and left
27 girls missing from a summer camp along the Guadalupe River, as rescue
efforts continue amid fears of more rain in the region. The floods, triggered
by up to 15 inches of torrential rain over a few hours, caused the
Guadalupe River to rise more than 30 feet within just three hours,
overwhelming communities, sweeping away vehicles, and inundating
campsites. The disaster is being described as one of the worst flash floods
in Texas history.
Emergency services have rescued over 850 people, many of whom were
found clinging to trees, rooftops, or swept downstream. Texas Governor
Greg Abbott said he has signed an expanded disaster declaration to boost
search efforts.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will participate in the BRICS Summit in Rio
de Janeiro that begins tonight to enhance cooperation among the member
countries.

The 17th edition of BRICS summit will take up issues of global governance
reforms, climate change challenges, Artificial Intelligence among other
things.
