SHAH-DRUG CARTEL

Union Home Minister Amit Shah has said that the government is
determined to dismantle every drug cartel and protect youth.

CM-DOCTORS:

Chief Minister Revanth Reddy appealed to doctors working at corporate hospitals
in State and Indian-origin doctors settled abroad, to dedicate at least one week
every year to serve at government hospitals in the State.

He said all the three TIMS, NIMS
expansion and the Warangal hospital will be ready by December 2025. D.
Nageshwar Reddy, chairman of AlG Hospitals, said the new Banjara Hills branch is
a response to longstanding requests from residents of Secunderabad and central
Hyderabad.

ACCIDENT:

Sigachi Industries Limited today announced an ex gratia of 1 crore rupees to
families of those who were killed in accident at its Unit at Pashamylaram facility in
Sangareddy district on Monday. In a statement, the company said the accident
had resulted in loss of 40 employees and left 33 others injured. The management
stated it will offer support to families and cooperating with ongoing investigation
and regulatory compliance processes. It assured that families of deceased would
receive one crore rupees as ex-gratia compensation, while those injured would be
provided full medical care and rehabilitation support. The company clarified that
accident was not caused by a reactor explosion at the plant, as mentioned in
sections of the media. The firm added that operations at the Pashamylaram plant
would remain suspended for approximately 90 days. Meanwhile, one more body
of a worker was recovered at the blast site this afternoon, taking the number of
recovered bodies to 37. Superintendent of Patancheru government hospital
Srinivas Reddy said total number of bodies brought in from blast site stands at 37
as of today.

REV. ICMR, AIIMS - COVID VACCINE STUDY (WITH VC)

Union Minister of Health and Family Welfare said that extensive
studies by the Indian Council of Medical Research (ICMR) and All India
Institute of Medical Sciences have conclusively established no linkage
between COVID-19 vaccines and sudden deaths among adults post-COVID-
19. The Ministry noted that studies conducted by ICMR and the National
Centre for Disease Control (NCDC) affirm that COVID-19 vaccines in India
are safe and effective, with extremely rare instances of serious side effects.
The incidence of sudden cardiac deaths can result from a wide range of
factors, including genetics, lifestyle, pre-existing conditions, and post-
COVID complications. The ICMR and NCDC have been working together to
understand the causes behind sudden, unexplained deaths, especially in



young adults between the ages of 18 and 45 years. Our correspondent
reports that to explore this, two complementary studies were undertaken
using different research approaches-one based on past data and another
involving real-time investigation.

CRICKET

In Cricket, India were 98 for 2 against hosts England at lunch on day one
in the second test of the Anderson-Tendulkar Trophy series at Edgbaston
in Birmingham. Earlier, Hosts won the toss and opted to bowl. Team India
made three significant changes to their playing XI. Jasprit Bumrah has
been rested, paving the way for pacer Akash Deep to make his debut.
Meanwhile, England has announced an unchanged XI for the second Test.
In the first Test of the five match series, England defeated India by five-
wickets to lead 1- nil at Headingley.
