MODI-LULA PRESS CONFERENCE

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has set a target to scale up bilateral trade
with Brazil from the existing 12.2 billion to 20 billion dollars in the next five
years. Speaking at a Joint Press Conference with the Brazilian President Luiz
Inacio Lula da Silva during the state visit to Brazil today in Brasilia, the Prime
Minister said that both the countries will work closely to expand the Mercosur
preferential trade agreement to cover more products and improve market access
for Indian exporters. Mercosur is a regional trade block comprising Brazil,
Argentina, Paraguay and Uruguay. In his press statement, Mr Modi announced
plans to enable Unified Payments Interface adoption in Brazil on the lines of
India’s digital payments infrastructure. He identified key sectors for enhanced
bilateral cooperation including agriculture, food processing, digital public
infrastructure and space technology. Agri tech and value added food exports
were other areas that the Prime Minister spoke to enhance trade.

On this occasion, Prime Minister Narendra Modi was conferred with
Brazil's highest civilian award, the Grand Collar of the National Order of the
Southern Cross. Brazilian President Lula da Silva presented the award in
recognition of PM Modi's notable contributions to strengthen bilateral relations
and enhancing India Brazil cooperation across key global platforms. After the
conclusion of the bilateral talks between India and Brazil, the Secretary East in
the Ministry of External Affairs Periasamy Kumaran briefed media persons on the
highlights of the talks. He informed that the Brazilian President welcomed the
idea of providing greater access to cost effective Indian drugs into Brazil. The
talks were also held on Visa liberalisation for businessmen and tourists from
India. He said that the Brazilian President welcomed the idea of inviting Indian
pharma manufacturing companies to set up base in Brazil. Another sector that
came up for discussion was access to the critical mineral assets of Brazil. Ideas
were floated to allow Indian investments in Brazil to exploit the minerals or form
a Joint Venture. Mr Lula informed that a policy on rare earth minerals will provide
incentive to Indian businessmen. Secretary Kumaran also informed that three
MoUs were signed during the bilateral. They are exchanging intelligence on
terrorism and transnational crime, on biofuel including ethanol blended fuel and
on Renewable energy. The Secretary added that three more MoUs will also be
signed later on agriculture research, exchange of classified information and
Intellectual Property regime.

PM-NAMIBIA
In the final leg of his five-nation visit, Prime Minister Narendra Modi will



reach Windhoek in Namibia today at the invitation of Namibian President
Netumbo Nandi-Ndaitwah. This will be the first visit of PM Modi to the Country,
and the third ever Prime Ministerial visit from India to Namibia, which is coming
after nearly three decades. On arrival, PM will be accorded a ceremonial
welcome, which will be followed by the delegation-level talks between the two
countries to deepen the economic partnership.

Several MoUs on expanding cooperation in various critical areas such as
energy security, health and pharma are expected to be exchanged between the
two countries. During the visit, the Prime Minister, Narendra Modi, will be
conferred the highest civilian award of Namibia. The PM will also pay homage to
the Founding Father and first President of Namibia, Late Dr. Sam Nujoma. Later
in a day Mr. Modi is scheduled to deliver an address at the Parliament of
Namibia.

Q.1) Aparna, what are the key engagement expected from today’s
visit,?

With Africa increasingly central to India’s foreign policy, the PM’s visit to
the resource-rich South African country is really significant to explore new areas
of partnership. Namibia is one of the largest producers of uranium, lithium, zinc,
and rare earth metals, and the country recently discovered new oil fields, so it
offers great potential for energy security and critical mineral partnership. Apart
from this, Digital infrastructure and Health will also be one of the key agendas of
the bilateral talks between the two countries, the Implementation of UPI rapid
payment system in Namibia. Access to affordable medicines and traditional
Indian health solutions and Introduction of Jan Aushadhi scheme in Namibia will
also be discussed. This visit will spark a new phase of strategic and economic
cooperation. For both countries, it marks not only the strengthening of trade ties
but also the beginning of a deeper, more resilient partnership.

Q.2) How the Indian diaspora is looking forward to this visit

Indian diaspora is eagerly waiting for the visit of PM Narendra Modi. It's a
matter of pride for them as for the first time PM Modi is on a visit to Namibia.
Although the Indian diaspora is small in size in Namibia, their contribution to
Namibian is very significant. Indian companies have a very good footprint in
Namibia’s diamond and mining industry. So Indian businessmen are optimistic
and hopeful that the visit will open up new avenues for trade and investments in
Namibia.

Chief of Defence Staff General Anil Chauhan said that the Possible convergence
of interest among China, Pakistan, and Bangladesh may result in serious
implications for India’s stability and security dynamics.

Addressing a event hosted by the Observer Research Foundation, General
Chauhan said economic distress in the countries in the Indian Ocean region has
given outside powers to leverage their influence which could create
vulnerabilities for India.

While talking about various aspects of Operation Sindoor General Anil Chauhan
said it was perhaps for the first time that two nuclear weapon states were
directly engaged in hostilities.

The top military officer said India has also said that it will not be deterred by
nuclear blackmail and Operation Sindoor is the only example of a conflict
between two nuclear weapon states.

Chief of Defence Staff (CDS) further said the expansion of space in conventional
operations is possible by taking it to newer domains of warfare like cyber and
electromagnetic spheres.

The total number of devoteed having darshan in Amarnathji cave has
reached over one lakh 11 thousand, within the first six days of pilgrimage.
Over18 thousand pilgrims performed Darshan in the holy cave yesterday.
Reacting to it, Lieutenant Governor of Jammu and Kashmir, Manoj Sinha said the
journey of faith, holy Shri Amarnath Ji Yatra has surpassed 1 lakh pilgrims within
the first six days of pilgrimage.

In a social media post Mr Sinha said the yatra is continuing smoothly on



both the Pahalgam and Baltal routes and is expected to draw more devotees in
the coming days.

Meanwhile, under strict security arrangements another batch of 7579
pilgrims , that is the 8th batch from Jammu, left Bhagwati Nagar Yatri Niwas
base camp, early this morning, for the Kashmir valley to perform pilgrimage to
Amarnath Cave Shrine. The pilgrims left the base camp in a cavalcade of 302
vehicles early this morning. The batch included 5719 Men, 1577 Women, 40
Children, 167 Sadhus & 76 Sadhvies ( female sadhus) .

Of these 3031 pilgrims left for Baltal base camp at 3:25 AM and 4548 for
Pahalgam base camp at 3:40 AM from where they will proceed for their further
journey to the holy cave.

BABY- MALARIA DRUG
The world's first-ever malaria treatment suitable for babies and very young
children has been approved for use. Drug manufacturer Novartis has received
approval from Swiss authorities for its new malaria drug named Coartem. The
development of the drug is very significant, as the overwhelming majority of
malaria-related deaths occur in the under-five age group. Following this
development, production and distribution of the drug are expected to start in the
next few weeks in Africa. Most malaria-related deaths are recorded on the
African continent. Malaria accounted for more than half a million deaths
worldwide in 2023. Until now, babies were treated with an experimental dosage
of the drug meant for older children, putting them at several risks, including
overdose and more.

National Investigation Agency (NIA) has arrested three persons after
searches in karnataka, in the Lashkar-e-Taiba (LeT) terror group’s prison
radicalisation case of 2023. The accused include a prison psychiatrist and a City
Armed Reserve policeman. NIA in its statement said that searches were
conducted at five locations in Bengaluru and Kolar districts of the state. During
the searches, various digital devices, cash, gold and incriminating documents
were seized from the houses of the arrested accused and other suspects. The
agency said that this case is related to the recovery of arms, ammunition,
explosives and digital devices, including two walkie-talkies, from habitual
offenders who were conspiring to unleash terror activities in Bengaluru city with
the aim of furthering the nefarious agenda of the proscribed terrorist
organization LeT.
