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REV. ICMR, AIIMS - COVID VACCINE STUDY (WITH VC)



Union Minister of Health and Family Welfare said that extensive
studies by the Indian Council of Medical Research (ICMR) and All India
Institute of Medical Sciences have conclusively established no linkage
between COVID-19 vaccines and sudden deaths among adults post-COVID-
19. The Ministry noted that studies conducted by ICMR and the National
Centre for Disease Control (NCDC) affirm that COVID-19 vaccines in India
are safe and effective, with extremely rare instances of serious side effects.
The incidence of sudden cardiac deaths can result from a wide range of
factors, including genetics, lifestyle, pre-existing conditions, and post-
COVID complications. The ICMR and NCDC have been working together to
understand the causes behind sudden, unexplained deaths, especially in
young adults between the ages of 18 and 45 years. Our correspondent
reports that to explore this, two complementary studies were undertaken
using different research approaches-one based on past data and another
involving real-time investigation.

The findings of the first study have conclusively shown that
COVID-19 vaccination does not increase the risk of unexplained
sudden death in young adults. The second study is currently being
conducted by AIIMS, New Delhi. Early analysis indicates that
heart attacks, or myocardial infarction, continue to be the leading
cause of sudden death in this age group. The studies offer a more
comprehensive understanding of sudden unexplained deaths in
youngq adults in India. They also reveal that COVID-19 vaccination




does not appear to increase the risk, whereas the role of
underlying health issues, genetic predisposition and risky lifestyle
choices does play a role in unexplained sudden deaths. Scientific
experts have reiterated that statements linking COVID
vaccination to sudden deaths are false and misleading, not

supported by scientific consensus.

PM-VIST FIVE NATIONS

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a five-nation visit to
Ghana, Trinidad and Tobago, Argentina, Brazil, and Namibia today. On the
first leg, the Prime Minister will undertake a visit to Ghana. This will be his
first ever bilateral visit to Ghana. The Prime Minister will hold talks with the



President of Ghana John Dramani Mahama. Both the nations will review the
strong bilateral partnership and discuss further avenues to enhance
economic, energy, and defence collaboration, and development
cooperation partnership.

On the second leg of his visit, Mr. Modi will be visiting Trinidad and
Tobago from tomorrow. He will hold talks with the President of Trinidad
and Tobago Christine Carla Kangaloo, and Prime Minister Kamla Persad-
Bissessar. The Prime Minister is also expected to address a Joint Session of
the Parliament of the island nation.

On the third leg of his visit, which begins on Friday, the Prime
Minister will travel to Argentina. The Prime Minister is expected to hold
bilateral talks with President Milei. Both the leaders will review ongoing
cooperation and discuss ways to further enhance India-Argentina
partnership in key areas including defence, agriculture, mining, oil and gas,
renewable energy, trade and investment.

In the fourth leg of his visit, the Prime Minister will travel to Brazil
from 5th to 8th July to attend the 17th BRICS Summit 2025 followed by a
State Visit. This will be Prime Minister’s fourth visit to Brazil. The 17th
BRICS Leaders’ Summit will be held in Rio de Janeiro. During the Summit,
Prime Minister will exchange views on key global issues including reform of
global governance, peace and security, strengthening multilateralism,
responsible use of artificial intelligence, climate action, global health,
economic and financial matters.

In the last leg of his visit, Prime Minister Narendra Modi will visit
Namibia on 9th July. This will be the first visit of Prime Minister to Namibia,
and the third ever Prime Ministerial visit from India to Namibia. During his
visit, Prime Minister will hold bilateral talks with President Nandi-Ndaitwah.

KMY FIRST BATCH RETURNS

The first batch of Kailash Manasarovar Yatra (KMY) 2025 pilgrims
successfully returned to Gangtok yesterday after completing pilgrimage.
The batch reached Nathula at around 12:45 PM, where they completed all
the necessary customs and immigration formalities. The yatris were then
taken to Sherethang, where ITBP authorities joined them in lunch. Then,
the yatris proceeded to Gangtok, for their stay.

In the evening, a formal Certificate Distribution Ceremony was
organized by the Sikkim Tourism Development Corporation (STDC) to



felicitate the returning yatris. Additional Chief Secretary C.S Rao
congratulated the yatris for successfully completing the spiritually
significant pilgrimage. He also appreciated the CEO and General Manager
of STDC for their meticulous arrangements and hospitality. The pilgrims will
return to their respective states this morning.

REV AMIT SHAH- CRIMINAL LAWS

Union Home Minister Amit Shah has said that the three New Criminal Laws
introduced under the leadership of Prime Minister Modi will make the
judicial process not only affordable, accessible, and approachable, but also
simple, consistent, and transparent. The new laws are Bharatiya Nyaya
Sanhita, Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita and Bharatiya Sakshya
Adhiniyam. Mr Shah stated this while addressing a programme in New
Delhi to mark the successful completion of one year of the new criminal
laws. He said that under Prime Minister's leadership, a golden era of
governance based on social, economic, and political justice is about to
begin. He further said that in the coming days, the country's criminal
justice system will enter a new era, which will definitely instill a strong
sense of trust among the people that justice will be delivered promptly.
The Minister added that the new laws will replace the fear of ‘What will
happen if I file an FIR" with the confidence that ‘Filing an FIR will lead to
immediate justice.

The Home Minister said that the new criminal laws will fundamentally
transform the Indian criminal justice system in the coming days. He stated
that after the full implementation of these laws in nearly three years,
justice in the country will be delivered all the way up to the Supreme Court
starting from filing of the FIR. He explained that these laws impose strict
timelines on the three key pillars responsible for delivering justice to
citizens namely the police, prosecution, and judiciary. Mr. Shah added that
the new laws specify deadlines for completing investigations within 90
days. Union Home Minister said that now with the replacement of Indian
Penal Code with Bharatiya Nyay Sanhita 2023 , CRPC with Bharatiya
Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita and Indian Evidence Act with Bharatiya
Sakshya Adhiniyam 2023, shows that the goal of these laws is not
punishment but justice. He said, notification of e-evidence and e-summons
has been issued in 11 states and union territories while Nyay Shruti has
been notified in 6 states and union territories.



IMD WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued orange alert
for rain in North and Central India including Himachal Pradesh,
Uttarakhand, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh and parts of Gujarat,
Rajasthan and Maharashtra. Heavy to very heavy rainfall conditions will
also prevail at isolated places in Konkan, Goa, Madhya Maharashtra today.
In East India, similar weather conditions will continue over Arunachal
Pradesh and Odisha today. Heavy rainfall is predicted in Assam,
Meghalaya, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Coastal Karnataka, Jharkhand, Kerala and
Mahe.

UDAYGIRI-NAVY

The second ship of Project 17A stealth frigate, Udaygiri was delivered
to the Indian Navy yesterday. It was built at Mazagon Dock Shipbuilders
Limited. This multi-mission frigate is capable of dealing with both
conventional and non-conventional threats. Udaygiri is a modern Avatar of
its predecessor, erstwhile INS Udaygiri which was a Steam Ship,
decommissioned in 2007. Project-17A ships have enhanced stealth features
and fitted with ‘State of the Art’ weapons and sensors, a significant
upgrade from the P17 class. Udaygiri has been delivered to the Indian
Navy, in a record time of 37 months from the date of launching. The
delivery of Udaygiri showcases the nation’s ship design, ship construction
and engineering prowess enabled by a strong industrial ecosystem
supported by over 200 Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises.
