EVE. MONSOON SESSION: Ahead of the Monsoon Session of Parliament, 
the government today held an all party meeting to enusre smooth functioning 
of both the Houses of Parliament.  The meeting was convenned  by the 
government to seek cooperation from opposition parties for the smooth 
conduct of the session  Floor leaders of different political parties  
representing the Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha attended the meeting. Union 
Minister and Leader of the House in the Rajya Sabha Jagat Praksah Nadda 
chaired the meeting in which  Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju, 
Ministers of State for Parliamentary Affairs Arjun Ram Meghwal and Dr L 
Murugan were present. Besides, Gaurav Gogoi and Pramod Tiwari from 
Congress, Supriya Sule from NCP-SCP, Tiruchi Siva of  DMK, Ram Gopal 
Yadav of Samajwadi Party,T R Baalu from DMK  and Sanjay Singh  from 
AAP attended  the meeting. The Monsoon Session begins from tomorrow 
and will continue till 21st of August. During the session, there will be a total 
of 21 sittings of both Houses. Talking to media after the meeting, 
Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju said that the meeting 
was very constructive and the floor  leaders put forth  the 
position of their parties and the issues that they want to raise 
during this session. Mr Rijiu said that the government has  
requested the oppostion  to ensure  the proper functioning  of 
the both the Houses. He said, both  the  ruling side and 
Opposition should work together with good coordination. ( Byte- 
Kiren Rijiu ) Mr Rijiju said, Government is very much open to 
discussing important issues like Operation Sindoor in Parliament. 
When asked about the Opposition’s intent to bring up US President 
Donald Trump’s remarks on mediation between India and Pakistan 
post Operation Sindoor, the Minister said, government will 
respond appropriately on the matter on the floor of the House. 
Replying to a media query on Justice Varma impeachment matter, 
he said, the process will be undertaken together by all parties as it 
is not the move by the Government alone. The motion for the 
removal of Justice Varma has already gathered significant backing 
from lawmakers. Mr Rijiju said, number of signatures of MPs for 
motion to remove Justice Varma has already crossed 100. 
Congress leader Gaurav Gogoi demanded Prime Minister Modi's 
statement on the floor of the House on Trump's claims, Pahalgam 
terror attack and Special Intensive Revision in Bihar. (BYTE : 
GAURAV GOGOI) N K Premachandran of RSP said, the demand of 



the entire opposition today was to have a full-fledged discussion 
on the terrorist attack in Pahalgam and Operation Sindoor and 
Donald Trump's statement regarding the ceasefire. During the 
session, important legislations including Jan Vishwas (Amendment of 
Provisions) Bill 2025, the National Sports Governance Bill 2025 and the 
Merchant Shipping Bill, 2024 are expected to be taken up for discussion and 
passage. 
PM - UK MALDIVES VISIT: Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be on a 
two-nation visit to the United Kingdom (UK) and Maldives from 23rd to 26th of 
this month. In his first leg of the tour, Mr Modi will visit UK from 23rd to 24th 
July, at the invitation of his UK counterpart Keir Starmer. During the visit, 
Prime Minister Modi will hold wide ranging discussions with Prime Minister 
Starmer on the entire gamut of India-UK bilateral relations. They will also 
exchange views on issues of regional and global importance. Mr Modi is also 
expected to call on His Majesty King Charles III. During the visit, the two 
sides will also review the progress of the Comprehensive Strategic 
Partnership (CSP) with a specific focus on trade and economy, technology 
and innovation, defence and security, climate, health, education and 
people-to-people ties. This will be Prime Minister Modi’s fourth visit to the UK. 

In the second leg, Prime Minister Modi will be on a two-day visit to 
Maldives from 25th of this month, on the invitation of the Maldives President 
Dr. Mohamed Muizzu. He will be the ‘Guest of Honour’ at the celebrations of 
the 60th anniversary of the Independence of Maldives. During the visit, he 
will meet the maldives president and hold discussions on issues of mutual 
interest. The two leaders will also take stock of the progress in the 
implementation of the India-Maldives Joint Vision for a ‘Comprehensive 
Economic and Maritime Security Partnership’. The visit will provide an 
opportunity for both sides to further deepen and strengthen the close 
bilateral relationship. This will be the Prime Minister's third visit to Maldives. 
NAIDU-AHMEDABAD PLANE CRASH  
 Union Civil Aviation Minister Ram Mohan Naidu Kinjarapu said that it 
would be unwise to jump to any conclusions based on the Aircraft Accident 
Investigation Bureau's preliminary report regarding the Ahmedabad plane 
crash. Making any comments until the final report comes out is not a good 
exercise.

 India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast very heavy to 
extremely heavy rainfall very likely at isolated places over Coastal Karnataka 
today.

REV INDONESIA-FERRY FIRE 

A massive fire erupted on a packed passenger ferry off the coast of 
Indonesia today, forcing around 280 people on board to leap into the 
ocean to escape the blazing inferno. The KM Barcelona VA vessel was on a 
journey from the Talaud Islands to Manado City when the fire erupted off the 
coast of North Sulawesi. The blaze reportedly broke out around 1200 PM IST 
as panic ensued onboard. Flames quickly consumed the upper decks of the 
vessel. There were no immediate reports on casualties. 
 
In Russia’s Kamchatka Peninsula five powerful earthquakes today struck offshore with the 
strongest registering a magnitude of 7.4. According to the U.S. Geological Survey, the 
largest quake occurred at a depth of 20 kilometers and was centered 144 kilometers east 
of Petropavlovsk-Kamchatsky.  
 The Pacific Tsunami Warning Center today said there is no longer a threat of 
tsunami waves.
