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J&K-AMARNATH YATRA-ACCIDENT

In Jammu & Kashmir, at least 17 Amarnath Yatris sustained injuries
after three buses collided with each other along the Srinagar-Jammu
National Highway near TachLoo area in South Kashmir's Kulgam district
today. All the injured are residents of Madhya Pradesh and were on way to
Baltal Base Camp in Central Kashmir's Ganderbal district.

SSP Kulgam Sahil Sarangal told Akashwani News that the accident
occurred when one of the buses lost control and rammed into two other
vehicles.

Following the accident, the injured were immediately shifted to
Qaimoh Hospital and subsequently shifted to Government Medical College
(GMC) Anantnag for further treatment.



Officials said most of the Yatris sustained minor injuries. Their
condition is stated to be stable. Two Yatris who suffered head injuries
have been put on specialized treatment.

SSP added that after receiving medical treatment, the Yatris were
shifted into another vehicle and moved towards Baltal Base Camp for their
onward journey towards Cave Shrine.

Meanwhile, J&K Police have initiated enquiry into the incident.

GST COLLECTIONS

The gross direct tax collections in the country have witnessed a 274
percent growth over the last ten years. Finance Ministry sources said that
between 2013-14 and 2024-25, the refunds issued by the tax department
have increased by 474 percent, and the taxpayer base has grown by 133
percent.

The average time of issuing tax refunds has decreased from 93 days
in 2013 to just 17 days in 2024. This transformation in tax administration
over the past decade is largely due to the adoption of digital infrastructure,
including end-to-end online filing and faceless assessments, which enable
faster and more accurate processing of income tax returns. Sources said
that introduction of pre-filled returns, automation in refund processing,
real-time TDS adjustments, and online grievance redressal mechanisms
have all contributed to reduced delays and improved the taxpayer
experience.

REV. KHALISTANI TERRORISTS ARREST:

In United States, the Federal Bureau of Investigation has arrested eight
Khalistani terrorists across the country in @ major crackdown on an international
terror network. Among them is Pavittar Singh Batala, a Punjab-based gangster
wanted by India’s National Investigation Agency (NIA) for terror activities linked
to the banned group Babbar Khalsa International (BKI). In June, NIA had
named Batala, along with Jatinder Joti and designated BKI terrorist Lakhbir
Landa, in a chargesheet. The arrests followed a multi-agency investigation, with
Special Weapons and Tactics teams detaining them. According to Indian
intelligence, all suspects are part of a gangster-terror network. The FBI also
seized firearms, ammunition, and cash during searches. Authorities said the
group faces multiple felony charges, including kidnapping, torture, false
imprisonment, conspiracy, witness intimidation, and assault with a semiautomatic
firearm, along with gang-related enhancements.

IMD — RAINFALL:

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy rainfall over
Madhya Pradesh, Goa, Kerala, Coastal Karnataka, Jammu and Kashmir and
Ladakh during the next 3 to 4 days. Heavy rainfall is also likely over Assam,
Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram, Tripura and Arunachal Pradesh during
the next five days. IMD has advised fishermen to avoid venturing into Kerala,
Karnataka coasts, Lakshadweep, some parts of westcentral Bay of Bengal and
southwest Bay of Bengal during next three days. The National capital, Delhi
experienced a fresh spell of rain during the day. The showers brought down
temperatures and offered relief from the persistent humidity of the past few
days.

WIMBLEDON FINALS:

At Wimbledon 2025, World No. 1 Jannik Sinner of Italy will face two-time
defending champion Carlos Alcaraz of Spain in the Men's Singles final at the All
England Club this evening. The match is scheduled to begin at 8:30 PM Indian
Standard Time. Alcaraz advanced to the final after defeating American Taylor
Fritz in the first semifinal, while Sinner overcame Serbia’s Novak Djokovic in the

second semifinal clash. Alcaraz has won each of his last five encounters with



Sinner. On the other hand, Sinner did claim victory in his match against Alcaraz
at Wimbledon 2022. In Women's Doubles final, fourth seeded Hsieh Su-wei and
Jelena Ostapenko will clash with No. eight seeded Veronika Kudermetova and
Elise Mertens this evening. Yesterday, in the Women's Singles, Iga Swigtek
clinched her maiden Wimbledon title after thrashing Amanda Anisimova in a one-
sided final. Poland’s Swiatek defeated the American 6-0, 6-0 in just 57 minutes
to secure her sixth Grand Slam title and first at Wimbledon. The victory also
makes her the first Polish woman to lift the prestigious Venus Rosewater

Dish.

CENTRE - FERTILIZER

Centre has directed States and Union Territories to take immediate
and strict action against the issue of counterfeit and substandard fertilizers.
Union Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan has
written a letter to the Chief Ministers of all States and Union Territories.
This letter has been issued with the objective of curbing the sale of fake
fertilizers, black marketing of subsidized fertilizers, and illegal activities
such as forced tagging across the country. Mr Chouhan said that
agriculture is the backbone of India’s economy and to ensure stability in
farmers’ income, it is essential to provide them quality fertilizers at the
right time and affordable prices.

The Minister said, it is the responsibility of the States to ensure
adequate availability of fertilizers at the right places and locations where it
is required. Mr Chouhan asked States to take Strict legal action, including
cancellation of licenses and registration of FIRs against the culprits. The

Minister urged all States to launch a statewide campaign to eliminate the



problem of fake and substandard agricultural inputs from its roots. He
further stated that regular monitoring of this work at the State level would
lead to an effective and sustainable solution in the interest of farmers.

RAILWAY - CCTV CAMERA

Railways has decided to install CCTV cameras in all coaches to
enhance passenger safety. Union Railways Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw and
Minister of State for Railways Ravneet Singh Bittu reviewed the progress of
CCTV Camera installation in locomotives and coaches. The purpose of
fitting cameras in the common movement areas of coaches is to improve
safety and security of passengers. These cameras will help in identifying
miscreants. To preserve the privacy of passengers, CCTV cameras will be
installed in the common movement area near the doors.

Mr Vaishnaw has approved the installation of CCTV cameras in all 74
thousand coaches and 15 thousand locos. Each railway coach will be
covered with four dome type CCTV cameras and each locomotive will have
six CCTV cameras. The Minister emphasised on deploying the best-in-class
equipment. He urged the railway officials to ensure that high quality
footage should be available even for trains running at 100 kilometer per
hour plus speeds and also under low lighting conditions. Mr Vaishnaw also
encouraged the officials to explore the use of Al on the data captured by
CCTV cameras, in collaboration with the IndiaAI mission.
