REV BANGLADESH-AIRCRAFT CRASH

In Bangladesh, at least 19 people have died, including the
pilot of the aircraft, and more than 100 injured as a Bangladesh Air
Force training jet crashes into Milestone College campus. Local media
reported it quoting a National Burn Institute official Prof Md Saidur
Rahman.

Our correspondent in Dhaka reported that a Bangladesh Air Force F7
aircraft crashed into a building of the College at around 1:30 pm.

Accident Investigation Bureau AAIB is carrying out investigation on the AI-171
plane crash in a transparent manner. Naidu said the process is being conducted
strictly according to international standards, with the involvement of relevant
international experts and stakeholders. Replying to supplementaries during
Question Hour in Rajya Sabha today, the minister said, the initial phase of the

investigation has been completed and a preliminary report has been submitted. The
