PM MODI- BRASILIA

Prime Minister Narendra Modi arrived in Brasilia early morning today
for his State Visit to Brazil. He was warmly received by Brazil's Minister of
Defence, Jose Mucio Monteiro Filho at the airport. He arrived in Brasilia



after attending two day BRICS Summit in Rio de Janeiro from July 6-7.
Ministry of External Affairs spokesperson, Randhir Jaiswal stated on social
media that taking new strides in India- Brazil steadfast partnership Prime
Minister Modi landed in the capital city. He added that PM Modi's welcome
was made delightfully musical by the traditional Brazilian Samba Reggae
performance.

Prime Minister Modi will hold bilateral discussions with Luiz Inacio
Lula da Silva on broadening the Strategic Partnership between the two
nations in areas of mutual interest. The talks will also include trade,
defence, energy, space, technology, agriculture, health and people-to-
people linkages. This will be followed by a delegation level talks. Both the
countries will sign MoUs to foster cooperation in areas of mutual interest.
The Indian Ambassador to Brazil Dinesh Bhatia had informed earlier that
the four MoUs will be signed during the Prime Minister’s bilateral meetings.
These will be on working together on counter terrorism, to mutually share
confidential information, cooperate in Renewable energy and Agriculture
research. The Prime Minister will then depart for Namibia, that is the last
leg of Prime Minister’s five nation visit abroad.

Prime Minister Modi called his Rio leg of Brazil very productive. He
said in a social media post that he had extensive deliberations at the BRICS
Summit. He complimented the Brazilian President and the Brazilian
Government for the work they have done through their BRICS Presidency
in making this platform even more effective. He added that his bilateral
meetings with world leaders will boost India’s friendship with various
nations.

Earlier, speaking at the BRICS summit on a session on Environment,
CoP 30 and Global Health in Rio de Janeiro, the Prime Minister said,
planetary and human health are interconnected and Indians imbibe
reverence towards nature for generations. He emphasised that for India
climate justice is no alternative but a moral duty. The Prime Minister said,
during the India Presidency of BRICS next year, it will be redefined as
‘Building Resilience and Innovation for Cooperation and Sustainability’. Mr
Modi outlined the potential focus areas for India’s BRICS leadership,
stressing on preparedness for unexpected situations.

PM MODI - NAMIBIA VISIT



In the final leg of his five-nation visit, Prime Minister Narendra Modi
will reach Windhoek in Namibia tomorrow on the invitation of Namibian
President Netumbo Nandi-Ndaitwah. This will be the first visit of PM Modi
to Namibia, and the third ever Prime Ministerial visit from India to Namibia.

Narendra Modi aims to expand the scope of bilateral relationship and
explore new areas of cooperation in various key sectors such as
hydrocarbons, rare earth materials and unified payment interoperability
among others.

Both India and Namibia have a shared history of anti-
colonial struggle. The first ever diplomatic mission of Namibia
known as SWAPO that time was set up in Delhi in 1986 before the
independence of Namibia. Today, both the countries share a wide

range of areas for cooperation including trade and investment
mining, diamond processing, enerqy. health care defence,
environment and biodiversity and capacity building. The trade

between the two countries is 600 million dollars and Indian
investments in Namibia are about 800 million. Taking forward the
partnership in wildlife conservation, eight cheetahs were
translocated from Namibia to India’s Kuno national park in
September 2022. At the digital front Namibia was the first
country in the world, where NPCI International Payments Limited
(NIPL) has signed a Technology Agreement for deployment of UPI
like real-time payments system with a Central Bank. The
upcoming visit is also set to explore new areas of cooperation in

other sectors such as agriculture, pharma, and India's low-cost
solutions like Digital Public Infrastructure, Janaushadhi,

She also met her
Chinese counterpart Lan Fo’an and emphasised that India and China are
uniquely positioned to drive inclusive global growth and innovation, as the
two largest and fastest-growing economies in the world.

US President Donald Trump today said he would impose a 25 per
cent tariff on goods from Japan and South Korea starting on August 1.The
latest tariff announcement comes as Trump said he would be posting
letters to the leaders of a dozen countries today. The US president
announced the decision on his social media platform Truth Social, where he
posted copies of letters that he sent to the leaders of each country.The
letters to the South-East Asian countries warned them not to retaliate by
increasing their own import taxes or else the US administration would
increase import taxes which could adversely affect the auto and electronics
sectors of Japan and South Korea. Trump imposed steep tariffs on five
additional countries -- Myanmar, Laos, South Africa, Kazakhstan,
and Malaysia -- as part of his ongoing effort to correct trade
imbalances.He said that the US is ready to continue trade despite
having a significant Trade Deficit with them, but it will be "more
fair and balanced" trade.

In Archery, Former world No.1 Deepika Kumari and Asian Games
gold medallist Jyothi Surekha Vennam will spearhead India’s challenge at
the Archery World Cup 2025 Stage 4, which gets underway in Madrid,
Spain, tomorrow.The final leg of this year’s World Cup series will see 336
archers from 49 nations vie for top honours and the last remaining berths
for the prestigious World Cup Final in Nanjing later this year. The
competition will run until July 13. India, fielding a 16-member squad, is
aiming for a strong comeback after drawing a blank at the previous stage
in Antalya. They had earlier bagged four medals, including a gold, in the
opening leg in Auburndale and followed it up with a seven-medal haul in
Shanghai. Deepika Kumari, a four-time Olympian with 37 World Cup
medals, returns to action after a bronze in Shanghai in the individual
recurve. Veteran Tarundeep Rai rejoins the men’s recurve lineup, while
young talents Gatha Khadake and Sharvari Shende, both 15, have earned
spots in the women’s recurve team after impressive showings in the Pune
trials. Jyothi Surekha Vennam will lead the women’s compound team,
joined by Parneet Kaur and 16- year-old debutant Prithika Pradeep. The
recurve men’s squad features Dhiraj Bommadevara, Neeraj Chauhan,
Rahul, and Tarundeep Rai. The recurve women’s team includes Ankita
Bhakat, Gatha Khadake, Deepika Kumari, and Sharvari Shende. The
compound men’s line-up has Prathamesh Fuge, Priyansh, Aman Saini, and
Rishabh Yadav, while Jyothi, Parneet, Prithika, and Chikitha Taniparthi form
the women’s compound squad.
