RUSSIA - FIRE

A big fire broke out at an oil depot near Russia's Black Sea resort of Sochi.
Russian officials said it was caused by a Ukrainian drone attack. Sochi’s nearby airport
has stopped flights. Krasnodar Region Governor Veniamin Kondratyev confirmed that
drone debris had hit a fuel tank and 127 firefighters were tackling the blaze. No
casualties or damage have been reported so far.

At the same time, Russian missile strikes hit homes and infrastructure in
Mykolaiv, a city in southern Ukraine, injuring at least seven civilians.

Over the weekend, Ukraine launched several drone attacks on Russian cities,
including Ryazan, Penza, and Voronezh, where four people were hurt. Russia said its air
defenses stopped many drones, especially over the Black Sea.

Ukraine said Russia fired dozens of drones and missiles overnight, shooting down
many but some still hit targets in eight locations.

This comes after a deadly week in Ukraine, including a large attack on Kyiv that



killed at least 31 people. Ukraine’s President Zelensky called for stronger sanctions on
Russia. Meanwhile, former US President Trump criticized Russia and warned Russia
must end the war by August 8 or face tough new tariffs on its exports.

VOLCANO-KAMCHATKA

The Krasheninnikov Volcano on Russia's Kamchatka Peninsula
erupted for the first time in recorded history, its first in 600 years, today.
Local authorities reported that the eruption began at 2:50 AM local time,
sending ash clouds up to 4 km above sea level.

The volcano has been given an orange aviation warning due to the
risk it poses to aircraft. The eruption may be linked to a powerful 8.7



magnitude earthquake and repeated aftershocks in the region earlier in the
week, which also triggered tsunami warnings.

Krasheninnikov's last known eruption occurred around 1463.
Scientists believe the recent seismic activity could have caused the volcano
to erupt.

The ash plume has moved eastward toward the Pacific Ocean, and
no populated areas are at risk. The volcano, located 200 km north of
Petropavlovsk-Kamchatsky, remains under close observation.

Authorities have urged residents and tourists to avoid traveling near
other active volcanoes in the region.
