more persons were killed in Hyderabad when a Ganesh idol being transported from
Laxmi Nagar to Puranapul came in contact with high-tension wires in Bandlaguda
in the early hours of today. The victims, identified as Tony, 21 and Vikas, 22, died
on the spot, while their friend Akshay, 23 sustained injuries and is undergoing
treatment. Officials of Electricity Department denied any negligence on their part.
Meanwhile, Deputy Chief Minister Bhatti Vikramarka directed officials to remove
cable wires attached to electricity poles immediately. He held a meeting with
clectricity department officials on the frequent electrocution accidents leading to
deaths. He also directed officials to disconnect those illegal electrical lines. He
asked officials to expedite underground electricity cable works.
