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LS - RS — ADJOURN: Both the Houses of Parliament were adjourned for the day
following opposition uproar over various issues. The Rajya Sabha was first

adjourned till 12 Noon and then finally for the day. While the proceedings of the
Lok Sabha was first adjourned till 2 PM before being finally adjourned for the day.
When the Rajya Sabha met after the first adjournment at 12 noon, the opposition
members again started sloganeering over various issues including discussion on SIR
of electoral roll in Bihar. After that, the Presiding Officer Ghanshyam Tiwari tried
to run Question Hour but proceedings were disrupted following opposition uproar.



As the pandemonium continued, the Chair adjourned the House for the day. The
proceedings in the Lok Sabha was also disrupted due to the opposition uproar over
various issues. When the House reassembled after the first adjournment at 2 PM,
members of the opposition parties started sloganeering seeking discussion on SIR in
Bihar. Krishna Prasad Tenneti who was on the Chair urged the protesting members
to allow discussion on the Readjustment of Representation of Scheduled Tribes in
Assembly Constituencies of the State of Goa Bill, 2024. As the pendemonium
continued the House was adjourned for the day.

RIJIJU-BRIEFING

Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju today criticized Congress leader
Rahul Gandhi for his statement on the Indian economy. He said, Mr. Gandhi is
again and again giving anti-India statements, which is not right. Briefing media in
New Delhi today, Mr. Rijiju said, Rahul Gandhi’s statement was even condemned
by several opposition leaders. He also criticized opposition parties for disrupting the
proceedings of the Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha. He said, protesting members enter
the well as soon as the proceedings begins and they do not let the House function.
On Rahul Gandhi's statements against the Election Commission, the Minister said
that Rahul Gandhi threatens constitutional organisations, which is a huge
conspiracy to weaken democracy. He termed this a very dangerous behaviour and
approach. He accused the opposition of running a malicious plan to discredit
constitutional organisations.

VP ELECTION: The Election Commission of India (ECI) today announced the
schedule for the election to the office of the Vice President of India. According to
the ECI, the election will be held on 9th September. The election is necessitated
following resignation of Jagdeep Dhankhar from the post of Vice-President last
month. This will be the 17th Vice Presidential election The notification for the
election will be issued on 7th of this month and interested candidates can file their
nominations by 21st of this month.NSD 7

MUSKAAN: As many as 1,247 children were rescued, including 1,173 boys and
74 girls during month-long Operation Muskaan XI from July 1%. The children were

rescued by Hyderabad city police, in coordination with Child Welfare Committee,
Labour Department, Department of Women and Child Welfare, Child Line, Anti-
Human Trafficking Unit (AHTU), Juvenile Bureau (JB) Unit and various NGOs.
