PM - GREEN HYDROGEN PLANT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has hailed a landmark step towards
sustainability with the commissioning of India’s first Make-in-India Green
Hydrogen Plant in the port sector at Kandla in Gujarat. The project,
undertaken by the Deendayal Port Authority (DPA), marks a major stride in
the nation’s efforts to achieve its Net-Zero emissions target. In a social
media post, Mr Modi said, this is a commendable effort, championing
sustainability and powering our Net-Zero vision. The plant was
operationalised just four months after PM Modi laid the foundation for a 10
MW green hydrogen facility during his visit to Bhuj in May 2025. With this,
Kandla becomes the first Indian port to house a megawatt-scale indigenous
green hydrogen facility, underlining Gujarat’s growing role in renewable
energy and sustainable infrastructure. The plant was inaugurated by Union
Minister for Ports, Shipping and Waterways, Sarbananda Sonowal.
Highlighting the project’s rapid execution, Mr Sonowal praised the DPA for
achieving a major engineering feat in record time. The establishment of
this green hydrogen plant is expected to play a pivotal role in reducing
carbon emissions and promoting clean energy solutions in India’s maritime
and logistics sectors. The move aligns with the government’s broader
strategy to promote indigenous technology and foster green innovation in



critical infrastructure. India has committed to achieving Net-Zero carbon
emissions by 2070 and is focusing on renewable energy, green hydrogen,
and sustainable industrial practices to meet this ambitious target.

RBI - MPC

Reserve Bank of India’s Monetary Policy Committee (MPC) will begin
its 3-day meeting today on the repo rate cut. Chaired by RBI Governor
Sanjay Malhotra, the committee’s decision will be announced on
Wednesday. According to a report by State Bank of India, RBI may
announce a 25 basis points repo rate cut in its monetary policy review to
boost credit growth ahead of Diwali. The SBI report said that a front-
loaded rate cut on Wednesday can bring an "early Diwali" by boosting
credit growth. The report said, the past data show a clear trend that any
repo rate cut ahead of Diwali results in higher credit growth during the
festive period. It added that Diwali, being one of the biggest festivals in
India, sees higher consumer spending, and a low-interest rate environment
before Diwali helps boost credit growth. However, some economists believe
that the Central Bank is likely to maintain the repo rate at 5.5 percent,
following three consecutive rate cuts totalling 100 basis points.

REV. PHILIPPINES PRESIDENT VISIT

President of Philippines Ferdinand R. Marcos Jr will arrive in New
Delhi this afternoon on a five day State Visit to India. He will be
accompanied by First Lady Louise Araneta Marcos and a high level
delegation including several Cabinet Ministers, other dignitaries and senior
officials, in addition to business representatives. This will be the first visit of
President Marcos to India, since assumption of office of the President of
the Philippines. During the visit, Prime Minister Narendra Modi and
President Marcos are scheduled to hold bilateral discussions tomorrow.
President Marcos will also meet President Droupadi Murmu. External Affairs
Minister Dr. S. Jaishankar is also scheduled to call on President Marcos



during this visit. President Marcos will also visit Bengaluru before returning
to the Philippines.

Diplomatic relations between India and the Philippines were
established in November 1949. Both countries have since developed a
strong partnership across a wide spectrum of areas, including trade and
investment, defence and security, maritime cooperation, agriculture,
healthcare, pharmaceuticals and digital technologies. The two countries
also engage closely at regional level, including through India’s
Comprehensive Strategic Partnership with ASEAN. India’s relations with the
Philippines are an integral pillar of the Act East Policy, Vision MAHASAGAR
and the vision of the Indo-Pacific. The State Visit of President Marcos
coincides with the 75th anniversary of India-Philippines diplomatic
relations. The visit is an opportunity for both leaders to set the path for
future bilateral cooperation, and to engage on regional and international
issues of mutual interest.

SMARTPHONE EXPORT

India’s smartphone exports hit a record high in the first quarter of the
financial year 2025-26, with shipments reaching 7.72 billion dollars, a 58
per cent increase from 4.9 billion dollars in the same period last year.
According to reports, Apple Inc. led the surge, exporting 6 billion dollars
worth of iPhones through its contract manufacturers, an 82 per cent jump
from the previous year. The tech giant accounted for nearly 78 per cent of
all smartphone exports during the quarter. India exported 3.1 billion dollars
worth of smartphones in Financial Year 2021. By 2025, that figure had
grown to 24.1 billion dollars, with Apple contributing 17.5 billion dollars.
Other key exporters include Padget Electronics, a subsidiary of Dixon
Technologies, which exported smartphones worth 175 million dollars, and
Samsung, which accounted for 12 per cent of total smartphone exports.
This sharp growth can be attributed to the Production-Linked Incentive
(PLI) scheme, introduced in 2020, which has significantly boosted local
manufacturing.

Shri Amarnath Ji Yatra has been suspended from both the Baltal and
Pahalgam routes in Jammu and Kashmir. In a statement, Divisional
Commissioner of Kashmir, Vijay Kumar Bidhuri said that due to the recent
heavy rains, critical repair and maintenance works are required on both the
Baltal and Pahalgam routes. He said it has been observed that due to
continued deployment of men and machinery on the tracks, the
Administration would not be able to resume Yatra. More than 4.14 lakh
yatris paid obeisance at the Holy Cave of Shri Amarnathji this year, since
the commencement of Yatra on 3rd of last month.

5th DAY IND-ENG TEST

In Cricket, the fifth and final Test of the Anderson-Tendulkar Trophy
has entered a thrilling final day at the Oval, with hosts England set to
resume their second innings at 339 for 6 against India. England needs just
35 more runs to win, while India must take the remaining four wickets to
claim victory and level the series. Earlier, chasing the target of 374,
England’s charge was led by brilliant centuries from Harry Brook and Joe



Root. Brook scored a fluent 111, while Root added a composed 105,
putting the hosts in a strong position. However, India fought back late in
the day with a stunning bowling performance. The visitors took three quick
wickets for just 36 runs, reigniting hopes of a dramatic comeback.
Mohammed Siraj has been the pick of the Indian bowlers, claiming three
wickets so far, while Prasidh Krishna has contributed with one. India
posted an impressive 396 in their second innings, with the help of a
brilliant 118 from Yashasvi Jaiswal, along with key half-centuries from
Akash Deep, Ravindra Jadeja, and Washington Sundar. Josh Tongue led
England’s bowling attack with a five-wicket haul, while Gus Atkinson picked
up three wickets. In the first innings, England were bowled out for 247 in
reply to India’s 224. India currently trails the five-match series 1-2.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to
very heavy rainfall over Arunachal Pradesh, Assam and Meghalaya, Bihar,
Himachal Pradesh, Kerala and Mahe, West Bengal, Tamil Nadu, Uttar
Pradesh and Uttarakhand today.
