PUDUCHERRY- DE JURE TRANSFER DAY

De Jure Transfer Day was celebrated today in Puducherry. The day
marks the formal transfer of the erstwhile French settlements of
Puducherry, Karaikal, Mahe and Yanam to the Indian Union in 1962,
following the Treaty of Cession. Earlier, in 1954, a referendum was held at
Keezhur where an overwhelming majority voted in favour of joining India.

At the Keezhur Memorial, Puducherry Legislative Assembly Speaker
R. Selvam unfurled the National Flag and paid tributes. Freedom fighters
were honoured at the event. In Yanam, Regional Administrator R.
Munisamy and other dignitaries paid floral tributes at the Freedom Fighters’
Memorial at Gandhi Municipal Park.

NEW-TRUMP-PUTIN MEETING

The high stake summit between Russian President Vladimir Putin and
US President Donald Trump in Alaska concluded without a deal on Ukraine-
Russia conflict. The talks were held a nearly three-hour at the EImendorf-
Richardson military base in Anchorage, Alaska, characterized as 'great
progress' but did not emerge with an agreement on the war in Ukraine.
Addressing the joint conference after the meeting, Russian President
Vladimir Putin said the central issue of their discussion was the Ukraine
conflict. Putin said he is sincerely interested in putting an end to the
conflict and he described it as a tragedy. He said Russia needs to eliminate
the "primary causes" of the conflict and warned Ukraine and Europe must
not sabotage talks. Discribing the situation in Ukraine as a fundamental
threats to our security, the Russian President said it was time to move from
confrontation to dialogue, and he called the meeting a long overdue. He
also claimed at one point that the war in Ukraine would not have happened
had Trump been President in 2022. Mr Putin also floated a different
location for his next meeting with President Donald Trump in Moscow.

NHAI

The National Highways Authority of India (NHAI) has successfully
implemented the ‘FASTag Annual Pass’ facility at 1 thousand 150 Toll
Plazas across the country on 79th Independence day yesterday. According
to the Road Transport and Highways Ministry, around 1 lakh 40 thousand
users have purchased and activated the annual pass till 7 PM, on the first
day of implementation. It added that almost 1 lakh 40 thousand



transactions were recorded on toll plazas. The Ministry further informed
that NHAI officials and Nodal officers have also been appointed on each toll
plaza to ensure a smooth travel experience for the pass users.

EXPORTS

India's merchandise exports showed a strong performance in July,
registering an increase of around 7.3 per cent to 37.24 billion dollars on an
annual basis. According to provisional data by the Ministry of Commerce
and Industry, major drivers of goods exports growth were engineering
goods, gems and jewellery, electronics, pharmaceuticals and organic and
inorganic chemicals. Among these, electronic goods exports increased
around 34 per cent from 2.81 billion dollars in July 2024 to 3.77 billion
dollars last month.

IMD

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast very heavy to
extremely heavy rainfall over Konkan and Goa today. The Met Department
also predicted heavy to very heavy rainfall over Assam, Meghalaya,
Uttarakhand, Madhya Maharashtra, Telangana, West Madhya Pradesh and
Gujarat Region. Heavy rainfall is also expected over Arunachal Pradesh,
Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram, Tripura, Chhattisgarh, Coastal Andhra
Pradesh, Karnataka, Kerala, Mahe, and Marathwada. Similar conditions are
likely to prevail over East Madhya Pradesh, East Rajasthan, Haryana,
Chandigarh, Himachal Pradesh, Punjab, Saurashtra, Vidarbha and West
Uttar Pradesh.

MAHA- RAINFALL

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued a Red Alert
for heavy to very heavy rainfall in Mumbai for today. Intermittent rains
have been lashing the city since yesterday morning, with intense showers
reported in several areas during the early hours today. The continuous
downpour has caused severe water-logging in many parts of the city,
disrupting daily life and traffic. The Mumbai Police have issued an advisory,
urging citizens to avoid unnecessary travel. Meanwhile, the IMD has issued
an orange alert for neighboring Raigad and yellow alert for Palghar and
Thane.
