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NATIONAL SPACE DAY

The second National Space Day is being celebrated across the
country today. The day commemorates the successful soft landing of the
Chandrayaan-3 Mission's Vikram Lander and the deployment of the
Pragyan Rover on the Moon on 23rd of August 2023. India's achievement
of landing near the Moon's South Pole marks a significant milestone,
making us the fourth nation to land on the Moon's surface and the first to
reach near the South Pole. The theme for this year's celebration is
"Aryabhatta to Gaganyaan: Ancient Wisdom to Infinite Possibilities."

As part of the celebrations, Indian Space Research Organisation
(ISRO) hosted the National Space Meet 2.0 in New Delhi yesterday. The
meet brought together several Ministries, Private Stakeholders, Academia,
Startups, and Experts to shape the next decade of India’s space
applications roadmap. It featured 10 breakout sessions that engaged
hundreds of experts who, over the past four months, worked closely with
Ministries, Departments, State Governments, and ISRO to identify
hundreds of use cases for immediate and future implementation.

Speaking at the concluding session of the event, Principal Secretary
to the Prime Minister P.K. Mishra hailed India’s space journey and
emphasized that the meet comprised the whole-of-government approach,
from agriculture and health to disaster management and climate resilience.
Mr Mishra said that space is not about conquering the stars, it is about
improving life on earth. Mr Mishra also noted that reforms and policies
have unlocked unprecedented opportunities in India’s space reforms with
its startup expanding from two in 2014 to more than 350 startups at
present.

Speaking on the occasion, ISRO Chairman,V. Narayanan highlighted
India’s remarkable space journey from the rocket launches at Thumba in
1963 to today’s global recognition of India’s leadership in space. He said
that capability augmentation and deeper private sector integration in line
with space sector reforms will make significant contributions to Viksit
Bharat 2047.

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PM-JAPAN-CHINA VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a four-day visit to Japan
and China from 29th of this month. Mr Modi will visit Japan from 29th to
30th of August to participate in the 15th India-Japan Annual Summit. This
will be Prime Minister Modi’s eighth visit to Japan, and the first Summit
with Prime Minister of Japan Shigeru Ishiba. During Mr Maodi's visit, the two
Prime Ministers will review the special strategic and global partnership
between India and Japan, including defense, security, trade and economy,
technology and innovation. They will also discuss issues of regional and
global importance.

In the second leg of his visit, Prime Minister Modi will travel to China
from 31st August to 1st next month to attend the Shanghai Cooperation
organization Summit in Tianjin. On the sidelines of the Summit, Prime



Minister Modi is expected to hold bilateral meetings with several global
leaders. India has been a member of SCO since 2017. It held the
presidency of the Council of Heads of State of SCO during 2022-23.

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FERTILIZER-PRODUCTION

The government has said that fertiliser availability is comfortable
across states during the ongoing Kharif season. According to the Chemicals
and Fertilizers Ministry, total Urea availability is 183 lakh metric tonnes
against the pro-rata requirement of 143 lakh metrictonnes, and 155 lakh
metric tonnes is already sold. The Ministry said, Diammonium Phosphate
(DAP) availability is 49 lakh metric tonnes against a pro-rata requirement of
45 lakh metric tonnes and sale of 33 lakh metric tonnes has taken place.
Domestic fertilizers production has seen unprecedented growth in the past
10 years with the record Urea production. According to the Ministry, over
306 lakh metric tonnes urea production was recorded in the year 2024-25,
with a growth of 35 per cent in comparison to production achieved in the
year 2013-14. Over 227 lakh metric tonnes of Urea production was
recorded in the year 2013-14.

The Ministry said, production of Diammonium Phosphate (DAP) and
Nitrogen, Phosphorus, and Potassium (NPKS) fertilizers have grown from
over 110 lakh metric tonnes to more than 158 lakh metric tonnes during
the same period. The Ministry highlighted that despite the geo-political
situation which affected the supplies offertilizers to the country, the
government has taken step to provide relief to the farmers by providing
subsidies on fertilizers. Farmers are getting 45 kilogram Urea bag at MRP
of 242 rupees and DAP bag at 1350 rupees.

The Department of Fertilizers has ensured uninterrupted availability
of Urea across thecountry by maximizing domestic production and
procurement through global tenders. States are advised to ensure effective
action against black marketing,hoarding, over-pricing and diversion of
fertilizers.

The government has stressed that it is committed to ensure the
timely and equitable availability of fertilizers to all farmers. <><><>

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CPI LEADER-DEMISE

Senior Communist leader and former MP Suravaram Sudhakar Reddy
passed away in Hyderabad late last evening while undergoing treatment at
a private hospital in the city.

A stalwart of the Communist Party of India (CPI), he served as the
party’s general secretary from 2012 to 2019 and was widely respected for
his unwavering commitment to workers’ rights and social justice. He was
elected twice as the Member of Parliament from Nalgonda constituency, in

Born in Mahbubnagar district, Sudhakar Reddy's political journey
began as a student leader in Kurnool and grew steadily as he took on
leadership roles in the CPI, culminating in his national leadership for seven
years. Sudhakar Reddy’s contributions left a lasting impact on leftist politics
in Telangana and across the country. He will be remembered as a
dedicated parliamentarian and a passionate advocate for the rights of the
marginalised.

VP-NOMINATIONS

A total of 68 nominations filed by 46 candidates have been received
for the upcoming Vice-Presidential Election. Out of these 68 nomination
papers, 28 nomination papers filed by 19 candidates were rejected under
the Presidential and Vice-Presidential Elections Act, 1952.

In a statement the office of Returning Officer for the Vice-Presidential
Election, 2025 and Secretary-General of Rajya Sabha said that 40
nominations of 27 candidates were taken for scrutiny today.

The Vice Presidential Election is scheduled to be held on Sth of next
month. NDA has chosen CP Radhakrishnan as its Vice Presidential
candidate, while the opposition INDIA bloc has fielded former Supreme
Court Judge B Sudershan Reddy. The election has been necessitated due
to the resignation of Jagdeep Dhankhar who tendered his resignation last
month citing health reasons. This will be the 17th Vice Presidential election.
The Vice-President is elected by an Electoral College, which consists of the
members of the Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha.
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WRESTLING

In Wrestling, India's Kajal Dochak won a gold medal at the U20
World Championships while Shruti and Saarika grabbed bronze medals in
the women's event at Samokov in Bulgaria yesterday.
Reigning Under-20 Asian champion, 17-year-old Haryana wrestler
Kajal battle past China's Yugqi Liu 8-6 in a stiff 72kg final. Saarika secured
bronze in women’s 53kg category with a technical superiority win over
Poland’s Ilona Valchuk. Shruti earned bronze in the 50kg category,
defeating Germany'’s Josephine Wrench 6-0.
In the men’s Greco-Roman 60kg category, Suraj clinched bronze by
overcoming France’s Lucas Go Grasso. So far, Indian wrestlers have won
nine medals - two gold, four silver and three bronze - at the ongoing
championships.
