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LS - RS - ADJOURN

Lok Sabha has been adjourned till 2:00 PM amid sloganeering by
the opposition members over various issues. When the Lok Sabha met at 11
AM, Lok Sabha speaker Om Birla tried to run Question Hour, but the
opposition members started sloganeering over various issues including roll
back of Special Intensive Revision in Bihar. Mr Birla appealed to the
opposition to allow Question Hour saying that it is an important business and
the opposition must participate in it. He emphasised that Question Hour is an
important business as it will strengthen democracy. The Opposition members
continued their protest due to which the Speaker adjourned the House till
2:00 PM. The Rajya Sabha has also been adjourned till 12 noon
following opposition uproar. When the House met at 11 AM, Deputy
Chairman Harivansh said that he had received 30 adjournment notices from
different political parties relating to various issues but the notices were
rejected citing ruling. On the issue of Opposition demand of holding
discussion on Special Intensive Revision of electoral roll in Bihar, Harivansh
said that he cannot allow discussion over this matter as, Election Commission
is a constitutional body and the matter is also subjudice. He also appealed to
the opposition members to go back to their seats and allow the House to
function. As the pandemonium continued, the Deputy Chairman adjourned
the House till 12:00 noon.

REV. PM-KISAN INSTALMENT
Prime Minister Narendra Modi will visit his parliamentary constituency,



Varanasi, tomorrow to lay the foundation stone and inaugurate the
development projects worth around 2,200 crore rupees. On this occasion, PM
Modi will also address a public gathering. Here is a report:

In a landmark step for farmer welfare, the Prime Minister will
release the 20th instalment of PM-KISAN from Varanasi, with over

£20,500 crore to be transferred directly to the bank accounts of
more than 9.7 crore farmers across the country. This will push the

total disbursement under the scheme beyond ¥3.90 lakh crore. In
an_effort to improve road connectivity in the Varanasi, the Prime
Minister will inaugurate and lay the foundation stone for several
significant infrastructure projects. The PM will inaugurate the
widening and strengthening of the Varanasi-Bhadohi road and
Chhitauni-Shool Tankeshwar road; and Railway Overbridge at
Hardattpur. Strengthening the power infrastructure in the region,
Prime_Minister will lay the foundation stone of various works

under the Smart Distribution Project and undergrounding of
electrical infrastructure worth over T880 crore. PM Modi will also

inaugurate 47 Rural Drinking Water Schemes under the Jal Jeevan
Mission.

One of the key announcements during the visit will be the
inauquration of the upgradation of 53 school buildings within the
city limits. High security arrangements have been made in the city
due to Prime Minister’s visit.

REV. BANKING LAWS AMENDMENT ACT

Key provisions of Banking Laws (Amendment) Act, 2025 will come into
effect today. The Act is aimed at improving governance standards in the
banking sector and ensuring enhanced protection for depositors and
investors. The Finance Ministry said that the Act, notified on April 15 this
year, also seeks to improve audit quality in public sector banks and increase
the tenure of Directors (other than the Chairperson and whole-time
Directors) in cooperative banks.

The provisions of the Act aim to redefine the threshold of "substantial
interest" from 5 lakh rupees to 2 crore rupees, revising a limit that has
remained unchanged since 1968.

Further, these provisions align Director tenures in cooperative banks



with the 97th Constitutional Amendment by increasing the maximum tenure
from 8 years to 10 years (excluding the Chairperson and whole-time
Director).

The Banking Laws (Amendment) Act, 2025 contains a total of 19
amendments across five legislations - the Reserve Bank of India Act, 1934,
the Banking Regulation Act, 1949, the State Bank of India Act, 1955, and the
Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970 and
1980.

REV. ECI - SIR:

The Election Commission will publish the draft electoral roll in Bihar today under the
Special Intensive Revision initiative. In his message before the publication of the
draft electoral roll, Chief Election Commissioner Gyanesh Kumar said that the
physical and digital format of electoral roll will also be provided to all recognised
political parties in all 38 districts of Bihar by District Election Officers. He said, the
Chief Electoral Officer of Bihar and 243 Electoral Officers will invite the voter or any
recognised political party to file their objections regarding any discrepancies in the
electoral roll. The objections can be made from 1st August to 1st September 2025.
ECI issued instructions for conducting Special Intensive Revision exercise in Bihar
on 24™ of June. The objectives of the exercise were to ensure the inclusion of
names of all eligible citizens in the electoral roll in a transparent manner. The last
intensive revision for Bihar was conducted by the Commission in the year 2003.

PM-15 AUG SPEECH IDEAS

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has invited all citizens to contribute their
thoughts and ideas for his Independence Day address. In a social media post,
Mr Modi urged citizens to share their thoughts on the open forums on MyGov
and the NaMo App.

JHARKHAND: MONSOON SESSION

The five-day long Monsoon Session of Jharkhand Legislative Assembly
will begin today. The first supplementary budget for the financial year
2025-26 will be presented in the Assembly on August 4.

Meanwhile, Question Hour, debate on the supplementary budget and a
special session on heavy rains in the State will be conducted in the second
shift of August 6. Many important bills including formation of State University
Commission will also be presented in this session.



SHAH-TILAK

Union Home Minister Amit Shah paid tribute to Lokmanya Bal
Gangadhar Tilak on his death anniversary today. In a social media post, Mr
Shah stated that Tilak transformed Swaraj into a mass movement, made
Swadeshi a matter of public consciousness, and elevated culture as a source
of national pride.
