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CABINET

The Union Cabinet has approved a total outlay of 6520 crore rupees
including additional outlay of 1920 crore rupees for the expansion of
ongoing Central Sector Scheme "Pradhan Mantri Kisan Sampada Yojana"
during the 15th Finance Commission Cycle. Information and Broadcasting
Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw made the announcement about the Union
Cabinet's decision while briefing media in New Delhi yesterday.

Mr Vaishnaw said, the Cabinet has also approved the Central Sector
Scheme “Grant in aid to National Cooperative Development Corporation
(NCDC) with an outlay of two thousand crore rupees for a period of four
years from 2025-26 to 2028-29. The Cabinet Committee on Economic



Affairs has approved four multitracking railway projects covering 13
districts across the states of Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh, West Bengal,
Bihar, Odisha, and Jharkhand. The total estimated cost of the projects is 11
thousand 169 crores and will be completed upto 2028-29.

PM-KISAN INSTALMENT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will release the 20th instalment of
PM-KISAN by disbursing more than 20 thousand 500 crore rupees to over
nine crore 70 lakh farmers on Saturday during his visit to Varanasi, Uttar
Pradesh. During his visit, Mr. Modi will lay the foundation stone and
inaugurate multiple development projects worth around two thousand 200
crore rupees.

The Prime Minister will inaugurate and lay the foundation stone of
several key infrastructure projects during his Varanasi visit. He will
inaugurate the widening and strengthening of the Varanasi - Bhadohi road
and Chhitauni- Shool Tankeshwar road and Railway overbridge at
Hardattpur, to ease congestion on the Mohan Sarai - Adalpura Road.

To give a boost to the tourism sector, Mr. Modi will inaugurate the
redevelopment of eight riverfront Kuccha Ghats, development works at
Kalika Dham, and the restoration and water purification of Durgakund. He
will lay the foundation stone for restoration work at Kardameshwar
Mahadev Temple, City Facility Centres at Sarnath, Ramnagar Zones,
redevelopment of Munshi Premchand’s ancestral house in Lamahi and its
upgradation as a museum among others. He will also lay the foundation
stone for development of an Urban Miyawaki Forest at Kanchanpur and for



the redevelopment and beautification of Shaheed Udyan and 21 other
parks. To ensure access to potable water in rural areas, the Prime Minister
will also inaugurate 47 rural drinking water schemes under the Jal Jeevan
Mission.

The Prime Minister will inaugurate the upgradation of 53 school
buildings. He will also lay the foundation stone for several educational
projects. Mr. Modi will inaugurate advanced medical equipment
installations, including robotic surgery and CT scan facilities, at Mahamana
Pandit Madan Mohan Malaviya Cancer Centre and Homi Bhabha Cancer
Hospital. He will also lay the foundation stone of a Homoeopathic College
and Hospital. The Prime Minister will inaugurate a synthetic hockey turf at
Dr. Bhimrao Ambedkar Sports Stadium. The Prime Minister will also
distribute more than seven thousand 400 assistive aids to Divyangjan and
elderly beneficiaries.

The Election Commission will publish the draft electoral roll in Bihar
today under the Special Intensive Revision initiative. In his message before
the publication of the draft electoral roll, Chief Election Commissioner
Gyanesh Kumar said that the physical and digital format of electoral roll will
also be provided to all recognised political parties in all 38 districts of Bihar
by District Election Officers. He said, the Chief Electoral Officer of Bihar and
243 Electoral Officers will invite the voter or any recognised political party
to file their objections regarding any discrepancies in the electoral roll. The
objections can be made from 1st August to 1st September 2025. ECI
issued instructions for conducting Special Intensive Revision exercise in
Bihar on 24™ of last month. The objectives of the exercise were to ensure
the inclusion of names of all eligible citizens in the electoral roll in a
transparent manner. The last intensive revision for Bihar was conducted by
the Commission in the year 2003. The voters can check their details at

SCINDIA-MOBILE CONCLAVE

Union Communications Minister Jyotiraditya Scindia has said that Elon
Musk-led Starlink has received a licence to launch satellite internet service
in India and a framework for spectrum allocation is also in place for a
smooth rollout. Addressing a Mobile Conclave on the occasion of 30 years
of mobile telephony in New Delhi, the Minister highlighted that India's
digital journey in the last 11 years has been extraordinary. He added that
in the last decade digital access from remote villages to metro cities has
empowered citizens and made India a global leader in affordable and
inclusive technology.

Mr Scindia mentioned that the country now has 1.2 billion telephone
connections and internet subscribers have increased by 286 percent to 97
crore. The Union Minister further asserted that with a 96.6 percent drop in
mobile data rates, India has become the cheapest data provider in the
world. Mr. Scindia added that 5G network coverage has reached 99.6
percent of the districts in the country and 30 crore consumers are taking
advantage of it through 4.74 lakh 5G towers. He also informed that Bharti
Group-backed Eutelsat OneWeb and Jio SES are also awaiting spectrum
allocation to launch satellite-based communication services. The Minister
emphasized that the government telecom company BSNL's re-
establishment of its foothold has been a major achievement and mentioned
that BSNL has set up more than 83 thousand 4G network sites.

The
Vice-President is elected by an Electoral College comprising the elected
members of the Rajya Sabha, nominated members of the Rajya Sabha and
the elected members of the Lok Sabha. The Commission is mandated to
prepare and maintain an updated list of the members of this Electoral
College, along with their latest addresses. The poll body in a statement
said that the list will be available for purchase at a counter set up in
Election Commission following the official notification. Election Commission



is mandated to conduct the election to the office of the Vice-President of
India under Article 324 of the Constitution.
