PAR-ADJOURN

The Lok Sabha has been adjourned till 12 noon, while the Rajya
Sabha till 2:00 PM following opposition parties' uproar over various issues.
When the Lok Sabha met at 11:00 AM, Speaker Om Birla tried to run the
Question Hour but the opposition members started sloganeering
demanding discussion on the Special Intensive Revision issue. He
repeatedly appealed to the protesting members to go back to their seats,
and to follow the parliamentary norms and traditions of the democracy.
Amid the noisy scene, Housing and Urban Affairs Minister Manohar Lal
replied to a question related to the status of Smart Cities Mission. As the
noisy scenes continued, the Speaker adjourned the House till 12 noon.

Similar scenes were also witnessed in the Rajya Sabha. When the
House assembled at 11 AM, Deputy Chairman Harivansh said that he had
received 25 adjournment notices from different political parties relating to
various issues but the notices were rejected citing ruling. He appealed to
the opposition members to go back to their seats and allow the House to
function. Harivansh said more than 51 hours have been lost due to
continuous disruptions in the Rajya Sabha. He said that Zero Hours and
Question Hours are for members, and requested members to allow the
House to function. As the pandemonium continued, the Deputy Chairman
adjourned the House till 2:00 PM.

IMD - WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to very
heavy rainfall over Uttarakhand and Uttar Pradesh today. Isolated heavy
rainfall is likely to continue over Uttarakhand and Himachal Pradesh till
12th of this month. Heavy rainfall is likely over Karnataka, Bihar and
Jharkhand. IMD said that heavy rainfall likely to continue over Northeast



and adjoining East India during next 7 days. Meanwhile, red alert has been
issued for very heavy rainfall at isolated places over Arunachal Pradesh for
tomorrow.

The weather agency further said that isolated heavy rainfall is
expected over Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Mahe, Coastal Andhra Pradesh,
Telangana and Rayalaseema till Saturday. Fishermen are advised to avoid
venturing into the Arabian Sea along Kerala, Karnataka and Lakshadweep,
Maharashtra and Goa coasts till 11th of this month.

PREZ-HANDLOOM DAY

President Droupadi Murmu will preside over the 11th National
Handloom Day celebration in New Delhi today. The event, organized by the
Ministry of Textiles, aims to honor India's vibrant handloom sector and its
contribution to the country's rural economy and cultural identity.
Approximately 650 weavers from across the country, foreign buyers,
eminent personalities, exporters, and senior government officials will
attend the function. Textile Minister Giriraj Singh, Minister of State for
Textiles, Pabitra Margherita, and secretary of the Ministry of Textiles
Neelam Shami Rao will be attending the function.

The celebration will include the presentation of prestigious awards,
such as the Sant Kabir Handloom Award and National Handloom Award, to
outstanding weavers who have made significant contributions to the
sector's growth. The Sant Kabir Award carries a cash prize of 3.5 lakh
rupees, while the National Handloom Award carries a cash prize of 2 lakh
rupees.
