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PM - INDEPENDENCE DAY (1)



The Nation celebrates its 79th Independence Day today. Prime
Minister Narendra Modi lead the Independence Day celebrations from the
iconic Red Fort in Delhi and hoisted the National Flag.

Addressing the nation from the ramparts of the iconic monument, Mr
Modi saluted the brave soldiers of Operation Sindoor saying that the
Operation is a powerful testament to the valour and precision of country's
armed forces. He said, the government gave the Armed Forces a free
hand, allowing them to strategise, set the target, and decide the timing.
Prime Minister said, the country's brave soldiers gave the enemies a
befitting reply, beyond their imagination. He highlighted that Indian Armed
forces attacked hundreds of kilometres into enemy territory in Pakistan and
turned terrorist headquarters to dust. He said, every Indian was angered
by the horrors perpetrated by terrorists in Pahalgam and Operation Sindoor
is the expression of their anger. Mr Modi said that India has now decided,
blood and water will not flow together. Mr Modi mentioned the people of
the country have now realized that the Indus Waters Treaty was unjust.
Prime Minister said that India will no longer tolerate nuclear blackmail.

Prime Minister Modi said, this Independence Day is festival of hope
and aspirations. He said, this occassion is about the resolve of 140 crore
Indians and the pride of country's shared achievements. Mr Modi said that
the nation is continuously strengthening the spirit of unity. He said, for the
past 75 years, the Constitution of India has been a beacon of light and
guiding the people on their path.

Prime Minister Modi said that the country is also celebrating the
125th anniversary of Dr. Syama Prasad Mookerjee, who sacrifice his life for
the Constitution of India. He said, his government abrogated Article 370
from Jammu and Kashmir to fulfil the vision of One Nation, One
Constitution, the county gave him a true tribute.

Prime Minister said, in the past few days, the country faced natural
disasters, landslides, cloudbursts, and many other calamities. He said,
State and central government are working together with full strength on
rescue operations, relief efforts, and rehabilitation work.

Upon his arrival at the Red Fort, the Prime Minister was received by
Defence Minister Rajnath Singh and Minister of State for Defence Sanjay
Seth. Thereafter, the Prime Minister received the Guard of Honour. As soon
as the National Flag was hoisted by Prime Minister Modi, flower petals were
showered at the venue by two Mi-17 helicopters of the Indian Air Force -
one trooping the national flag and the other trooping a flag depicting



Operation Sindoor.
Earlier, before reaching Red Fort, Mr Modi visited Rajghat and paid
tributes to the father of the nation Mahatma Gandhi.

REV. TRUMP - PUTIN

US President Donald Trump will meet his Russian counterpart
Vladimir Putin at the US Joint Military Base Elmendorf-Richardson in
Anchorage, Alaska today. This will be their first meeting since Trump's
return to the White House in January this year. Ahead of the summit,
Trump said, he believes Putin is ready to end the war in Ukraine, but peace
would likely require at least a second meeting involving Ukrainian President
Volodymyr Zelenskiy.

GALLANTRY AND SERVICE MEDALS

A total of 1090 Personnel of Police, Fire, Home Guard and Civil
Defence and Correctional Services have been awarded Gallantry and
Service Medals on the occasion of the Independence Day. According to the
Home Ministry, 233 personnel have been awarded the Medal for Gallantry
(GM), 99 personnel awarded the President's Medal for Distinguished
Service (PSM) and 758 personnel awarded the Medal for Meritorious
Service (MSM).

Medals for Gallantry (GM) are awarded on the grounds of the Rare
Conspicuous Act of Gallantry and Conspicuous Act of Gallantry respectively
in saving life and property, or in preventing crime or arresting criminals.
The President's Medal for Distinguished Service (PSM) is awarded for
special distinguished record in Service and Medal for Meritorious Service
(MSM) is awarded for valuable service characterized by resource and
devotion to duty.

TELANGANA RAINS

In Telangana, normal life remained disrupted in several parts of the
state due to heavy rains for the third consecutive day yesterday. Heavy
rains resulted in waterlogging on the roads and inundation of low-lying



areas at some places. Streams, rivulets and other water bodies are
overflowing, causing disruption of road connectivity between villages in
various districts. The Musi River in Hyderabad is also on spate. Chitkul in
Medak district received the highest of 146 mms of rainfall till 5 AM this
morning. Several places in Medak, Sangareddy, Nizamabad and
Mahabubabad districts also received very heavy rainfall over and above
119 mms. Meanwhile, Met officials forecast very heavy rain likely at
isolated places in five districts.

Meanwhile, the state government has sanctioned one crore rupees
each of all 33 districts to carry out relief measures. Union Coal Mines
Minister G Kishan Reddy, in a statement, said seven teams of the National
Disaster Response Force (NDRF), each comprising 50 personnel, have been
deployed for relief works in the state as directed by Union Home Minister
Amit Shah.

PREZ ADDRESS (EMBARGOED TILL ADDRESS IS OVER)

President Droupadi Murmu today asserted that India is well on the
path of becoming a developed economy by 2047. In her address to the
nation on the eve of the 79" Independence Day, President Murmu
attributed this to the all-round economic growth complemented by social
sector initiatives. She said the nation is marching ahead during the Amrit
Kaal and every citizen is contributing to the best of their ability. President
Murmu expressed belief that youth, women and the communities that had
for long remained on the margins will lead to Viksit Bharat.
