Under the influence of a low-pressure area, moderate to heavy rains lashed several 
parts of Andhra Pradesh beginning from Tuesday till Wednesday night and early hours 
of today. 
 The incessant rains have severely affected normal life especially in north coastal 
districts of Andhra Pradesh and parts of south coastal and Raylaseema regions. 
V/C -HENRY 
 First warning alert has been issued at Prakasam Barrage in River Krishna in 
Vijayawada, with an inflow and outflow equalling 4.05 lakh-cusecs. 
The State government has alerted revenue machinery in the wake of heavy rains in 
coastal Andhra. 
With Orange Alert issued by the Met Department for coastal Andhra under the influence 
of the low-pressure area, all authorities have been asked to be ready for relief 
measures. 
People have been alerted in North Coastal Andhra and undivided Krishna districts. 
With rising flood flow from upper catchment areas, people on the banks of River 
Krishna have been advised to be on guard as more than 4 lakh-cusecs of water is 



coming from the Prakasam Barrage.  People in low-lying areas have been asked to 
move to safer places and rehabilitation centres. 
Meanwhile, water levels in River Godavari which is also slightly on the rise and is likely 
to reach almost the first warning level by tomorrow.People along Krishna, Godavari and 
Tungabhadra rivers have been cautioned to be alert by the respective district 
administrations. Fishermen have been advised not to go for fishing. 
 
RELIEF OPERATIONS: Union Minister of State for Home Affairs Bandi Sanjay Kumar today 

held a telephonic conversation with State Revenue Minister Ponguleti Srinivas Reddy regarding 

the ongoing relief operations in flood-hit areas of the state. During the call, Bandi Sanjay 

informed that an Army helicopter has already been deployed in the Nirmal district to carry out 

relief and rescue operations. He assured the State Government of the Centre’s complete 

cooperation. Earlier, Bandi Sanjay had contacted Defence officials over the delay in the arrival. 

Meanwhile, the Telangana Fire, Disaster Response and Emergency Services department in 

coordination with State Disaster Response Force (SDRF) personnel rescued 801 people stuck in 

the flood water in five districts in North Telangana since yesterday. These people were rescued 

from the areas inundated with rain water in Kamareddy, Medak, Rajanna Sircilla, Jagtial and 

Nirmal districts and sent to safe places. The highest number of people was rescued from 

Ramayanpet Town in Medak, according to a press statement. As many as 350 students in SC 

Women’s Degree College Hostel in Ramayanpet Town in Medak district were shifted to a safe 

place. The Nirmal boat crew and SDRP personnel from Nizamabad rescued 200 students from 

SC Welfare Boys Residential School at GR Colony in Kamareddy. The fire crew rescued 84 

students from SC, ST Welfare Hostel in the town and 70 people at GR Colony in the district. 

However, one person at Ramaraopalle village at Korutla mandal in Jagtial and two more persons 

at Wadi village in Medak district went missing. Telangana Fire Services Director-General Y 

Nagi Reddy supervised the rescue operations in Kamareddy district. PTCs 21 

 
REV. INDIA-BANGLADESH 
 

 India and Bangladesh have agreed to intensify joint efforts to combat trans-
border crimes by enhancing vigilance, increasing coordinated patrols, and sharing real-
time intelligence. The commitment was made in a joint statement issued after a four-
day Director General-level border conference held at Border Guard Bangladesh’s 
Pilkhana Headquarters in Dhaka. The Indian delegation was led by Border Security 
Force, Director General Daljit Singh Chawdhary, while the Bangladeshi side was headed 
by Border Guard Bangladesh Director General Major General Mohammad 
Ashrafuzzaman Siddiqui. Both forces emphasized the importance of the Coordinated 
Border Management Plan in tackling smuggling, human trafficking, illegal intrusion, and 
terrorism. They agreed to educate border populations, implement socio-economic 



development in vulnerable areas, and expedite pending infrastructure work near the 
International Border. Reaffirming a 'Zero Tolerance' stance on terrorism and insurgent 
activity, both sides committed to continued collaboration, including fencing initiatives 
and protection of riverbanks, to ensure peace and security along the border. 

 
AMIT SHAH-ASSAM VISIT 
 Guwahati: Union Home Minister, Amit Shah will arrive in Guwahati this evening 
on a two-day visit to Assam. Tomorrow morning, the Union minister will inaugurate the 
newly constructed Brahmaputra wing of the Raj Bhavan in Guwahati followed by virtual 
inauguration of National Cyber Forensic Laboratory and foundation stone laying cum 
inauguration of various development projects of the Armed Forces. 
Later in the day, Mr. Shah will attend the Panchayat Sanmilan in Guwahati where nearly 
20,000 elected panchayat representatives, including 16,671 from the BJP and over 
1,500 representatives from other NDA allies are expected to attend the programme. In 
addition, elected representatives from all autonomous councils will also be present. 
However, keeping in view the forthcoming BTC elections, no representatives from the 
Bodoland Territorial Region (BTR) will participate. In the evening, he will launch the 
year-long birth centenary celebrations of Assam's first non-Congress chief minister, 
Golap Borbora, before leaving for New Delhi.

INDIA BHUTAN MoU 
 
 India and Bhutan have signed an MoU on Technical Cooperation in Agriculture 
and Allied Sectors. Secretary, Agriculture Ministry Devesh Chaturvedi and Bhutan's 
Agriculture Secretary Thinley Namgyel signed the MoU in Thimpu. Ministry of 
Agriculture said in a statement that the signing of MoU represents a significant 
milestone in the enduring partnership between India and Bhutan. This reflects the two 
countries’ shared commitment to food security, sustainable farming, and rural 
prosperity. The MoU will serve as a framework for collaboration in various areas 
including agricultural research and innovation, livestock health and production, post-
harvest management, value chain development, and the exchange of knowledge, skills, 
and expertise. 
 

PAKISTAN FLOOD DEATHS 

 In Pakstan, at least 17 people have died in the past 24 hours as floods 
submerged hundreds of villages across the Punjab province. Catastrophic flooding in 
the Sutlej, Ravi, and Chenab rivers has triggered mass evacuations, damaged 



infrastructure, and inundated millions of acres of agricultural land in the province of 
over 130 million people. According to Punjab Emergency Services Rescue, as many as 
17 people died in the floods in the past 24 hours, seven in Sialkot, four in Gujrat, three 
in Narowal, two in Hafizabad, and one in Gujranwala.
