Prime Minister Narendra Modi said that the stable and constructive ties 
between India and China will contribute significantly to regional and global 
peace and prosperity.  Prime Minister also emphasized the importance of 
maintaining peace and tranquillity on the India-China border, and 
reiterated India's commitment to a fair, reasonable and mutually 
acceptable resolution of the boundary question. Prime Minister stated this, 
after the meeting with Chinese Foreign Minister Wang Yi  in New Delhi 
yesterday. Mr Yi handed over message and invitation from Chinese 
President Xi Jinping to the Prime Minister for the SCO Summit being held in 
Tianjin.  
 Prime Minister Modi welcomed the steady and positive progress in 
bilateral ties since his meeting with President Xi in Kazan last year, guided 
by mutual respect, mutual interest and mutual sensitivity, including the 
resumption of the Kailash Manasarovar Yatra. He thanked President Xi for 
the invitation to the SCO Summit and conveyed his acceptance. He 
expressed support for China's Presidency of the SCO Summit and said that 
he looked forward to meeting President Xi in Tianjin. Meanwhile, sources 
said that China has promised to address three key concerns of India. They 
said Chinese Foreign Minister Wang Yi assured External Affairs Minister Dr 
S Jaishankar during their meeting yesterday that China is addressing 
India’s needs of fertilisers, rare earths and tunnel boring machines.

 Prime Minister Narendra Modi will inaugurate Aunta - Simaria project 
in Bihar's Gaya on 22nd of this month. The project includes a nearly two 
kilometer long bridge over river Ganga, which will provide direct 
connectivity between Mokama in Patna District and Begusarai.  
 Briefing the media in New Delhi, National Highway Authority of India 
(NHAI) Member, Anil Choudhary informed that this bridge has been 
constructed parallel to the old 2-lane rail Cum-road bridge 'Rajendra Setu'. 
He added that the new bridge will reduce extra travel distance by upto 100 
kilometer for the heavy vehicles, travelling between regions of North Bihar 
and South Bihar. Mr Choudhary said that the project will make travel easier 
as well as faster for heavy vehicles thereby saving on fuel and vehicle 
operation cost. 
 The foundation stone of the project was laid by the Prime Minister 
Narendra Modi in 2017, marking the beginning of a transformational 
journey to enhance connectivity and support regional development across 
Bihar.

 Cabinet has approved development of Green Field Airport at Kota-
Bundi in Rajasthan at an estimated cost of 1,507 crore rupees. The project 
includes construction of Terminal Building spanning an area of 20 thousand 
square meters capable of handling 1000 Peak Hour passengers. Kota is 
recognised as the industrial capital of Rajasthan. Kota is also 
renowned as the Educational Coaching Hub of India. Its 
prominence in educational and industrial sectors makes the 
Greenfield Airport a critical infrastructure project, aimed at 
addressing the anticipated traffic growth in the region. 
 Briefing media in New Delhi this afternoon, Information and Broadcasting 
Minister Ashwini Vaishanw said, Cabinet has also approved construction of 
6-lane access-controlled Capital Region Ring Road in Odisha on at a cost of 
8,307.74 crore rupees. This Bhubaneshwar Bypass will provide significant 
benefit to Odisha and other eastern states by diverting heavy commercial 
traffic away from Cuttack, Bhubaneshwar and Khordha cities. This will 
enhance the efficiency of freight movement, reducing logistics 
cost and driving socio-economic growth in the region. It will play a 
pivotal role in regional economic growth, strengthening connectivity 
between major religious and econmic centers and opening new avenues for 
trade and industrial development. The project will also generate 
approximately 74.43 Lakhs person-days of direct employment and 
93.04 lakh person-days of indirect employment.

 India has become the world’s 3rd-largest solar energy producer, 
doubled its solar manufacturing capacity and achieved its COP26 renewable 
energy target five years ahead of its Paris agreement goal, with 
renewables now powering over 50 per cent of the country’s total installed 
electricity generation capacity of 484.82gigawatt(GW).
