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PAR-ADJOURN: Both the Houses of the Parliament have been adjourned for the
day. The Rajya Sabha was adjourned as mark of respect after paying tributes to
Senior Jharkhand Mukti Morcha leader and sitting MP Shibu Soren who passed
away in New Delhi this morning, while the proceedings of the Lok Sabha marred

following opposition protest over Special Intensive Revision exercise conducted in
Bihar. When the Lok Sabha assembled after the first adjournment at 2 PM, the
opposition parties trooped into the well, raising slogans in support of their demand
to discuss SIR exercise. Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju expressed
displeasure over the protest of opposition MPs saying that it was decided in the
Business Advisory Committee meeting to have discussion on National Sports
Governance Bill 2025 and the National Anti-Doping (Amendment) Bill 2015.

As the ruckus continued, the Chair adjourned the House for the day. In
the Rajya Sabha when the House met at 11 AM, the members paid tribute to
former Jharkhand Chief Minister and founder of the Jharkhand Mukti Morcha, and
sitting MP Shibu Soren. Later the House observed silence for a while, as a mark of
respect to the departed leader before being adjourned for the day

PMMVY-REGISTRATION EXTEND

The Ministry of Women and Child Development has extended the
special registration drive for the Pradhan Mantri Matru Vandana Yojana
(PMMVY) till the 15" of this month. The PMMVY, a door-to-door
awareness-cum-enrolment campaign, led by Anganwadi and ASHA
workers, aims to reach out to all eligible pregnant and lactating women
and ensure their timely registration under the scheme. According to the
Ministry of Women and Child Development, PMMVY provides financial
assistance to support nutritious diets and improve health-seeking behaviour
amongst Pregnant Women and Lactating Mothers, along with promoting
positive attitudes toward the girl child. The Ministry, in a statement, further
informed that since the scheme's inception, more than 4.05 crore
beneficiaries have been paid the maternity benefit (at least one instalment)
amounting to 19 thousand and 28 crore rupees through direct benefit
transfer in their bank or post office accounts.



BC RESERVATION: Backward Classes (BC) leaders from Telangana left for

New Delhi in a special train today to participate in a three-day campaign
demanding the implementation of 42% reservations for BCs. They will join the
dharna at Jantar Mantar day after where Chief Minister Revanth Reddy, his
Cabinet colleagues will also participate seeking Presidential assent to the bills
passed by the Telangana Legislature on BC reservations. Pradesh Congress
Committee (TPCC) president B. Mahesh Kumar Goud, All India Congress
Committee (AICC) in-charge Meenakshi Natarajan, Ministers Ponnam Prabhakar
and Vakiti Srihari flagged off the train at Cherlapally railway station this morning.
While Ms. Meenakshi will travel up to New Delhi, the other three leaders travelled
up to Alair and will join the dharna the day after. Speaking to the media, Goud said
that BC leaders have departed for Delhi to press for their constitutional and social
rights. BC Welfare Minister Ponnam Prabhakar reiterated that the campaign for
BC reservations was not a partisan issue.

EVE SHIBU SOREN DEATH

Former Chief Minister of Jharkhand, Shibu Soren passed away at the
age of 81 in New Delhi this morning. The Rajya Sabha MP, Shibu Soren
had been suffering from a kidney ailment and had suffered a stroke a
month and a half ago. He had been on life support for the past month at
Sir Ganga Ram Hospital in the national capital.

President Droupadi Murmu and Prime Minister Narendra Modi paid
tribute to the departed soul at the hospital.

Meanwhile, the President, Prime Minister Narendra Modi, and other
dignitaries also expressed grief over the demise of former Chief Minister of
Jharkhand, Shibu Soren. In a social media post, President Murmu said that
Mr Soren’s demise is a big loss in the space of social justice. She
highlighted that he championed the cause of tribal identity and formation
of the state of Jharkhand. The President noted that his emphasis on the
welfare of the people, especially the tribal communities, will always be
remembered.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi termed Mr Soren as a grassroots leader
who rose through the ranks of public life with unwavering dedication to the



people. In a social media post, the Prime Minister said, Mr. Soren was
particularly passionate about empowering tribal communities, the poor and
downtrodden. Mr Modi expressed his thoughts with Mr. Soren's family and
admirers. The Prime Minister also informed that he spoke to Jharkhand CM
Hemant Soren and expressed his condolences.

In Jharkhand, a three-day state mourning will be observed from today until
August 6. All government offices will remain closed on August 4 and 5. The
Monsoon session of the Jharkhand Assembly, which was in progress, has
been adjourned sine die today following the death of Shibu Soren. He was
the President of the Jharkhand Mukti Morcha party and the father of
Jharkhand Chief Minister Hemant Soren.

CONDOLENCES: Chief Minister Revanth Reddy condoled the demise of Shibu
Soren, the former Chief Minister of Jharkhand. Fondly called 'Guruji', the
legendary leader inspired the movement for a separate Jharkhand State and
achieved it. The Chief Minister remembered Soren's untiring struggle for separate
statehood of Jharkhand and resolving the plight of the tribal community.
