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FUR. REV. UTTARAKHAND-CLOUDBURST: In Uttrakhand, a devastating flash flood
triggered by a cloudburst in the upper catchment area of the Kheer Ganga river caused
large-scale destruction in Dharali village in Uttarkashi district today. Following the
cloudburst, the Khir Ganga river swelled suddenly, resulting in significant
damage. According to the District Emergency Operations Center, heavy debris
in the Dharali market area has severely damaged buildings, hotels, and shops.



Relief and rescue operations are underway with the help of the Army, SDRF,
NDRF, district administration, and other concerned teams. Chief Minister Pushkar
Singh Dhami is in continuous contact with senior officials and receiving regular updates on
the situation. He said that People are being relocated to safer places on a priority basis,
and the situation is being continuously monitored. The administration remains fully alert
and is providing all possible assistance to the affected citizens. In view of the disaster
in Dharali, the Uttarkashi district administration has issued helpline numbers:
01374-222126, 01374-222722, and 94565564 31. In the wake of the
cloudburst in Dharali, Uttarkashi today, Prime Minister Narendra Modi has spoken to the
Chief Minister of Uttarakhand Pushkar Singh Dhami and took stock of the situation. In a
social media post, Mr Modi said that rescue teams are working in every possible manner
under the supervision of the state government. The Prime Minister also expressed
sympathy to the people affected in the cloudburst incident and also prayed for their well
being. Home Minister Amit Shah today spoke with the Chief Minister of Uttarakhand
regarding the flash flood incident in Dharali (Uttarkashi) and gathered information . In a
social media post, Mr. Shah informed that three nearby Indo Tibetan Border Police teams
and four National Disaster Response Force teams have been dispatched to the site and the
teams will engage in rescue operations.

REV. PAR-ADJOURN: Proceedings of both the Houses of Parliament were today
marred by the opposition parties’ protest over the issue of Special Intensive Revision
exercise conducted in Bihar. Opposition parties were demanding discussion on the SIR
issue among others. The Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha today witnessed one
adjournment before being finally adjourned for the day. When the Lok Sabha assembled
after the first adjournment at 2 PM, opposition parties started sloganeering and trooped
into the well. The Presiding Officer said, the government is ready for discussion on every
issue. She said, protesting members conduct is not appropriate as per the Parliamentary
decorum. Amid din, Lok Sabha passed the Readjustment of Representation of Scheduled
Tribes in Assembly Constituencies of the State of Goa Bill, 2024. Despite the Presiding
Officer repeated appeal, the protesting members continued with their protest leading to
adjournment of the House for the day. Earlier, when the Lok Sabha met at 11 AM,
opposition parties including Congress, DMK, TMC and others trooped into the well raising
slogans. Amid the uproar, Speaker Om Birla tried to run the Question Hour. The Speaker
said, protesting members are disrupting the House in a pre-planned manner which is not
right for democracy. He said, the conduct of protesting members is not appropriate for
Parliamentary democracy. As the noisy scene continued, the Speaker adjourned the
House till 2 PM. Earlier, the House paid tributes to former Jharkhand Chief Minister Shibu
Soren, former MP Tilakdhari Prasad Singh and Ram Rati Bind.

Similar scenes were witnessed in the Rajya Sabha also. When the House



assembled at 2 PM, opposition parties started a protest demanding discussion on the issue
of Special Intensive Revision. Deputy Chairman Harivansh said, as the Member of
Parliament, one must adhere to the Parliamentary norms and rules. He expressed concern
that the House could not transact any substantial business in the Monsoon Session. Amid
din, the Rajya Sabha adopted the statutory resolution regarding the extension of
President’s rule in Manipur for a further period of six month with effect from 13th August
2025 with the voice vote. As the noisy scene continued, the Chair adjourned the House for
the day. Earlier, when the House assembled at 11 AM, Opposition parties started a protest
demanding discussion on the Special Intensive Revision exercise. The opposition MPs also
raised the issue of deployment of CISF personnel inside the House. The leader of
Opposition in the Rajya Sabha, Mallikarjun Kharge said, he has written a letter on the
behalf of opposition parties to the Deputy Chairman. He questioned the presence of CISF
personnel at the time of opposition protest inside the well of the House. Refuting these
allegations, Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju said, it is clear in record that only the
Marshal can enter the House. He accused Mr. Kharge of misleading the House and
presenting false facts before the House. Amid the noisy scene, Union Minister and Leader
of the House ] P Nadda said, disrupting the proceedings of the House is undemocratic and
against the Parliamentary rules. Deputy Chairman Harivansh also expressed concern over
the continuous disruption saying that some members are deliberately disrupting the
House in a pre-planned manner. He said, Question Hour and Zero Hour are important to
raise the issue of public importance and make the government accountable. He said, due
to continuous disruption by the opposition members, more than 41 hours have been lost
in this session so far. Amid pandemonium, the Chair adjourned the House till 2 PM. Earlier,
the House paid tributes to former member of the Upper House Pravin Naik.

RS-MANIPUR

The Parliament has given its nod to the statutory resolution regarding the extension
of President’s rule in Manipur for a further period of six month with effect from 13th August
2025. The Rajya Sabha today adopted the statutory resolution with voice vote. The Lok
Sabha had already given its approval to the statutory resolution regarding the extension of
President’s rule in Manipur last week.

Minister of State for Home Affairs Nityanand Rai moved the resolution seeking
approval of the House for the extension of President’s rule which was imposed in Manipur
on 13th February 2025. Replying to a discussion on the resolution, Mr Nityanand Rai said
that since the imposition of President’ rule,only one incident of violence took place in
which one person lost his life . He added that not a single person lost life in the last four
months in the state. The Minister said, several steps have been taken for the development
of the North-Eastern state under the leadership of Prime Minister Narendra Modi.

Earlier, participating in the discussion, Muzibulla Khan of BIJD opposed the



extension of President’s rule in Manipur saying that this is not appropriate.

MEA INDIA-PHILIPPINES: India and the Philippines have agreed to elevate bilateral
cooperation to the level of strategic partnership. Addressing the media in New Delhi,
Ministry of External Affairs Secretary (East) Periasamy Kumaran said that Prime Minister
Narendra Modi and Philippines President Ferdinand Romualdez Marcos adopted the plan
of action for the period of 2025 to 2029 to guide cooperation under the elevated strategic
partnership during the bilateral talks held today. Mr Kumaran highlighted that 14 MOUs
across various sectors were concluded and exchanged between India and the Philippines.
He added that these agreements include mutual legal assistance treaty in criminal
matters, a treaty on transfer of sentence persons, terms of reference on negotiations for
the India Philippines preferential trade agreement, terms of reference for service, staff
talks, army, air force and navy, enhanced cooperation between Coast Guards.

Mr Kumaran underlined that direct flight connectivity between India and the
Philippines is likely to be operationalized in the coming months. He said that India has
announced gratis e-tourist visa for Philippines nationals. He added that the Philippines has
made visa-free entry possible for Indian tourists for up to a period of 14 days. During the
bilateral talks both the leaders took note of growing defence collaboration and agreed to
strengthen it further. They also appreciated the steady increase in bilateral trade that has
crossed the figure of 3 Billion dollars. It was also noted that India is a top exporter of
pharmaceutical products to the Philippines. He said, the leaders welcomed progress
incooperation in the agriculture sector, particularly in rice research, since the last visit of
the Prime Minister to the Philippines in November 2017.

BRAZIL-BOLSONARO: Former Brazilian President Jair Bolsonaro had been put under
house arrest as per an order issued by the country's Supreme Court. The decision was



announced yesterday as the former president is facing trial for allegedly plotting a coup
against President Lula da Silva. Supreme Court Justice Alexandre de Moraess justified his
decision by saying Bolsonaro participated in a demonstration via video conferencing on
Sunday in Rio de Janeiro and hadn't complied with restraining orders put on him last
month. Bolsonaro could potentially face 40 years of life imprisonment if the charges are
proven accurate.

TN-RAIN: In Tamil Nadu, a 25 NDRF personnel team was sent to Ooty, Nilgiris district as
there has been continuous downpour in the Western ghats. In Nilgiris, 283 places have
been considered a dangerous zone for landslides. As extremely heavy rains are bound to
continue for another 24 hours in these places, 42 teams have been set up by the State
Government to monitor the situation and move the people to safer places. As water flow
to Vaigai Dam has increased to 69 feet, an alert has been issued to people living in low
lying areas to move to safer places.
