CABINET BRIEFING
The government has approved the continuation of targeted
subsidies for Pradhan Mantri Ujjwala Yojana consumers for the year 2025-26
with the estimated cost of over 12 thousand crore rupees. Briefing media in
New Delhi today about the Cabinet decision taken under the chairmanship of
Prime Minister Narendra Modi, Information and Broadcasting Minister
Ashwini Vaishnaw said, over 10 crore 33 lakh households have been
benefited under the scheme. The government will provide a targeted subsidy
of 300 rupees per 14.2 kilogram cylinder for up to nine refills per year.

The government has also approved compensation amounting to
30 thousand crore rupees to the three Public Sector Oil Marketing Companies
including IOCL, BPCL and HPCL. He said, the step has been taken for the
under-recoveries incurred on sale of domestic LPG. He said, the distribution
of the compensation within the OMCs will be done by the Ministry of
Petroleum and Natural Gas and the compensation will be paid in twelve
tranches. He said, this step underlines the government’s commitment to
protect consumers from volatility in global energy markets while maintaining
the financial health of oil marketing companies.

Mr. Vaishnaw also informed that the government has given its nod for
the budgetary support for Multidisciplinary Education and Research



improvement in Technical Education scheme with an outlay of four thousand
200 crore rupees. He said, the objective of the scheme is to improve the
quality, equity and governance in technical education. An estimated 275
government and government-aided technical institutions are expected to be
selected and supported under the scheme.

The Information and Broadcasting Minister said, the government also
approved four new components under the existing central sector scheme of
special development packages for Assam and Tripura with a total outlay of
four thousand 250 crore rupees. He said, development of Infrastructure and
livelihood projects will create employment opportunities resulting in income
generation in these states.

Mr. Vaishnaw also informed that the government has approved
construction of four lane Marakkanam to Puducherry highways in Tamilnadu.
He said, the project will be developed with a total cost of two thousand 157
crore rupees. He said the project will decongest the existing corridor, and
cater to the mobility needs of rapidly growing towns such as Chennai,
Puducherry Viluppuram and Nagapattinam.

Senior BJP leader and Union Home Minister Amit Shah today strongly
criticised RID Chief Lalu Prasad and Congress leader Rahul Gandhi for
opposing Special Intensive Revision of Electoral Roll in Bihar. Addressing a
public meeting at Punauradham in Sitamarhi this afternoon, Mr. Shah alleged
that by opposing the SIR , these opposition leaders are favouring intruders
for vote bank politics. The senior BJP leader accused the purification of
Electoral Roll was held earlier also during the Jawahar Lal Nehru period and in
2003 but no one opposed. He said Congress and RID want votes from
outsiders so they are protesting the SIR.

Mr. Shah said that the SIR held by the Elections Commission of India is
a corrective measure for healthy democracy. The Union Minister said Prime
Minister Narendra Modi is committed to the security of the country.

Mr. Shah said besides development of Punauradham Janki Temple



redevelopment, a series of works are being undertaken which are related to
Goddess Sita , Lord Ram and their sons Luv Kush. He said with this aim
Valmiki Nagar, Ram Rekha Ghat, Munger and Gaya Sitakund are being
redeveloped. He said the redevelopment of Punauradham shows that the
NDA government is reinstating the grandeur of Mithila as a centre of
education, knowledge and culture. It also shows respect to Matri Shakti
which is part of our tradition. Mr. Shah said for Bihar Prime Minister Modi has
given financial help of 83,000 crore rupees in the last six visits to Bihar.

Earlier Mr. Shah laid the foundation stone and performed Bhumi Pujan
for the new Mata Janki Temple at Punauradham in Sitamarhi in Bihar which
will be completed at a cost of more than 883 crore rupees in a sprawling area
of 67 acres. He also flagged off New Delhi Sitamarhi Amrit Bharat Express
train via video conference. Chief Minister Nitish Kumar, Union Ministers Giriraj
Singh, Rajiv Ranjan Singh were also present at public meeting at
Punauradham.

Proceedings of both the Houses of the Parliament today disturbed by
the opposition parties’ protest over the issue of Special Intensive Revision
exercise in Bihar, leading to adjournment of the House for the day.

In the Lok Sabha, when the House reassembled at 3 PM, opposition
parties MPs trooped into the well, raising slogans over the SIR issue. The
Presiding Officer urged the protesting members to vacate the well and go
back to their seats. Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman moved the
motion to withdraw the Income-Tax Bill, 2025 which was approved by the
House. As the noisy scene continued, Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren
Rijiju said, Friday is reserved for the Private Member Bills but the protesting
members have disturbed it. He stressed that the government is ready to
discuss every issue. Amid the pandemonium, the Chair adjourned the House
for the day.

Earlier, when the House met after the first adjournment at 12 noon,
the opposition members started their protest demanding discussion on SIR.
The Presiding Officer appealed to the opposition members to go back to their
seats and allow the House to function. He said the behaviour of opposition
members is not appropriate. Amid din, the Presiding Officer tried to run Zero
Hour but the opposition members continued with their protest leading to
adjournment of the House till 3 PM.

In the morning, when the Lok Sabha met at 11 AM, the House paid
tributes to those freedom fighters who participated during the Quit India
Movement. The House also paid tributes to former MP Satyapal Malik, who
passed away recently. Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla tried to run Question
Hour. However, the opposition members started sloganeering demanding
discussion on the Special Intensive Revision of electoral roll in Bihar. Mr Birla
expressed displeasure over the disruption of the proceedings in the House. As



the ruckus continued the Speaker adjourned the House till 12 noon.

Rajya Sabha also witnessed the similar scenes. When the House met
after the first adjournment at 12 noon, the opposition members again started
sloganeering demanding discussion on the Special Intensive Revision. The
Presiding Officer tried to run Question Hour, but the opposition members
continued with their sloganeering. Amid the noisy scenes, the Chair
adjourned the House for the day.

Earlier, when the Upper House met at 11 AM, the House paid tributes
to freedom fighters, who fought for independence during the Quit India
Movement. Deputy Chairman Harivansh said, 9th August, marks 83rd
anniversary of historic Quit India Movement which was a defining chapter in
the nation's relentless struggle for independence. He said the movement
launched by Mahatma Gandhi in 1942, marked a decisive and powerful call to
end British colonial rule. The Deputy Chairman rejected the adjournment
notices moved by the political parties. Later, the opposition MPs started
sloganeering over the SIR issue demanding discussion on it. Mr. Harivansh
appealed to the opposition members to go back to their seats and allow the
House to function. He said more than 56 hours have been lost due to
continuous disruptions in the Rajya Sabha. As the pandemonium continued,
the Deputy Chairman adjourned the House till 12 noon.

GOVT-TOMATO PRICE

The Government today said that the retail prices of tomatoes have
spiked across the country due to temporary localised factors rather than any
fundamental demand-supply imbalance or production shortfall. Consumer
Affairs, Food and Public Distribution Ministry said that in Delhi, the tomato
prices soared to 73 rupees per kilogram due to heavy rainfall in the northern
and north-western regions of the country since the last week of July. It added
that this weather-related disruption caused prices to spike to as high as 85
rupees per kg by the end of July. The Ministry said, with the recovery and
stabilisation of daily arrivals at the Azadpur mandi over the past week, retail
prices have begun to decline.

National Cooperative Consumers’ Federation of India (NCCF) has been
procuring tomatoes from Azadpur Mandi since 4th August 2025 and selling



them to consumers at prices with minimal margins. NCCF has sold over 27
thousand kilograms of tomatoes at retail prices ranging from 47 to 60 rupees
per kg so far. Retail sales are being conducted through NCCF’s stationary
outlets at Nehru Place, Udyog Bhawan, Patel Chowk, and Rajiv Chowk, as
well as through 6-7 mobile vans operating at various locations across the city.

The Ministry said that major cities like Chennai and Mumbai have not
witnessed a similar price surge. The price of tomatoes in Chennai stood at 50
rupees per kg, while in Mumbai at 58 rupees per kg. At present, the all-India
average retail price of tomato is 52 rupees per kg, which is still lower than 54
rupees per kg last year. The Ministry said that pertinently, unlike previous
years, prices of major vegetables like potato, onion and tomato are under
control this monsoon season. It further informed that the higher production
of onion and potato over the previous year ensured sufficient supply, along
with government buffer stock and continued price stability.
