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PAKISTAN-PROTESTS

Pakistan's Karachi residents staged protests after enduring a power outage
lasting over 50 hours. Karachi's Neighborhoods including Amirabad, Bustan
Society, University Road, and Tipu Sultan Road faced continuous electricity
and water supply disruptions since Tuesday afternoon. According media

reports, citizens held sit-ins outside K-Electric offices, blocking major roads,



causing severe traffic jams. Protesters demanded immediate restoration of
power and warned of further demonstrations if the situation remained
unresolved. Torrential rains, caused by an active weather system over the
north Arabian Sea, have battered Karachi, resulting in at least 17 deaths
due to drowning and accidents in the past two days.

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AFGHANISTAN-ACCIDENT

At least 24 people were injured when a passenger bus collided with
a truck in Afghanistan’s northern Baghlan province last night. The accident
occurred on the Kabul-Mazar-i-Sharif highway, with several victims in
critical condition. All injured were taken to a hospital in Pul-e-Khumri. This
is the second major accident this week, following a deadly crash in Herat
that killed 79 people. Road safety remains a critical issue in Afghanistan,
where poor infrastructure and reckless driving contribute to frequent, often
fatal accidents.
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
