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EVE INDIA-TRUMP-PUTIN OVERALL

India today welcomed the summit between U.S. President
Donald Trump and Russian President Vladimir Putin in Alaska, calling their
leadership in the pursuit of peace highly commendable. In a statement,
India’s Ministry of External Affairs praised the progress made in the talks
and reiterated that dialogue and diplomacy remain the only path forward.
The ministry added that the world is looking for an early end to the conflict
in Ukraine.

U.S. President Donald Trump suggested today that Ukraine consider
a deal with Russia to end the war, citing Russia's considerable power. His
comments followed a nearly three-hour meeting with President Viadimir
Putin in Alaska on Friday, the first U.S.-Russia summit since Russia's
invasion of Ukraine in February 2022. Trump also indicated that both
leaders agreed direct peace negotiations, rather than a ceasefire, were the
best path forward, signaling a shift from Ukraine and its allies' prior
position.

Putin expressed hope that the discussions would bring them closer to
peace in Ukraine. Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelensky stated he would
meet Trump in Washington on Monday and that Trump had briefed him on
the summit's key outcomes during a phone call as the U.S. president
returned from Alaska.

The White House confirmed Trump also spoke with NATO leaders



after his call with Zelensky. Meanwhile, European leaders, including French
President Macron, German Chancellor Merz, U.K. Prime Minister Starmer,
and Italian Prime Minister Meloni, held a discussion with Zelensky to review
the information shared by Trump. Polish Prime Minister Tusk said they
jointly prepared a statement based on the debrief.

Mr. Singh stated
that during this march, the alleged irregularities in the special intensive
revision of the electoral roll will be highlighted.

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The Chief Minister Revanth Reddy in the backdrop of India Meteorological
Department (IMD) predicting heavy rains in the State, held discussions
with senior officials today. He ordered officials from 15 districts to remain
alert. He said SDRF and NDRF teams have already been deployed in the
rain-affected districts, and asked the teams to carry out relief operations in
coordination with district collectors. Officials were asked to remain vigilant
and to shift families from low-lying areas to relief camps. Irrigation
department officials and staff were told to continuously monitor the water
levels in reservoirs, tanks, and ponds, and to provide prior intimation to
collectors and field-level staff before releasing water. Anticipating the rise
in seasonal diseases due to water stagnation and mosquito breeding amid
heavy rains, the Chief Minister asked the municipal, urban and rural
sanitation staff to carry out cleanliness drives without interruption. The
Telangana health department has been asked to ensure that all medicines
are available and to conduct medical camps wherever required.

The Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, has warned of very heavy to
extremely heavy rainfall at isolated places in Telangana over the next 48
hours. In its forecast issued today, the Met office said extremely heavy
rainfall is likely at isolated places in Adilabad, Komaram Bheem Asifabad,
Mancherial, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Jayashankar Bhupalpally,
Mahabubabad and Mulugu districts during the next 24 hours. Similar
conditions are expected in Bhadradri Kothagudem, Hanumakonda,
Mahabubabad, Mulugu and Warangal districts tomorrow.
