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RAINS: Mild tremors were felt at various places in Vikarabad district in the early
hours of today. The earthquake measuring 3.1 magnitude on the Richter scale
reportedly hit Qutbullapur, Basireddypally, Rangapur, Nyamatnagar, Parigi and
other areas around 3.45 am.
