The Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha have been adjourned
sine die today. With this, Monsoon Session of Parliament which
began on 21st of last month, concluded. In the Lok Sabha, when the
House assembled after the first adjournment at 12 Noon, Lok Sabha
Speaker Om Birla said, during the session, 14 government bills were
introduced and a total of 12 bills were passed. He said, a two day special
discussion was also held on Operation Sindoor, which concluded with the
reply of Prime Minister Narendra Modi. The Speaker informed that a special
discussion was also initiated on the achievements of India’s space program
in the Lok Sabha. He said, a total of 419 starred questions were included in
the agenda for this session, but due to continuous pre planned disruptions,
only 55 questions could be taken for oral reply. Mr. Birla expressed
displeasure over the loss of time due to disruptions caused by
opposition MPs over the various issues saying that the House
barely managed to work only for 37 hours in this session. The
Speaker said, the kind of language and behavior witnessed in this
session was not according to the dignity of Parliament. Mr. Birla
emphasized that it is a collective responsibility of the members to
contribute to maintain the Parliamentary decorum.

RS-CONSTITUTION AMENDMENT BILL

The Constitution (One Hundred and Thirtieth Amendment) Bill,
2025, the Government of Union Territories (Amendment) Bill, 2025, and
the Jammu and Kashmir Reorganisation (Amendment) Bill, 2025 were
referred to a Joint Committee of Parliament for further scrutiny by the
Rajya Sabha today. The Joint Committee will consist of 21 members to be
nominated by the Lok Sabha Speaker and 10 Members of Rajya Sabha to
be nominated by Deputy Chairman of the Rajya Sabha.

Union Home Minister Amit Shah moved the motion in this regard
amidst the opposition's protest over the Special Intensive Revision exercise
in Bihar. The Bills have provisions that if the Prime Minister, Union Ministers
or Chief Ministers, are arrested and detained in custody for 30 consecutive
days for offences that attract a jail term of at least five years, they will lose
their job on the 31st day.

Yesterday, the Lok Sabha referred the Constitution (One Hundred
and Thirtieth Amendment) Bill, 2025, the Government of Union Territories
(Amendment) Bill, 2025, and the Jammu and Kashmir Reorganisation
(Amendment) Bill, 2025 to a Joint Committee of Parliament.

RS-ONLINE GAMING BILL

Parliament has passed the Promotion and Regulation of Online
Gaming Bill, 2025, with the Rajya Sabha approving it today. This Bill
encourages e-sports and online social games while prohibiting harmful
online money gaming services, advertisements, and financial transactions
related to them. It has the provision for the appointment of an Online



Gaming Authority for coordinated policy support, strategic development
and regulatory oversight of the sector. The objective of the Bill is to protect
individuals, especially youth and vulnerable populations, from the adverse
social, economic, psychological and privacy related impacts of such games.
The Bill has a provision of complete ban on offering, operating, or
facilitating online money games. There is a provision of imprisonment up to
three years and fine up to one crore rupees or both in case of violation of
the law related to online money gaming.

Moving the Bill, Electronics and IT Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said
online money gaming has become a public health menace. He said, several
families have faced financial distress due to online money gaming. The
Minister highlighted that online money gaming posed a serious concern in
the society as it creates addiction leading to financial frauds and cheating.
He said, an estimated 45 crore people lose around 20 thousand crore
rupees every year in the online games. Mr. Vaishnaw highlighted that the
bill has three segments namely E sports, online social games and online
money games. He said, government will promote E sports and online social
gaming. <><><>
