US - INDIA - TARIFFS

The United States has officially issued a public notice imposing
additional 25 per cent tariffs on imports from India. The new duties will
come into effect tomorrow. The notice has issued by the Department of
Homeland Security through US Customs and Border Protection (CBP). It
said the tariffs implement President Donald Trump’s Executive Order
signed August 6. The tariffs will apply to a broad range of Indian products
listed in the annex to the notice.

In August this year, Trump slapped an additional 25 per cent tariff,
raising the overall levy to 50 per cent on goods coming from India, as a
penalty for New Delhi's continued purchase of Russian oil. India has
decried the so-called secondary tariffs as unfair, unjustified and
unreasonable. India reiterated that it will do whatever it can to safeguard
its national interest.

REV.J&K - RAINFALL

In Jammu and Kashmir, at least 10 people have been killed as
relentless rainfall over the past 24 hours has triggered a flood emergency
across the Jammu division. The pilgrimage to the Mata Vaishno Devi shrine
has been suspended. Six people have died and 18 others injured due to
landslides on the route to the shrine atop the Trikuta Hills, caused by
heavy rainfall. The Himkoti route has also been closed. Four people have
also lost their lives in the Doda district. Electricity supply and Internet
services in some areas of the Jammu region have reportedly been
disrupted. All government offices, except emergency services, will be
closed today. Meanwhile, leave for government officials involved in rescue



operations and flood protection has been canceled in the affected districts.
Water levels in major rivers like Tawi, Chenab, Neru, and Kalnai have
surged. The Meteorological Department has predicted continued rainfall,
heightening concerns of further inundation. The Jammu and Kashmir Board
of School Education has postponed Class 10 and 11 exams scheduled for
today. Authorities have issued helpline numbers and placed all departments
on high alert. These are: Jammu- 01912571616 & 0191-2520542, Samba-
01923241004, Kathua-01922238796, Doda- 95967762043, Kishtwar-
9484217492. These numbers are available on all official social media
platforms. People are advised to contact these numbers for emergencies.

INDIA FLOODING PAK

Pakistan has evacuated tens of thousands of people to safer areas
after India released water from overflowing dams and swollen rivers into
low-lying border regions. The move came a day after New Delhi alerted
Islamabad about possible cross-border flooding, marking the first public
diplomatic contact between the two nuclear-armed rivals in months.
Pakistan’s National Disaster Management Authority (NDMA) said, it had
issued an advance alert to its Punjabi counterparts about a surge in the
Sutlej River and the risk of flooding and that evacuations from various
districts in the eastern Punjab province were underway. In a statement, it
said rescuers evacuated more than 14,000 people from Kasur, a district in
Punjab province, while over 89,000 were moved to safer ground from the
city of Bahawalnagar, near the Indian border. The NDMA said, authorities
have urged residents to stay away from rivers, streams and low-lying
areas, avoid unnecessary travel and follow alerts issued through the media,
mobile phones and the NDMA's disaster alert app.

The latest flood alert and evacuation drive by Pakistan comes as
heavy monsoon rains continue to batter both South Asian countries.<>
