capital. The projects aimed to significantly improve connectivity,
reduce travel time, and ease traffic in Delhi and its surrounding

areas. The 10.1-kilometer-long Delhi section of the Dwarka

Expressway has been developed at a cost of over 5 thousand 300
crore rupees. This section will provide multi-modal connectivity to

Yashobhoomi, the DMRC Blue and Orange lines, the upcoming
Bijwasan railway station, and the Dwarka cluster bus depot. The
Alipur to Dichaon Kalan stretch of UER-II, along with new links to
Bahadurgarh and Sonipat, is constructed at a cost of around 5,580
crore rupees. It will ease traffic on Delhi’s Inner and Outer Ring

Roads, as well as at busy points like Mukarba Chowk, Dhaula
Kuan, and NH-9. In a social media post Prime Minister reaffirmed
the government’s unwavering commitment to enhancing the ease

of living for citizens by giving a significant boost to infrastructure
development in the National Capital Region.

REACTIONS-ALASKA SUMMIT

The heads of government of the Baltic and Nordic countries issued a
joint statement after the Alaska Summit in US, stressing that only Ukraine
can decide its own future. In a joint statement, the eight leaders of Latvia,
Denmark, Estonia, Iceland, Lithuania, Norway, Finland, and Sweden
declared, 'No decisions on Ukraine without Ukraine, and no decisions on
Europe without Europe'. The statement further said, achieving a just and
lasting peace requires a ceasefire. The leaders stressed that no limitations
should be placed on Ukraine's armed forces or its cooperation with other
countries. They also highlighted their countries' continuous military support
for Ukraine. They highlighted their efforts to strengthen Europe's defences
to deter Russia, stressing that they will "tighten sanctions and broader
economic measures to squeeze Russia's war economy" as long as Moscow
continues its attacks. Meanwhile, German Chancellor Friedrich Merz in an
interview said, that it was "good news" that there were no territorial
negotiations between Putin and Trump without Ukraine and the rest of
Europe. He said, Europe will play a role in Trump's talks with Zelensky
tomorrow.

KATHUA CLOUDBURST

In Jammu and Kashmir, a cloudburst hit a remote village in Kathua
district in Jammu division claiming four lives and injuring six others. The
incident occurred in Jod Ghati village of Rajbagh during the intervening
night of Saturday and Sunday, cutting off access to the area and damaging
land and property. After strenuous efforts, a joint team of J&K Police and
the State Disaster Response Force (SDRF) managed to reach the site and
joined local volunteers in the rescue operation. Officials confirmed that four
bodies have been recovered so far, while six injured persons were rescued
and shifted to hospital. Meanwhile, landslides were also reported from



Bagard and Changda villages under Kathua police station, as well as
Dilwan-Hutli in the Lakhanpur police station area, though no major damage
has been reported there. Heavy rainfall has caused a sharp rise in water
levels across the region, with the Ujh river flowing close to the danger
mark. The district administration is monitoring the situation closely and has
urged residents to stay away from water bodies for their safety. Union
Minister Dr. Jitendra Singh spoke to SSP Kathua Shobhit Saxena after
receiving information about a cloud burst in the Janglote area. 4 casualties
reported. In addition, damage has occurred to Railway track, National
Highway while Police Station Kathua has been affected. The civilian
Administration, Military and Paramilitary have swung into action. Dr Singh
said the situation is being continuously monitored.

CONSUMER CASES

In a significant achievement for consumer grievance redressal in the
country, ten States along with the National Consumer Disputes Redressal
Commission have recorded a disposal rate of over 100 percent in July.
Consumer Affairs, Food and Public Distribution Ministry said in a statement
that this indicates that the number of cases resolved exceeded the number
of cases filed during this period. As per data from the Department of



Consumer Affairs, NCDRC achieved a disposal rate of 122 percent, while
Tamil Nadu recorded 277 percent, Rajasthan 214 percent, Telangana 158
percent, and Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand recorded 150 percent
each. Meghalaya achieved a disposal rate of 140 percent, Kerala 122
percent, Puducherry 111 percent, Chhattisgarh 108 percent and Uttar
Pradesh 101 percent. Over two lakh users, including NRIs, have registered
on the e-Jagriti platform since its launch. A total of 85 thousand 531 cases
have been filed through it this year alone.

Vikram Misri’'s visit comes ahead of Nepal's Prime Minister K P
Sharma Oli's expected visit to India on September 16 probably in the
Buddhist spiritual land of Bodh Gaya in Bihar. Vikram Misri is visiting Nepal
for the second visit since assuming office in July last year. He will be back
to Delhi on Monday noon.

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued a red alert for
heavy to very heavy rainfall at isolated places over Madhya Maharashtra,
Konkan, Goa, and Telangana today. The IMD forecast extreme heavy
rainfall conditions over some parts of Coastal Karnataka, South Interior
Karnataka, West Madhya Pradesh, and Gujarat tomorrow. The weather

Telangana, Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Mahe, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, and Yanam
during the next two days. According to the Met Department, Delhi-NCR is
expected to witness light rainfall conditions during the next 2-3 days.

TELANGANA - RAIN

In Telangana, low-lying areas have been inundated at several places
in Adilabad, Khammam and Mancherial districts yesterday due to incessant
heavy rains that are lashing for the past few days. The downpour caused
waterlogging on roads and inundation in low-lying areas at several places.
Rivulets and other are on spate leading to disruption of road links between
villages.

Officials estimate the loss at hundreds of crores as work to rebuild
the roads is going on. State Roads and Buildings Minister K. Venkat Reddy
reviewed the situation yesterday with senior engineers. He said damage
has been reported at 454 spots, covering 629 km of the road network. Of
these, 22 stretches were washed away, with traffic restored on four
through temporary measures. Connectivity disruptions at 108 critical points
have been partially resolved, with 71 locations already cleared. He asked
engineers to conduct immediate inspections at culverts, causeways, and
bridges, and to closely coordinate with the police, irrigation, revenue,
electricity, and Panchayat Raj departments.
