Shooting Championship in Shymkent Kazakhstan, securing 50
gold medals to lead the medal tally for the first time in the
championship’s history. India’s total medal count reached 99,
including 26 silver and 23 bronze medals. Host nation Kazakhstan
finished second while China finished third in the medals tally.
India's Ankur Mittal clinched gold in the men's double trap event
on the concluding day yesterday. India recorded its most
successful campaign, getting 35 more from their previous outing
at the 15th Asian Championships in South Korea.

In US Open tennis, India's Yuki Bhambri and New Zealand's
Michael Venus defeated the American duo of Marcos Giron and

Learner Tien 2- nil in the First round of Men's doubles clash this

morning. Earlier. Indian men's doubles duo Anirudh Chandrasekar
and Vijay Prashanth thrashed eighth-seeded American pair
Christian Harrison and Evan King 2-1. This was their maiden
triumph at a Grand Slam, achieved in just their third major
appearance. They will now take on Brazil's Fernando Romboli and

Australia’s John-Patrick Smith in the second round today.

INDONESIA- PROTEST

Indonesian President Prabowo Subianto has canceled a planned trip
to China amid ongoing protests that have expanded beyond the capital,
Jakarta. Three people have been killed after protesters set fire to a council
building in eastern Indonesia. Demonstrators gathered over the weekend,
including in front of the police headquarters in Bali, one of the country's
most popular tourist destinations. The protests, began in Jakarta this week
over lawmakers’ pay and worsened after a police vehicle hit and killed a
motorcycle rider. The Indonesian President had been due to attend the
Victory Day parade in China on 3rd of next month. Presidential
spokesperson Prasetyo Hadi said, The president wants to continue
monitoring the situation directly. He said, another consideration in
canceling the trip was a United Nations General Assembly session in
September.<>

EU- US VISA REAX

European Union (EU) foreign ministers have unanimously urged the
United States to reconsider its recent decision to deny entry visas to
Palestinian officials for the upcoming United Nations General Assembly. EU
foreign policy chief Kaja Kallas following a meeting of EU foreign ministers
in Copenhagen said, that while member states broadly agree on the gravity
of the situation, consensus has not been reached on concrete measures.
Danish Foreign Minister Lars Lokke Rasmussen, who chaired the meeting,
said an increasing number of member states believe Israel is unlikely to
change course without stronger pressure.

Meanwhile, the Ministerial Committee formed by the Joint Arab-
Islamic Extraordinary Summit on Gaza yesterday, also urged the US
administration to reconsider and reverse its decision. In a statement issued
after its meeting in Amman, the committee stressed that the move
contradicts obligations under the UN Headquarters Agreement, which
guarantees the rights of Palestine, a UN permanent observer state, to
participate in UN activities.
