Prime Minister Modi said that from Japan, he will travel to
China to attend the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation Summit in Tianjin,
at the invitation of President Xi Jinping. He said, India is an active and
constructive member of SCO. He said, India remains committed to working
with the SCO members to address shared challenges and deepen regional
cooperation. He said, he looks forward to meeting President Xi Jinping,
Russian President Vladimir Putin and other leaders on the sidelines of the
Summit.

Union Electronics and IT Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw and Gujrat Chief
Minister Bhupendra Patel today inaugurated the pilot plant of CG Power’s
first semiconductor outsourced assembly and testing facility in Sanand,
near Ahmedabad. Speaking on the occasion, Mr. Vaishnav called this pilot
project a milestone for India’s semiconductor industry, announcing that the
first Made-in-India semiconductor chip will be produced at this plant. He
added that, anticipating a global shortage of skilled semiconductor
professionals by 2032, the centre has equipped 270 universities with state-
of-the-art chip manufacturing technology to develop skilled human
resources.

Chief Minister Bhupendra Patel said India’s progress in the
semiconductor sector will accelerate the creation of a self-reliant India in
the coming years. He noted that Gujarat is the first state in the country to
formulate a semiconductor policy and that the highest number of
semiconductor plants-four in total-are being established in Gujarat.

Our correspondent reports that an investment of 7,600 crore rupees
will be made to develop two facilities at CG Semi in the Sanand GIDC
premises, creating around 5,000 direct and indirect jobs. The facility
inaugurated today will operate with a capacity of five lakh chips per day
and is equipped to handle end-to-end chip assembly, packaging, testing,
and post-test services. The plant will be fully functional by 2027.
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REV. MAHA-BUILDING COLLAPSE

In Maharashtra, at least 17 people have been killed and 9 others
injured after a four-storey building collapsed last night in Virar East,
Mumbai. The incident occurred at Ramabai Apartments in the Narangi
area. Rescue operations by the NDRF, police, and fire brigade are still
underway, with 24 people rescued so far. Officials fear that more victims
may still be trapped under the rubble. District Magistrate Indurani Jakhar
visited the site to oversee the rescue efforts. Chief Minister Devendra
Fadnavis expressed his condolences and announced financial assistance of
5 lakh rupees for the family of each deceased victim. State Disaster

situation.
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TELANGANA RAIN

In Telangana, normal life has been severely hit due to torrential
heavy rains that lashed several parts of the state. Kamareddy, Nirmal,
Medak, Nizamabad districts have been the worst hit as several villages and
residential areas inundated. Indian Army, NDRF and SDRF bides fire service
department teams have rescued a total of 1440 people from different
locations. Scores of villages and low lying areas have been evacuated and
people have been shifted to relief camps. Rivulets, streams and
waterbodies are on spate and disrupted road and rail links at multiple
locations. Meanwhile, heavy inflows into major projects across both River
Godavari and River Krishna, with several reservoirs nearing full capacity.
Following opening of gates, 2.83 lakh cusecs of water flowed downstream
from the Sri Ram Sagar Project while 2.20 lakh cusecs were released from
the Nizam Sagar project on River Godavari. The gates of the Srisailam
project also have been opened and 3.18 lakh cusecs of water is being
released downstream. 2.5 lakh cusecs of outflows are recorded at the
Nagarjuna Sagar project across River Krishna. Meanwhile, Thumpally in
Nizamabad district recorded the highest 233 mm rainfall during the last 24
hours. Several recorded very heavy rainfall during the same period.
Meanwhile, the met officials warned of heavy rains today and tomorrow.
