Prime Minister Narendra Modi and his Japanese counterpart Shigeru
Ishiba have unveiled a comprehensive decade-long roadmap aimed at
deepening strategic, economic, and technological cooperation between the
two countries. The two leaders made the announcement after summit talks
in Tokyo yesterday. In a social media post, Prime Minister Modi said,
during the 15th India-Japan Annual Summit, Prime Minister Ishiba and him
reviewed the full range of bilateral ties between our nations and agreed to
further strengthen the India-Japan Special Strategic and Global
Partnership.

In a joint press meet after the talks, Prime Minister Modi said, the
two countries have chalked out a roadmap for the next decade which will
focus on sectors like investment, innovation, environment, technology,
health, mobility, people-to-people exchanges and state-prefecture
partnerships. Mr Modi said, both countries have set a target of 10 trillion
yen investment in India from Japan in the next 10 years. The two countries
will also give special attention to connecting Small and Medium Enterprises
and Start-ups from both countries with collaboration in artificial
intelligence, semiconductors, environment, and healthcare set to feature
prominently. He also urged the Japanese companies to, "Make in India,
Make for the world".

Prime Minister Modi had travelled to
Russia twice last year for an annual summit with Putin and to attend the
BRICS Summit in Kazan.The Russian president is visiting India for the
annual summit. US President Donald Trump has doubled tariffs on Indian
goods to a whopping 50 per cent, including a 25 per cent additional duties
for India's purchase of Russian crude oil.

Union Minister of Coal and Mines, G Kishan Reddy, has hailed the
Memorandum of Cooperation (MoC) on Mineral Resources signed between
the Ministry of Mines and Japan’s Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry
(METI). In a social media post, Mr Reddy said, the MoC aligns with India’s
efforts to diversify critical mineral supply chains which are vital for energy
security, national security, and the goal of net zero emissions by 2070. The
Minister highlighted that as part of the deal, the two sides will exchange
information on mineral resources and policies including regulations,
auctions, sustainable deep-sea mining, extraction, processing, stockpiling
of critical minerals and possible joint development of critical mineral
projects. He added that this will promote joint investments in exploration,
mining, and processing of critical minerals in India and resource-rich
countries. The two sides will also explore additional mutually agreed forms
of cooperation. Mr Reddy underlined that the government is committed to
achieving Atmanirbharta in critical minerals.

GDP

India's real Gross Domestic Product (GDP) is estimated to grow by 7.8 per
cent in April to June quarter of financial year 2025-26, at a five-quarter
high. In the fourth quarter of the last financial year, the GDP had grown by
7.4 per cent, whereas the same stood at 6.5 per cent in the first quarter of
previous fiscal year. According to the Quarterly Estimates of GDP for first
Quarter of current fiscal released by the Ministry of Statistics and
Programme Implementation, Nominal GDP has witnessed a growth rate of
8.8 per cent in during the same period.

2030 CWG-OFFICIAL BID

India has officially submitted its proposal to host the 2030
Commonwealth Games, marking a significant step in its ambition to bring
the multi-sport event back to the country after two decades. The formal
bid was submitted to the President of Commonwealth Sport (the
Commonwealth Games Federation) Dr. Donald Rukare by a delegation with
representation from the Commonwealth Games Association of India and
the Government of Gujarat in London yesterday. The bid positions
Ahmedabad as the host city for the Centenary edition of the Games,
marking 100 years of the Commonwealth Games.
