NDA MEETING

A crucial meeting of National Democratic Alliance (NDA)
Parliamentary Party will take place in New Delhi this morning. The meeting
will be attended by NDA members from Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha. Prime
Minister Narendra Modi will address the meeting of the ruling alliance’s
MPs. The meeting comes amid a stalemate in Parliament over the
opposition demand for discussion on Special Intensive Revision (SIR) of
electoral rolls in Bihar. The opposition parties are demanding the
withdrawal of SIR. The Lok Sabha could not take up the National Sports
Governance Bill, 2025 and the National Anti-Doping (Amendment) Bill,
2025 vyesterday, for discussion amid opposition protests. Parliamentary
Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju said that following an all-party meeting, time
had been allotted in the Business Advisory Committee meeting to
discuss the National Sports Bill and the Anti-doping Bill. He urged members
not to waste the time of the House and condemned their stance. Union
Sports Minister Mansukh Mandaivya said that bills are important and urged
opposition members to allow discussion. BJP MP Jagdambika Pal, who was
in the Chair, also urged members to allow discussion to proceed. He said,
since the monsoon session began, the House has not passed any bill. Mr
Rijiju later said that the opposition has continued disrupting proceedings
even as the third week of the monsoon session has begun.

the presence of Prime Minister Narendra Modi and President of

Philippine Ferdinand Marcos. Economic engagement is an
important aspect of India-Philippines bilateral relationship.
Bilateral trade between the two countries reached 3.5 billion US
dollars in 2023-24. In recent times, defence, security and
maritime cooperation between the two countries have expanded.
Presence of Indian companies in the Philippines, operating in
various sectors like IT, health-care, pharmaceuticals, textiles,
infrastructure, chemicals, automobiles, agriculture have increased
multifold.

MEA-OIL IMPORTS

The Ministry of External Affairs has said that it is unjustified and
unreasonable for India to be targeted by the United States and the
European Union for importing oil from Russia after the Ukraine conflict. In
a statement, the Ministry asserted that, like any major economy, India will
take all necessary measures to safeguard its national interests and
economic security. The Ministry added that India began importing oil from
Russia because traditional supplies were diverted to Europe after the
conflict began. It said that the US had actively encouraged such imports by
India at that time to strengthen global energy market stability. The Ministry
emphasized that India’s imports are intended to ensure predictable and
affordable energy costs for Indian consumers and are a necessity
compelled by the global market situation. However, it is revealing that the
very nations criticizing India are themselves engaged in trade with Russia,
and unlike India’s case, such trade is not even a vital national compulsion.

The Ministry noted that the United States continues to import
uranium hexafluoride for its nuclear industry, palladium for its electric
vehicle industry, fertilizers, and chemicals from Russia.

The Ministry also mentioned that the European Union had bilateral




trade worth 67.5 billion Euro in goods with Russia in 2024, along with trade
in services estimated at 17.2 billion Euro in 2023. This is significantly more
than India’s total trade with Russia in that year or subsequently. European
imports of LNG in 2024 reached a record 16.5 million tonnes, surpassing
the previous record of 15.21 million tonnes in 2022.

The MEA further noted that Europe-Russia trade includes not just
energy but also fertilizers, mining products, chemicals, iron and steel, as
well as machinery and transport equipment.

PMMVY-REGISTRATION EXTEND

The Ministry of Women and Child Development has extended the
special registration drive for the Pradhan Mantri Matru Vandana Yojana
(PMMVY) till the 15" of this month.

The Ministry, in a statement, further
informed that since the scheme's inception, more than 4.05 crore
beneficiaries have been paid the maternity benefit (at least one instalment)
amounting to 19 thousand and 28 crore rupees through direct benefit
transfer in their bank or post office accounts.
