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BIHAR - AMIT SHAH

Union Home Minister Amit Shah and Bihar Chief Minister Nitish Kumar
will today inaugurate the construction work of a grand temple dedicated to
Goddess Sita at Punaura Dham in Sitamarhi district of Bihar. The
foundation stone laying ceremony and Bhoomi Pujan for the grand temple



will take place this afternoon amidst chanting of Vedic mantras. On this
occasion, the Union Home Minister will also address a public gathering. The
foundation stone will be laid under the supervision of scholars and purohits
from Banaras and Mithila. An estimated 883 crore rupees will be spent on
the temple and its surrounding complex. The Bihar government has
decided to acquire 50 acres of land for the construction of the new temple,
modeled on the Lord Ram Temple in Ayodhya. For the management of the
entire temple, a trust named Shri Janaki Janmabhoomi Punaura Dham
Mandir Nyas Samiti has been formed, like the Lord Ram Ayodhya temple
trust. The Union Home Minister will also flag off Sitamarhi-New Delhi Amrit
Bharat Express train via video conferencing from Sitamarhi. This will
provide a direct rail link between New Delhi and Sitamarhi via several
important places of Bihar. Saints and seers from across the country
including from Ayodhya, Kashi, Janakpur, and South India have arrived to
participate in today’s event. There is an atmosphere of excitement and
celebration in Sitamarhi, Janakpur, and the entire Mithilanchal region. The
Punaura Dham temple has been beautifully decorated with flowers. For the
Bhoomi Pujan, soil from 21 pilgrimage sites and water from 31 rivers have
been brought. Laddoos prepared at the Mahavir Temple in Patna will also
be distributed.

GADKARI - ICEMA

Minister of Road Transport and Highways Nitin Gadkari has
highlighted that Road and Transport infrastructure are becoming world-
class-level in the country, resulting in reducing travel time and saving the
environment. Mr. Gadkari made this remark while addressing the 75th
annual session of the Indian Construction Equipment Manufacturers’
Association (ICEMA) held in New Delhi. He said that India now secured
third position, in the construction equipment industry in the world,
overtaking Japan. Pointing out the Road construction's quality, Mr. Gadkari
stated that the government will not compromise with quality and strict
action will be taken against contractors. He added that the government is
focusing on maintaining world class safety measures and quality in the
Road and Transport Infrastructure in the country.

Addressing Industry bodies, the Minister urged for reducing the
consumption of diesel, and adopt alternatives of environment polluting
components in construction activities. He also made the attention of



Industry bodies, on the importance of exercising road safety measures for
the citizens, as the number of fatalities caused due to road accidents is
rising every year.

IMD-WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy
rainfall over Himachal Pradesh, Jharkhand, Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand and
West Bengal tomorrow. According to IMD, Arunachal Pradesh is likely to
experience extremely heavy rainfall in isolated pockets. the weather
agency has said that Assam, Meghalaya, Bihar, Nagaland, Manipur,
Mizoram and Tripura will also witness heavy rainfall tomorrow.

The weatherman has also predicted that the Western Himalayan
region and some places over the plains will experience Light and moderate
rainfall with thunderstorms.

PM-BRAZIL

Prime Minister Narendra Modi received a call from Brazilian President
Luiz Inacio Lula da Silva yesterday. In a statement, Prime Minister's Office
informed that during their telephonic conversation, the two leaders agreed
to to enhance cooperation in trade, technology, energy, defence,
agriculture, health and people-to-people ties. They also exchanged views
on regional and global issues of mutual interest. Prime Minister Modi
further recalled his visit to Brazil last month. The PMO said, the two leaders
also reiterated their commitment to take India-Brazil Strategic Partnership
to new heights.

EC-RAHUL GANDHI

The Election Commission has rebutted the claims made by Leader of
Opposition in the Lok Sabha Rahul Gandhi wherein he alleged manipulation
in the voter list. In a social media fact Check, Election Commission termed
these allegation as misleading saying that if Mr Gandhi believes what he is
saying is true, then he should sign the Declaration/Oath as per the
Elections rule. The commission also said that if Leader of Opposition does
not believe in what he is saying, then he should stop arriving at absurd
conclusions and misleading the citizens of the country.



BJP- RAHUL

The BJP has hit out at Congress leader and Leader of the Opposition
Rahul Gandhi for questioning the integrity of Election Commission in
conducting elections. Addressing media in New Delhi, BJP Spokesperson
Sambit Patra said that it was not for the first time that Mr Gandhi has
made accusations against Constitutional bodies but he has also targeted
them earlier also. Mr Patra said that Congress leaders and Mr Gandhi do
not raise question about the integrity of the Commission in those States
where the Congress won elections. He said, in the last Lok Sabha elections,
when Congress secured 99 seats, it celebrated the results as a victory. Mr
Patra asked, if the Election Commission is compromised then why the
Congress celebrated those results. He said, this shows Congress' apparent

MDoNER-ASSAM ROAD

The Ministry of Development of North Eastern Region has approved the
construction of Mangoldoi- Mazikuchi road in Assam. Having a length of
fifteen kilometres and costing approximately 45.31 crore rupees, the
project will be implemented under the North East Special Infrastructure
Development Scheme. The Ministry of Development of North Eastern
Region in a statement informed that the project will serve as a direct link
between the Darrang and Udalguri District thereby reducing the distance
between Mangaldoi and Bhergaon by 7.2 kilometers.
